Foreword

Pred vama je pregled aktivnosti putem kojih je Drzavni
zavod za intelektualno viasniStvo ostvarivao svoju viziju i misiju
u 2024. godini.

Godinu su obiljeZile izrazito intenzivhe medunarodne
aktivnosti u podrucju razvoja sustava zastite intelektualnog
vlasniStva, u kojima je Zavod sudjelovao kao predstavnik
Republike Hrvatske.

Nakon desetogodisnjeg razdoblja u kojem zbog znacajnih
razlika u interesima izmedu tzv. zemalja u razvoju i razvijenih
zemalja nije usvojen nijedan novi medunarodni pravni instrument
iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasniStva u okviru Svjetske
organizacije za intelektualno viasnistvo (WIPQO), u 2024. godini
ostvaren je znaCajan iskorak usvajanjem njih ak dva. Time je,
suprotno aktualnim globalnim trendovima, potvrdena privrzenost
drzava c¢lanica WIPO-a globalnom poretku zasnovanom na
zajednicki usvojenim pravilima.

Tako je nakon viSe od 25 godina rasprava i pregovora u
svibnju na diplomatskoj konferenciii u Zenevi usvojen Sporazum
o intelektualnom vlasnistvu, genetskim resursima i s njima
povezanom tradicionalnom znanju kao prvi pravni instrument
pod okriliem WIPO-a koji se bavi uspostavljanjem poveznice
izmedu intelektualnog viasnistva, genetskih resursa i tradicijskog
znanja, kao i prvi ugovor pod okriliem WIPO-a koji ukljucuje
posebne odredbe u vezi autohtonih naroda i lokalnih zajednica.
Na drugoj diplomatskoj konferenciji odrzanoj u studenome u
Rijadu usvojen je, nakon 20 godina pregovora, Rijadski ugovor
o pravu dizajna koji ¢e omoguciti medunarodno uskladen

An overview of the activities conducted by the State Intellectual
Property Office to accomplish its vision and mission in 2024 is
before you.

The year was marked by outstandingly intensive international
activities in the field of developing the intellectual property protection
system, which the Office participated in as a representative of
the Republic of Croatia.

After a ten-year period in which, due to significant differences
in interests between the so-called developing countries and
developed countries, no new international legal instrument in the
field of intellectual property was adopted within the framework of
the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), a significant
step forward was achieved in 2024 by adopting even two of them.
This, contrary to current global trends, confirmed the adherence
of the WIPO member states to the global order based on jointly
adopted rules.

Thus, after more than 25 years of discussions and negotiations,
the Agreement on Intellectual Property, Genetic Resources and
Related Traditional Knowledge was adopted at a diplomatic
conference in Geneva in May as the first legal instrument under
the auspices of the WIPO to establish a link between intellectual
property, genetic resources and traditional knowledge, as well as
the first treaty under the auspices of the WIPO to include specific
provisions regarding indigenous peoples and local communities.
At a second diplomatic conference held in Riyadh in November,
after 20 years of negotiations, the Riyadh Design Law Treaty
was adopted, which will enable an internationally harmonised,
more predictable, less complex and more accessible design



dizajna. Time je ujedno i zaokruzen skup ugovora kojima se
medunarodno uskladuju formalni aspekti postupka zastite u
podrucju tri najzastuplienija prava industrijskog vlasnistva —
patenta, Ziga i industrijskog dizajna.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su u delegaciji Republike
Hrvatske na obje navedene diplomatske konferencije te su
dali svoj aktivni stru¢ni, kao i doprinos u zagovaranju interesa
Republike Hrvatske, ne samo tijekom diplomatske konferencije
nego i tijekom prethodnih dugogodisnjih rasprava i pregovora
u okviru stalnih strucnih tijela WIPO-a.

Sli¢an doprinos predstavnici Zavoda dali su tijekom 2024.
godine i u intenzivnim raspravama na stru¢noj razini u okviru
razvoja zajednic¢kog pravnog okvira zemalja ¢lanica Europske
unije. Medu Cak Sest prijedloga uredbi iz podrucja patenata
u okviru tzv. patentnog paketa (engl. Patent package) to se
prvenstveno odnosi na Cetiri prijedloga uredbi iz podrucja
svjedodzbi o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove i zastitu bilja, koji
imaju za cilj uvodenje centraliziranog postupka ispitivanja
kao i jedinstvenu svjedodzbu o dodatnoj zastiti kao dopunu
patentu s jedinstvenim u¢inkom u Europskoj uniji. lako postoji
nacelna suglasnost oko cilja, u vezi samih odredaba ovih
prijedloga i nakon mnogobrojnih stru¢nih rasprava postoje
znaCajna otvorena pitanja i suprotstavljena mislienja medu
drzavama Clanicama. Iz patentnog paketa najvise je napredovala
stru¢na rasprava o prijedlogu uredbe o prisilnom licenciranju
za upravljanje u kriznim situacijama, oko kojega su se zemlje
Clanice krajem godine usuglasile te su zapocele tehnicke
konzultacije u okviru tzv. trijaloga.

Objavom u studenome Direktive 2024/2823 o pravnoj
zastiti dizajna (preinaka) i Uredbe o izmjeni Uredbe 6/2002 o
dizajnu Zajednice i stavljanju izvan snage Uredbe 2246/2002
uspostavlien je temeljni zakonodavni okvir i zakljuCena je
kljucna faza reforme odnosno modernizacije postojeceg
sustava zastite industrijskog dizajna kao prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva u Europskoj uniji. Reformom se umjesto dosadasnjeg
dizajna Zajednice uspostavlja dizajn Europske unije, u skladu
s promjenama nastalima u pravnom okviru Europske unije od
2002. godine, te ¢e, po donosenju provedbenih akata, nastupiti
znacCajne izmjene u podrucju zastite dizajna u Europskoj uniji,
uskladene s razvojem tehnologije. Drzave Clanice obavezne
su uskladiti svoje zakonodavstvo s Direktivom 2024/2823 do
9. prosinca 2027. te ¢e Zavod u narednom razdoblju pripremiti
odgovarajudi prijedlog novih nacionalnih propisa iz podrucja
zastite dizajna.

protection procedure. This also completes the set of treaties that
internationally harmonise the formal aspects of the protection
procedure in the field of the three most common industrial property
rights — patents, trademarks and industrial designs.

Representatives of the Office participated in the delegation of
the Republic of Croatia at both of the aforementioned diplomatic
conferences and provided their active expertise and contribution
in advocating for the interests of the Republic of Croatia, not only
during the diplomatic conference but also during the previous
many years of discussions and negotiations within the framework
of the WIPO's permanent expert bodies.

Representatives of the Office made a similar contribution
during 2024 in intensive discussions at the expert level within the
framework of the development of the common legal framework
of the Member States of the European Union. Among as many
as six proposals for regulations in the field of patents within the
so-called patent package, this primarily refers to four proposals
for regulations in the field of supplementary protection certificates
for medicinal products and plant protection products, which aim
to introduce a centralised examination procedure as well as a
single supplementary protection certificate as a supplement to the
patent with unitary effect in the European Union. Although there is
agreement in principle on the objective, there are significant open
questions and opposing opinions among the Member States
regarding the provisions of these proposals, even after numerous
expert discussions. The most advanced expert discussion from
the patent package was on the proposal for a regulation on
compulsory licensing for crisis management, on which the Member
States agreed at the end of the year and technical consultations
pbegan within the so-called trialogue.

The publication in November of Directive 2024/2823 on the
legal protection of designs (@amendments) and the Regulation
amending Regulation 6/2002 on Community designs and repealing
Regulation 2246/2002 established the basic legislative framework
and concluded a key phase of the reform or modernisation of the
existing protection system of industrial designs as an intellectual
property right in the European Union. The reform establishes the
European Union design instead of the previous Community design,
in accordance with the changes that have occurred in the legal
framework of the European Union since 2002, and, upon the
adoption of implementing acts, significant changes will occur in
the field of design protection in the European Union, aligned with
technological developments. Member States are obliged to align
their legislation with Directive 2024/2823 by 9 December 2027, and
the Office will prepare an appropriate proposal for new national

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Krajem 2024. godine Zavod je u zakonodavnu proceduru
uputio prijedlog Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o
zastupanju u podrucju prava industrijskog vlasnistva, kojim se
provodi uskladivanje s nacionalnim horizontalnim propisom o
reguliranim profesijama, uskladenim s odgovaraju¢im pravnim
okvirom Europske unije, te s rezultatima pregovora o pristupanju
Republike Hrvatske Organizaciji za ekonomsku suradnju i

razvoj (OECD) u podrucju liberalizacije profesionalnih usluga.

Navedene izmjene i dopune predstavljaju prvu fazu cjelovite
modernizacije pravnog okvira kojim se ureduje zastupanje u
podrucju prava industrijskog vlasnistva, a koju Zavod planira
provesti u narednom razdoblju.

U pogledu razvoja poslovanja Zavoda i 2024. godinu obiljezile
su razliCite aktivnosti na provedbi digitalne transformacije
poslovnih procesa i poslovanja u cjelini. Uz daljnja unapriedenja
i uskladivanje razli¢itin dijelova sustava digitalnog uredskog
poslovanja Zavoda te unaprjedenja korisnickih elektronickih
usluga, posebno se istiCe znacajan iskorak u primjeni novih
tehnologija koji je Zavod je postigao u okviru projekta Ureda
Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo (EUIPO) a koji ima za
cilj osigurati povecanje sigurnosti, transparentnosti i uCinkovitosti
u upravljanju podacima o zigovima i industrijskom dizajnu

koristenjem tehnologije ulancanih blokova (engl. blockchain).

Zavod je tijekom 2024. uspostavio novi sustav povezivanja
podataka o zigovima i industrijskom dizajnu iz nacionalnih
registara u zajedni¢ku blockchain mrezu, ¢ime je omogucéena
brza i pouzdanija dostupnost tih podataka putem korisnickih
alata kao $to su TMView i DesignView.

Uz prethodno istaknute Zavod je i u 2024. godini provodio i
druge mnogobrojne aktivnosti na unaprjedenju svoje djelatnosti i

poslovanja, kao i na potpori inovativnim i kreativnim djelatnostima.

Medu mnogobrojnim aktivnostima potpore istiCu se aktivnosti
na nacionalnoj promidzbi Fonda za mala i srednja poduzeca o
EUIPO-a putem kojeg se osiguravaju jednostavne bespovratne
financijske potpore malim i srednjim poduzec¢ima za lakSu zastitu
i upravljanje pravima intelektualnog vlasnistva, kao i veliki broj
edukacijskih aktivnosti za razliCite skupine dionika usmjerene
na ucinkovitu zastitu i upravljanje intelektualnim vlasnistvom.

Uz sve navedeno, Zavod je uspjeSno obavljao i svoju
temeljnu djelatnost priznanja prava industrijskog viasnistva u
nacionalnim, regionalnim i medunarodnim postupcima zastite
industrijskog vlasniStva za teritorij Republike Hrvatske, uz
odrzavanje prava industrijskog vlasniStva upisanih u nacionalne
registre, te nastavio unaprjedivati njihovu kvalitetu i u€inkovitost
te uskladenost s praksom u Europskoj uniji.

regulations in the field of design protection in the coming period.

At the end of 2024, the Office submitted to the legislative
procedure the proposal for the Act on Amendments to the
Act on Representation in the Field of Industrial Property Rights,
which implements harmonisation with the national horizontal
regulation on regulated professions, harmonised with the relevant
legal framework of the European Union, and with the results
of negotiations on the accession of the Republic of Croatia to
the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD) in the field of liberalisation of professional services. The
above amendments represent the first phase of a comprehensive
modernisation of the legal framework regulating representation
in the field of industrial property rights, which the Office plans to
implement in the coming period.

In terms of the development of the Office's business, 2024
was marked by various activities aimed at implementing the
digital transformation of business processes and operations as
a whole. In addition to further improvements and harmonisation
of various parts of the Office's digital office operations system
and improvements to user electronic services, a significant step
forward in the application of new technologies achieved by the
Office within the framework of a project of the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) is particularly noteworthy, which
aims to ensure increased security, transparency and efficiency in
the management of trademark and industrial design data using
blockchain technology. During 2024, the Office established a
new system for connecting trademark and industrial design data
from national registers into a common blockchain network, which
enabled faster and more reliable availability of this data through
user tools such as TMView and DesignView.

In addition to the above, the Office also carried out numerous
other activities in 2024 to improve its activities and business, as
well as to support innovative and creative activities. Among the
numerous support activities two groups are specially mentioned
here: the activities on the national promotion of the EUIPO Small
and Medium Enterprises Fund stand out, through which simple
in form of grants financial support is provided to small and
medium-sized enterprises for easier protection and management
of intellectual property rights, as well as a large number of
educational activities for various groups of stakeholders aimed
at effective protection and management of intellectual property.

In addition to all of the above, the Office successfully
performed its core activity of granting industrial property rights
in national, regional and international procedures for the protection
of industrial property for the territory of the Republic of Croatia,

Director General and Deputy Director General of the Office
participated in celebrating 125 years of the Austrian Patent
Office, which is historically important also for Croatia as a former
office responsible for parts of the territory of today’s Republic of
Croatia. The conference on Intellectual Property for Green and
Digital Transition was held within the celebration of the anniversary.
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Development of the Intellectual
Property System

3.1. Zakonodavne aktivnosti
3.1.1. Nacionalno zakonodavstvo

U 2024. godini pokrenut je zakonodavni postupak donoSenja
Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o zastupanju u
podrucju prava industrijskog vlasnistva radi uskladivanja sa
Zakonom o reguliranim profesijama te rezultatima pregovora
o pristupanju Republike Hrvatske Organizaciji za ekonomsku
suradnju i razvoj (OECD). Prijedlog zakona, s kona&nim
prijedlogom zakona, usvojen je na 47. sjednici Vlade Republike
Hrvatske i upucen u saborsku proceduru u prosincu te je

prihva¢ena primjena hitnog postupka za njegovo donoSenje.

|zvorno planirana cjelovita modernizacija i dono$enje novog
zakona provest ¢e se u narednom razdoblju.

Takoder je zapoCet postupak pripreme prijedloga novog
Zakona o zastiti oznaka zemljopisnog podrijetla za obrtnicke
i industrijske proizvode osnivanjem stru¢ne radne skupine
koja ukljuCuje zainteresirane dionike. Donosenje predmetnog
propisa predvideno je planom zakonodavnih aktivnosti za
2025. godinu iz nadleznosti Zavoda kako bi se osigurala
provedba nove Uredbe (EU) Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca
od 18. listopada 2023. o zastiti oznaka zemljopisnog podrijetla
za obrtniCke i industrijske proizvode i izmjeni uredbi (EU)
2017/1001 i (EU) 2019/17583, kojom se uspostavlja sustav
zastite na razini EU-a za oznake zemljopisnog podrijetla za
obrtni¢ke i industrijske proizvode, po uzoru na sustav koji je
vec uspostavljen za poljoprivredne i prehrambene proizvode
(u nadleznosti Ministarstva poljoprivrede).

3.1. Legislative Activities
3.1.1. National Legislation

Legislative procedure was initiated in 2024 to adopt the Act on
Amendments to the Act on Representation in the Field of Industrial
Property Rights in order to harmonise it with the Act on Regulated
Professions and the results of negotiations on accession of the
Republic of Croatia to the Organisation for Economic Co-operation
and Development (OECD). Final proposal for the Act was adopted
at the 47" session of the Government of the Republic of Croatia
and it was referred to parliamentary procedure in December
and accepted for urgent adoption procedure. Originally planned
comprehensive modernisation and adoption of the new Act shall
be conducted in the coming period.

The procedure of preparing the proposal for the new Act on
Geographical Indication Protection for Craft and Industrial Products
was also initiated by constituting an expert workgroup consisting
of interested stakeholders. The adoption of the related regulated
is planned by legislative activities for 2025 under responsibility of
the Office in order to provide for the implementation of the new
Regulation (EU) of the European Parliament and of the Councll
of 18 October 2023 on the protection of geographical indications
for craft and industrial products and amending Regulations (EU)
2017/1001 and (EU) 2019/1753, 1o establish the protection system
at the level of the EU for geographical indications for craft and
industrial products, based on the system already established
for agricultural and food products (within responsibility of the
Ministry of Agriculture).



3.1.2. Zakonodavne aktivnosti u okviru
Europske unije

Predstavnici Zavoda kao predstavnici Republike Hrvatske
sudjelovali su u radu struénih tijela za razvoj zakonodavstva
u pojedinim podrugjima intelektualnog vlasnistva europskih
i medunarodnih organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo te u
stru¢nim radnim tijelima Europske unije, prvenstveno Radnoj
skupini za intelektualno vlasnistvo Vije¢a Europske unije te
stru¢nim skupinama osnovanima pri Europskoj komisiji.

Od zakonodavnih aktivnosti u okviru razvoja zajednickog
pravnog okvira zemalja ¢lanica Europske unije i u 2024. godini
osobito intenzivne bile su aktivnosti u podrucju patenata. Naime,
Europska komisija objavila je 27. travnja 2023. godine Sest
prijedloga uredbi vezano za patente, tzv. "Patent package": (i)
Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i Vije¢a o prisiinom
licenciranju za upravljanje u kriznim situacijama i izmjeni Uredbe
(EZ) 816/2006; (ii) Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i
Vijeca o jedinstvenoj sviedodzbi o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove i
izmijeni Uredbe (EU) 2017/1001, Uredbe (EZ) 1901/2006 i Uredbe
(EV) 808/20183; (iii) Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i
Vijeca o jedinstvenoj svjedodZbi o dodatnoj zastiti za sredstva
za zastitu bilja; (iv) Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i
Vijec¢a o svjedodzbi o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove (preinaka); (v)
Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i Vije¢a o svjedodzbi
o dodatnoj zastiti za sredstva za zastitu bilja (preinaka); i (vi)
Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i Vijec¢a o patentima
bitnima za normu i izmjeni Uredbe (EU) 2017/1001. Tijekom 2024,
usuglasen je medu drzavama Clanicama tekst prijedloga uredbe
o prisilnom licenciranju za upravljanje u kriznim situacijama te
su zapocele tehnicke konzultacije u okviru trijaloga, dok su u
pogledu ostalih prijedloga uredbi, prvenstveno o svjedodzbi o
dodatnoj zastiti, vodene intenzivne rasprave radi usuglaSavanja.

S ciliem reforme odnosno modernizacije postojeceg sustava
zastite industrijskog dizajna kao prava intelektualnog viasnistva
u Europskoj uniji, kao rezultat zakonodavnih aktivnosti u 2024.
godini i po provedbi svih tehnickih priprema, 18. studenoga
2024. objavljene su Direktiva (EU) 2024/2823 Europskog
parlamenta i Vijec¢a od 23. listopada 2024. o pravnoj zastiti
dizajna (preinaka) i Uredba (EU) Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca
od 28. listopada 2024. o izmjeni Uredbe Vijeca (EZ) br. 6/2002 o
dizajnu Zajednice i stavljanju izvan snage Uredbe Komisije (EZ2)
br. 2246/2002. Drzave Clanice EU-a obavezne su uskladiti svoje
zakonodavstvo s Direktivom (EU) 2024/2823 do 9. prosinca 2027.

3.1.2. Legislative Activities within the
Framework of the European Union

The representatives of the Office as representatives of the
Republic of Croatia participated in the work of expert bodies for
development of legislation in certain fields of intellectual property
of European and international organisations for intellectual property,
and in expert working bodies of the European Union, primarily
the Working Party on Intellectual Property of the Council of the
European Union and expert groups established with the European
Commission.

As to legislative activities within development of the joint legal
framework of Member States of the European Union, it was also
in 2024 that especially intensive were activities in the field of
patents. Namely, on 27 April, 2023, the European Commission
published six proposals for regulations related to patents, the
so-called "Patent Package": (i) Proposal for a Regulation of the
European Parliament and the Council on compulsory licensing
for crisis management and amending Regulation (EC) 816/2006;
(i) Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of
the Council on a single supplementary protection certificate for
medicinal products and amending Regulation (EU) 2017/1001,
Regulation (EC) 1901/2006 and Regulation (EU) 608/2013; {iii)
Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the
Council on a single supplementary protection certificate for plant
protection products; (iv) Proposal for a Regulation of the European
Parliament and of the Council on a supplementary protection
certificate for medicinal products (amendment); (v) Proposal for
a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on a
supplementary protection certificate for plant protection products
(amendment); and (vi) Proposal for a Regulation of the European
Parliament and of the Council on patents relevant to the norm
and amending Regulation (EU) 2017/1001. During 2024, Member
States agreed on the proposal for the regulation on compulsory
licencing for crisis management and technical consultations
started within trialogue, whereas other proposals for regulations,
primarily supplementary protection certificate, were intensively
discussed upon in order to come to an agreement.

Aiming at reforming or modernising the existing protection
system of industrial design as an intellectual property right in the
European Union, as a result of legislative activities in 2024 and
upon implementation of all technical preparations, Directive (EU)
2024/2823 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 23
October 2024 on the legal protection of designs (recast) and
Regulation (EU) of the European Parliament and of the Council of
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akata za provedbu Uredbe (EU) 2023/2411 Europskog
parlamenta i Vijec¢a od 18. listopada 2023. o zastiti oznaka
zemljopisnog podrijetla za obrtniCke i industrijske proizvode i
izmjeni uredbi (EU) 2017/1001 i (EU) 2019/1758, koja je stupila na
snagu 16. studenoga 2023., a primjenijivat ¢e se od 1. prosinca
2025. Po uzoru na ve¢ postojedi sli¢an sustav za poljoprivredne
i prehrambene proizvode (hranu), vina i jaka alkoholna pica, i
za obrtniCke i industrijske proizvode, novim ¢e se sustavom
osigurati jednaka i jedinstvena zastita u cijeloj Europskoj uniji
kao i omogucditi odnosno olak$ati medunarodna zastita takvih
oznaka putem postojec¢ih medunarodnih sustava.

Takoder, Zavod je pratio zakonodavne aktivnosti iz povezanih
podrucja, osobito vezano uz donosenje Akta o umjetnoj
inteligenciji te pripreme za pocetak primjene ovog akta.

3.1.3. Savjetovanja sa zainteresiranom javnoScéu

Zavod je u rujnu 2024. godine proveo savjetovanja o
izmjenama planiranih zakonodavnih aktivnosti Zavoda za
2024. godinu te o planiranim zakonodavnim aktivnostima za
2025. godinu.

U listopadu je provedeno savjetovanje o Nacrtu prijedloga
zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o zastupanju u
podrucju prava industrijskog vlasnistva.

Uz navedeno, Zavod je, kao i prethodnih godina, na
svojim mreznim stranicama obavjestavao javnost i o javnim
savjetovanjima iz podrucja djelatnosti Zavoda koje se provode
na razini Europske unije i koja su otvorena za sudjelovanje
hrvatskoj javnosti. Tijekom 2024. provedena su dva takva javna
savjetovanja. Prvo savjetovanje odnosilo se na prikuplianje
podataka za potrebe pripreme IzvjeS¢a o popisu pracenja
krivotvorenja i piratstva, svrha kojeg je identificirati pruzatelje
internetskih usluga i fizicka trzista izvan granica Europske unije
za koje se navodi da sudjeluju, omogucuju povrede ili imaju
koristi od povreda prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, posebice
piratstva i krivotvorenja. Drugo javno savjetovanje odnosilo se
na prikupljanje podataka za potrebe pripreme IzvieSc¢a o zastiti
i provedbi prava intelektualnog vlasniStva u tre¢im zemljama.

23 October 2024 amending Council Regulation (EC) No. 6/2002
on Community designs and repealing the Commission Regulation
(EC) No. 2246/2002 were published on 18 November 2024,
The EU Member States need to harmonise their legislation with
Directive (EU) 2024/2823 until 9 December 2027,

The adoption procedure began in 2024 for implementation of
Regulation (EU) 2023/2411 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 18 October 2023 on the protection of geographical
indications for craft and industrial products and amending
Regulation (EU) 2017/1001 and (EU) 2019/1753, that came
into force on 16 November 2023, and it shall be applied as of 1
December 2025. Based on the already existing similar system
for agricultural and food products, wines and strong alcoholic
beverages, the new system will provide for equal and unigue
protection throughout the European Union for craft and industrial
products, as well as enable or facilitate the international protection
of such indications through existing international systems.

Furthermore, the Office monitored legislative activities in the
related fields, particularly in relation to the adoption of the Act
on Artificial Inteligence and preparations for its implementation.

3.1.3. Consultations with the Interested Public

In September, the Office conducted consultations on changes
of legislative activities of the Office planned for 2024 and those
planned for 2025,

In October, consultations were conducted on the Draft
Proposal of the Act on the Amendments to the Act on
Representation in the Field of Industrial Property Rights.

In addition to the above, as in previous vears, the Office
informed the public on its website about public consultations in
the field of the Office’s activities, which are conducted at the level
of the European Union and which are open to the participation
of the Croatian public. During 2024, there were such public
consultations conducted on two occasions. The first referred to
the collection of data for the preparation of the Counterfeiting and
Piracy Watchlist Report, the purpose of which is to identify online
service providers and physical markets outside the European
Union that are alleged to be participating in, facilitating or benefiting
from infringements of intellectual property rights, in particular
piracy and counterfeiting. The second referred to the collection
of data for the preparation of the Report on the Protection and
Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights in Third Countries.



3.2. Suradnja i projekti
3.2.1. Nacionalna suradnja

Zavod je tijekom 2024. godine, suradivao s drugim drzavnim
tijelima, organizacijama i institucijama s ciliem razvoja razlicitin
aspekata nacionalnog i europskog sustava zastite intelektualnog
vlasnistva.

Osobito istaknuta bila je suradnja s Ministarstvom vanjskih
i europskih poslova i drugim nadleznim tijelima u okviru
pregovarackog odbora i provedbe struc¢nih aktivnosti s ciliem
pristupanja Republike Hrvatske Organizaciji za gospodarsku
suradnju i razvoj (OECD).

U podrudju razvoja sustava zastite autorskih i srodnih
prava Zavod je na nacionalnoj i medunarodnoj razini suradivao
s Ministarstvom kulture i medija, a inicirana je suradnja s
Ministarstvom turizma i sporta na unaprjedenju upravljanja
intelektualnim vlasnistvom u turistickom sektoru u kontekstu
strategije razvoja odrzivog turizma usmijerenog na ponudu
visoke dodane vrijednosti, jacanja lanaca vrijednosti u turizmu
i povezanim djelatnostima te ravnomijerniji regionalni razvoj i
unaprjedenije kvalitete Zivota lokalnog stanovnistva.

Zavod je putem sudjelovanja u stru¢nim radnim skupinamai
povjerenstvima nastavio suradnju i s Ministarstvom poljoprivrede
u pogledu postupaka zastite zemljopisnih oznaka te razvoja
nacionalnog i medunarodnog sustava zastite zemljopisnih
oznaka podrijetla i oznaka izvornosti za poljoprivredne i
prehrambene proizvode (hranu). Takoder, uspostavijena je
stru¢na suradnju u pogledu Prijedloga Uredbe Europskog
parlamenta i Vije¢a za bilje dobiveno odredenim novim
genomskim tehnikama te o hrani i hrani za Zivotinje proizvedenoj
od takvog bilja, a koja mijenja Uredbu (EU) 2017/625, vezano
uz pitanje patentibilnosti proizvoda i biljaka dobivenih novim
genomskim tehnikama.

Zavod je suradivao i s Ministarstvom gospodarstva i
odrzivog razvoja na provedbi Direktive 2005/36/EZ Europskog
parlamenta i Vijec¢a od 7. rujna 2005. o priznavanju stru¢nih
kvalifikacija u podruc¢ju stjecanja ovlastenja za zastupanje u
podruc¢ju prava industrijskog vlasnistva u postupcima pred
Zavodom.

Redovna suradnja Zavoda ostvarena je i s tijelima
nadleznima za provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva te s
organizacijama nositelja prava intelektualnog vlasnistva kao
korisnicima sustava zastite.

3.2. Cooperation and Projects
3.2.1. National Cooperation

During 2024, the Office cooperated with other state
administration offices, organisations and institutions aiming at
developing various aspects of national and European intellectual
property protection systems.

Particular highlight goes on cooperation with the Ministry of
Foreign and European Affairs and other responsible authorities
within negotiation committee and implementation of professional
preparations with the aim of accession of the Republic of Croatia
to the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD).

In the field of development of the protection system of copyright
and related rights, the Office cooperated with the Ministry of
Culture and Media at the national and international level, and
cooperation with the Ministry of Tourism and Sports was initiated in
order to enhance intellectual property management in the tourism
sector in the context of the strategy of developing sustainable
tourism focused on supplying high added value, strengthening
value chains in tourism and related activities as well as providing
for a balanced regional development and improvement of quality
of life to the local population.

By way of taking part in expert working parties and committees,
the Office continued its cooperation with the Ministry of Agriculture
regarding the procedures for the protection of geographical
indications and the development of national and international
system for the protection of geographical indications and
designations of origin for agricultural and food products (food).
Also, expert cooperation was established regarding the Proposal
for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
on plants obtained by certain new genomic technigues and on
food and animal feed produced from such plants, which amends
Regulation (EU) 2017/625, related to the issue of patentability of
products and of plants obtained by new genomic techniques.

The Office cooperated with the Ministry of Economy and
Sustainable Development on the implementation of the Directive
2005/36/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 7
September 2005 on the recognition of professional qualifications
in the field of obtaining authorisation for representation in the
field of industrial property rights in proceedings before the Office.

The Office cooperated regularly with the authorities responsible
for the enforcement of intellectual property rights and the
organisations of intellectual property right holders as users of
the protection system.
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3.2.2. Medunarodna suradnja
3.2.2.1. Bilateralna i regionalna suradnja

Od 10. do 14. lipnja 2024. Zavod je bio domacin studijskom
posjetu delegacije Instituta za intelektualno viasniStvo Bosne i
Hercegovine. Program studijskog posjeta bio je osobito usmjeren
na pravni okvir Republike Hrvatske u podrucju autorskog prava
i srodnih prava, novine koje je Zakon o patentu iz 2020. godine
donio u odnosu na raniji zakon iz 2003. godine, nacin i metode
rada Informacijskog centra za intelektualno vlasnistvo Zavoda
(INCENTIV) te aktivnosti suradnje s institucijama, posebno
znanstveno-tehnoloskim parkovima i sveucilistima, u podrucju
potpore inovacijskim i kreativnim djelatnostima. Prikazani su
i unutarnji ustroj Zavoda i nacin sistematizacije poslova, kao i
iskustva Zavoda s uvodenjem i razvojem sustava upravljanja
kvalitetom i informacijskom sigurnosti.

Zavod je nastavio suradnju sa zemljama srednje i istoCne
Europe, putem neformalne regionalne suradnje u podrucju
intelektualnog vlasniStva u okviru tzv. proSirene ViSegradske
skupine zemalja koju &ine Ceska, Madarska, Slovacka, Poljska
te Austrija, Slovenija, Hrvatska i Rumunjska. Tijekom 2024.
godine odrzana su dva redovna godiSnja sastanka prosirene
ViSegradske skupine na kojima je sudjelovala i delegacija
Zavoda - u travnju u Bratislavi uz domacinstvo Slovacke, te u
rujnu u Varsavi uz domacinstvo Poljske.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su i na radnom sastanku
u organizaciji Slovenskog ureda za intelektualno viasnistvo,
odrzanom u rujnu u Ljubljani, s predstavnicima drzavnih
institucija drugih drzava Clanica EU-a nadleznih za nadzor
djelatnosti kolektivnog ostvarivanja autorskih i srodnih prava.
Sastanak je iniciran radi razmjene stru¢nih iskustava u ovom
sve kompleksnijem podrucju, a prihvacena je inicijativa da se
uspostavi redovno (godisnje) odrzavanje ovakvih sastanaka.

3.2.2.2. Multilateralna i europska suradnja
Svjetska organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo (WIPO)

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su u delegaciji Republike
Hrvatske na 65. godiSnjem zasjedanju skupstina WIPO-a
odrzanom u Zenevi 9. — 17. srpnja 2024. Kao i prethodne dvije
godine zasjedanije je bilo obiliezeno izostankom konsenzusa
medu ¢lanicama o odluci o tehni¢koj pomodi i drugim oblicima

3.2.2. International Cooperation
3.2.2.1. Bilateral and Regional Cooperation

In the period from 10 to 14 June 2024, the Office hosted a
study visit paid by the delegation of the Institute for Intellectual
Property of Bosnia and Herzegovina. Programme of the study visit
was particularly focused on legal framework of the Republic of
Croatia in the field of copyright and related rights, novelties brought
by the Patents Act from 2020 in relation to the previous Act from
2003, the way and methods of work of the Information Centre
for Intellectual Property of the Office (INCENTIV) and activities of
cooperation with institutions, especially science and technology
parks and universities in the field of supporting innovative and
creative activities. Also, internal organisation of the Office and
the way of business systematisation were presented, as well
as the Office’s experience in introducing and developing quality
management and information security system.

The Office continued cooperating with middle and eastern
European countries, via informal regional cooperation in the field of
intellectual property within the so-called of the extended Visegrad
Group, consisting of the Czech Republic, Hungary, Slovakia,
Poland, and Austria, Slovenia, Croatia and Romania. During 2024,
two regular annual meetings of the extended Visegrad Group
were held, with participation of the Office’s delegation — in Aprl,
in Bratislava hosted by Slovakia, and in September, in Warsaw
hosted by Poland.

Representatives of the Office participated in a work meeting
organised by the Slovenian Office for Intellectual Property, held in
September in Ljubljana, with representatives of state institutions
of other EU Member States responsible for supervision of the
activities of collective management of copyright and related rights.
The meeting was initiated in order to exchange expert experiences
in this all the more complex field, and inftiative was accepted to
establish regular (annual) meetings of such kind.

3.2.2.2. Multilateral and European Cooperation

World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO)
Representatives of the Office participated in the delegation

of the Republic of Croatia at the 65" annual serial of the WIPO's

assemblies held in Geneva 9 — 17 July 2024. As in previous
two years, the session was marked by lack of member states’



potpore inovacijskim i kreativnim sektorima te drugim sektorima
Ukrajine pogodenima agresijom Ruske Federacije radi njihove
ponovne uspostave i oporavka, kao politickog pitanja koje
odrazava razlike u nacionalnim stajalistima prema navedenoj
agresiji.

U okviru WIPO-a odrZzane su i dvije diplomatske
konferencije na kojima su u delegaciji Republike Hrvatske
aktivno sudjelovali predstavnici Zavoda. Od 13. — 24. svibnja
2024. u Zenevi je odrzana diplomatska konferencija na kojoj je,
nakon vise od 25 godina rasprava i pregovora, konsenzusom
usvojen medunarodni ugovor koji se odnosi na intelektualno
vlasnistvo, genetske resurse i tradicionalno znanje povezano s
genetskim resursima. Ovaj ugovor komplementaran je drugim
medunarodnim ugovorima koji se bave genetskim resursima,
prvenstveno s Konvencijom o bioraznolikosti i Protokolom iz
Nagoye.

Druga diplomatska konferencija odrzana je 11. — 22.
studenog 2024. u Rijadu, gdje je, nakon 20 godina pregovora,
zaklju¢en Rijadski ugovor o pravu dizajna kao 28. medunarodni
ugovor skloplien pod okriliem WIPO-a. Ugovor ¢e omoguditi
medunarodno uskladen predvidljiviji, manje slozen i pristupacniji
postupak zastite dizajna te ¢e potaknuti medunarodnu suradnju
u podrucju dizajna. Delegacija Republike Hrvatske potpisala
je zavrsni akt obiju diplomatskih konferencija, a navedenim
¢e medunarodnim ugovorima pristupiti po rieSavanju pitanja
podijele nadleznosti izmedu drzava Clanica i Europske unije za
pitanja obuhvac¢ena ugovorima.

Predstavnici Zavoda u 2024. godini sudjelovali su na svim
sastancima strucnih tijela WIPO-a, pri ¢emu su na vecini
sastanaka sudjelovali virtualnim putem, uz sudjelovanje uzivo
na sastancima Meduvladinog odbora za intelektualno viasnistvo,
genetske resurse, tradicijska znanja i folklor (IGC), Stalnog
odbora za patente (SCP) te sastanku Radne grupe za razvoj
Madridskog sustava.

Nastavljena je i redovna stru¢no-tehnicka suradnja
s Akademijom WIPO-a u okviru odrzavanja Opceg tecaja
intelektualnog vlasnistva putem ucenja na daljinu na hrvatskom
jeziku u organizaciji Zavoda (DL 101 HR), kao nacionalne inacice
istoimenog globalnog tecaja na daljinu u organizaciji WIPO-a.
Redovna provedba ovog teCaja, zapoCeta 2014. godine, odvija
se dva puta godisnje te su u 2024. godini odrzani dvadeset i
prvii dvadeset i drugi ciklus ovog teCaja. Takoder, nastavljeno
je redovno sudjelovanje zaposlenika Zavoda u programima
stru¢nog usavrsavanja WIPO-a putem specijalisti¢kih teCajeva
na daljinu.

reaching a consensus on deciding about technical assistance
and other forms of providing support to innovation and creative
sectors and other sectors of Ukraine affected by the aggression
of the Russian Federation for their re-establishment and recovery,
as a political issue reflecting differences in national standpoints
towards this aggression.

There were also two diplomatic conferences held within
WIPO, with active participation of representatives of the Office in
delegation of the Republic of Croatia. A diplomatic conference was
held in Geneva from 13 to 24 May 2024, where an international
agreement was adopted by consensus, after more than 25
years of discussions and negotiations, concerning intellectual
property, genetic resources and traditional knowledge related
to genetic resources. This agreement is complementary to other
international agreements dealing with genetic resources, primarily
the Convention on Biological Diversity and the Nagoya Protocal.

The second diplomatic conference was held from 11 to
22 November 2024 in Riyadh, where the Riyadh Design Law
Treaty was adopted, after 20 years of negotiations, as 28"
international agreement under the auspices of WIPO. The Treaty
will enable an internationally harmonised, more predictable, less
complex and more accessible design protection procedure, and
it will encourage international cooperation in the field of design.
Delegation of the Republic of Croatia signed the final act of both
diplomatic conferences, and it will accede to these international
agreements upon solving the question of dividing responsibilities
between member states and the European Union for issues
covered by agreements.

In 2024, representatives of the Office participated in all
meetings of the WIPO’s expert bodies, in majority of them
virtually, with live participation in meetings of the Intergovernmental
Committee for Intellectual Property, Genetic Resources, Traditional
Knowledge and Folklore (IGC), of the Standing Committee for
Patents (SCP) and in a meeting of the Working Party for the
Development of the Madrid System.

Also, regular expert-technical cooperation with the WIPO
Academy was continued within the General Intellectual Property
Course by distance learning in Croatian, organised by the Office
(DL 101 HR), as a national version of a global distance learning
course of the same name, organised by the WIPO. This course
has been started in 2014 and it is held twice a year on a regular
pasis; in 2023, the nineteenth and the twentieth cycle of this
course were held. Also, the regular participation of the Office’s
employees in WIPO's professional development programmes via
distance learning specialist courses continued.

U 2024. godini Zavod je nastavio operativnu provedbu
Sporazuma o suradnji s EPO-om u podrudju pretrazivanja
stanja tehnike u nacionalnom postupku priznanja patenta,
koji omogucava da, na zahtjev zainteresiranog podnositelja
nacionalne prijave patenta ili na zahtjev Zavoda, u postupku
ispitivanja prijave EPO, umjesto Zavoda, provede pretrazivanje
stanja tehnike najblize izumu iz patentne prijave te izradi
pisano mislienje o zadovoljavanju uvjeta patentibilnosti za
predmetniizum. U 2024. godini Zavod je zaprimio devet zahtjeva
zainteresiranih podnositelja za pretrazivanjem sukladno ovom
Sporazumu, a EPO je isporucio osam izvjestaja o pretrazivanju
stanja tehnike i pisanih mislienja o patentibilnosti temeljem
takvih zahtjeva. S obzirom na financijske pogodnosti u slu¢aju
podnoSenja prijave za Europski patent za isti izum u propisanom
roku od 12 mjeseci, oCekuje se porast broja zahtjeva za ovom
uslugom s ocekivanim porastom patentne aktivnosti medu
domacim prijaviteljima.

Slijedom kasnjenja u donoSenju novog strateskog plana
EPQO-a (za razdoblje 2024 — 2028) te prate¢eg novog formalnog
okvira za bilateralnu suradnju EPO-a s drzavama ¢lanicama,
tijekom 2024. godine provodena je redovna stru¢na suradnja
Zavoda s EPO-om temeljem produzetka vazenja Bilateralnog
sporazuma o suradnji za razdoblje 2021 — 2023, uz istovremene
pripreme za sklapanje novog Bilateralnog sporazuma o suradnji
za razdoblje 2024 — 2028. Uz nastavak nekih od dosadasnjih
projekata suradnje, novi Bilateralni sporazum ukljucivat Ce i
neke znacajne nove projekte, kao $to su Platforma za analizu
tehnoloskih podataka (Technology Intelligence Platform), Deep
Tech Finder — besplatan, interaktivan i jednostavan alat koji
povezuje investitore, istrazivace, start-upove i sveucilista, kao i
razvoj modularnih digitalnih alata za pojedine zadatke u okviru
postupka priznanja patenta (Digital Toolkit).

U 2024. godini isti¢e se sudjelovanje u provedbi EPO-ovog
projekta suradnje u podrucju uskladivanja (konvergencije) praksi
u postupku priznanja patenta izmedu EPO-a i nacionalnih
ureda drzava Clanica EPO-a, u okviru koje su djelatnici Zavoda
sudjelovali kao ¢lanovi radnih skupina za (a) Primjedbe trece
strane (Observations by third parties) i (b) Praksu vezanu za
prijenos prava (Practices concerning assignment).

Tijekom 2024. pokrenut je i projekt zamjene koriStenja od
strane Zavoda postoje¢eg EPO-ovog alata za pretragu stanja
tehnike Epoquenet novim naprednijim alatom ANSERA - based

European Patent Organisation /
European Patent Office (EPO)

In 2024, the Office has continued with operational
implementation of the Agreement on Cooperation with the EPO
in the field of the state-of-the-art searches in the national patent
granting procedure; at the request of the interested applicant for
a national patent or at the request of the Office, in the process of
examination of the application, the Agreement enables that the
European Patent Office conducts a search of the state of the
art, instead of the Office, closest to the invention from the patent
application and prepares a written opinion on the fulfilment of the
patentability requirements for the invention in question. In 2024,
the Office received nine search requests by interested applicants
in accordance with this Agreement, and the EPO delivered eight
reports on the state-of-the-art searches and written opinions
on patentability based on these requests. Considering financial
benefits in case of applying for a European patent for the same
invention within 12 months as prescribed, the number of requests
for this service is expected to increase together with an expected
increase in patent activity among resident applicants.

Following a delay in adopting the new strategic plan of the
EPO (for the period 2024 — 2028) and the related new formal
framework for bilateral cooperation between the EPO and the
member states, regular expert cooperation between the Office
and the EPO has continued based on prolongation of the Bilateral
Agreement on Cooperation for the period 2021 — 2023, with
simultaneous preparations for conclusion of the new Bilateral
Agreement on Cooperation for the period 2024 — 2028. In
addition to continuing with certain cooperation projects so far,
the new Bilateral Agreement will include some significant new
projects, such as Technology Inteligence Platform, Deep Tech
Finder — a free, interactive and simple tool to connect investors,
researchers, start-ups and universities, as well as development
of modular digital tools for individual tasks within patent granting
procedures (Digital Toolkit).

In 2024, the highlight goes on participation in the
implementation of the EPO’s cooperation project in the field
of convergence of practices in patent granting procedures
between the EPO and national offices of the EPO member states,
within which the Office’s employees participated as members of
workgroups for (a) Observations by third parties and (b) Practices
concerning assignment.

During 2024, a project was initiated to substitute the
existing EPO’s state-of-the-art searching tool used by the Office,



SEARCH koji se temelji na umjetnoj inteligenciji. Do kraja godine
provedena je potrebna prilagodba postavki digitalnog sustava,
obuka patentnih ispitivaca te je pokrenut proces implementacije
u poslovne procese.

U okviru projekta suradnje s EPO-om u podrucju
unaprjedenja stru¢nosti u nacionalnim uredima i srodnim
institucijama, zaposlenici Zavoda sudjelovali su na 17 virtualnih
seminara i radionica iz programa stru¢nog usavrSavanja u
podrucju patenata organiziranih od strane EPO-a.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su tijekom godine na svim
odrzanim sastancima Upravnog vije¢a te drugih upravljackih i
stru¢nih tijela EPO-a, sudjelovanjem uzivo ili virtualnim putem.

Ured Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo (EUIPO)

U okviru redovnih programa i projekata stru¢ne suradnje
EUIPO-a s nacionalnim uredima zemalja ¢lanica Europske unije
odnosno Europske mreze za intelektualno viasnistvo (EUIPN),
Zavod je u 2024. godini provodio aktivnosti planirane godisnjim
sporazumom o suradnji izmedu Zavoda i EUIPO-a. Provedene
su aktivnosti u okviru viSe europskih projekata suradnje (ECP),
a 2024. godina je bila zavrSna godina u kojoj su provodeni
europski projekti suradnje iz ciklusa StrateSkog plana EUIPO-a
do 2025. godine, s obzirom na predstojeci poCetak provedbe
ciklusa projekata iz Strateskog plana do 2030. godine.

U okviru projekta ECP5 (Promotivne aktivnosti/Promotion
activities) provedene su tri promotivne aktivnosti: sudjelovanje
Zavoda na 22. medunarodnoj izlozZbi inovacija ARCA 2024,
odrzavanje i razvoj sadrzaja na drustvenim mrezama Nacionalne
koordinacije za provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva te
pracenje ucestalosti objava i medijske vidljivosti intelektualnog
vlasnistva u Hrvatskoj (press clipping). U okviru projekta ECP5
(Potpora razvoju upravljanja projektima i kvalitetom/Support on
Project and Quality Management Development) provedena je
temeljna izobrazba za dodatnih pet zaposlenika Zavoda za
upravljanje projektima putem metodologije PRINCE2.

Provedene su i stru¢ne aktivnosti u okviru projekata ECP2
(Unaprjedenje alata TMView i DesignView/Improvements
on TMview — DesignView i ECP8 (Odrzavanje zajednickih
praksi i alata/Maintenance of Common Practices and Tools.
Nastavljena je suradnja s EUIPO-om i drugim nacionalnim
uredima u okviru programa usuglasavanja kojim se revidiraju
i usuglaSavaju izrazi u zajedni¢kom informacijskom sustavu
TMClass namijenjenom pretrazivanju klasifikacije proizvoda i

Epoguenet, with the new more advanced tool, ANSERA- based
SEARCH, based on artificial inteligence. Until the end of the
year, digital system settings were adjusted as necessary, patent
examiners were trained and the process of its implementation
in business processes was activated.

Within cooperation project with the EPO in the field of improving
expertise in national offices and related institutions, employees
of the Office participated in 17 virtual seminars and workshops
within the professional development programme in the field of
patents organised by the EPO.

During the year, representatives of the Office participated live
or virtually in all meetings of the EPO’s Administrative Council, and
other administrative and expert bodies.

European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO)

Within regular programmes and projects of professional
cooperation between the EUIPO and national offices of the
European Union Member States or the European Union Intellectual
Property Network (EUIPN), the Office conducted activities in 2024
planned by the annual cooperation agreement between the Office
and the EUIPO. The activities were conducted within several
European cooperation projects (ECP), and the year of 2024 was
the final year of European cooperation projects conducted from
the round of the EUIPO’s Strategic Plan until 2025, considering
the forthcoming start of implementing the round of projects from
the Strategic Plan until 2030.

There were three promotion activities conducted within the
ECP5 project (Promotion activities): Participation of the Office
in the 22" International Innovations Exhibition — ARCA 2024,
Maintenance and development of social networks content of
the National Coordination for the Enforcement of Intellectual
Property, and Monitoring of announcements and media visibility
rate of intellectual property in Croatia (press clipping). Within the
ECP5 project (Support on Project and Quality Management
Development), another five employees of the Office received
pasic education for project management via PRINCEZ,

There were also professional activities conducted within
the following projects: ECP2 Improvements on TMview —
DesignView and ECP8 Maintenance of Common Practices and
Tools. Cooperation with the EUIPO and other national offices
also continued within the convergence programme intended
to revise and harmonise the terms used in the TMClass joint
information system, intended for searching the classification of
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usluga za potrebe registracije Zigova. Sli¢na suradnja nastavljena
je i u okviru zajedni¢kog informacijskog sustava DesignClass
koji je namijenjen pretrazivanju oznaka proizvoda za potrebe
registracije dizajna. U okviru programa ECP4 (Uskladivanja
prakse u postupcima/Convergence of Practice) Zavod je
sudjelovao u aktivnostima usvajanja novih zajednickih praksi u
pogledu prijava ziga podnesenih u zloj vjeri (CP13) kao i Zigova
protivnih javhom poretku i prihvacenim moralnim nacelima
(CP14), koje su usvojene i u primjeni od 22. ozujka 2024. godine
(CP13) odnosno od 19. travnja 2024. godine (CP14). Nadalje,
Zavod je sudjelovao i u reviziji prvog nacrta zajedniCke prakse
u pogledu usporedbe proizvoda i usluga (CP15).

U okviru projekta ECP6 (Potpora malim i srednjim
poduzecima (MSP)/Support to SMES) provedene su aktivnosti
na promociji i operativnoj provedbi pruzanja financijskih potpora
malim i srednjim poduzecima iz Hrvatske u svrhu zastite i
upravljanja intelektualnim vlasnistvom, financiranih putem
namjenskog fonda EUIPO-a uspostavljenog u tu svrhu (Fond
za MSP/SME Fund).

Delegacija Zavoda predstavljala je Republiku Hrvatsku
i sudjelovala na redovnim sastancima Upravnog odbora i
Odbora za proracun EUIPO-a. Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali
su tijekom godine i na redovnim stru¢nim koordinacijskim
sastancima (Liaison Meetings) izmedu EUIPO-a i nacionalnih
ureda zemalja ¢lanica EU-a, sastancima u okviru programa
suradnje, te u programima stru¢nog usavrSavanja u podrucju
zigova i industrijskog dizajna koje je organizirala EUIPO-ova
Akademija.

Similar cooperation continued also within a joint information
system, DesignClass, intended for search through product
labels for the needs of design registration. As part of the ECP4
program (Convergence of Practice), the Office participated in the
adoption of new common practices regarding applications filed
in bad faith (CP13) as well as trademarks contrary to public order
and accepted moral principles (CP14), which were adopted and
applied as of 22 March 2024 (CP13) and 19 April 2024 respectively
(CP14). Furthermore, the Office participated in revising the first
draft of common practice with regard to comparing goods and
services (CP15),

Within the ECP6 project (Support to SMES), activities were
carried out on the promotion and operational implementation
of the provision of financial support to small and medium-sized
enterprises from Croatia for the purpose of protecting and
managing intellectual property, financed through the EUIPO's
dedicated fund established for this purpose (SME Fund).

The Office delegation represented the Republic of Croatia and
participated in regular meetings of the EUIPO Administrative Board
and Budget Committee. During the year, the Office representatives
participated also in regular professional coordination meetings
(Liaison Meetings) between the EUIPO and national offices
of the EU Member States, meetings within the cooperation
programme and the programmes of expert specialisation in
the field of trademarks and industrial design organised by the
EUIPO Academy.

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4.1. Patenti i uporabni modeli
i svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti

lzume je u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce zastititi patentom
ili uporabnim modelom.

Zastitu izuma patentom u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce
je ostvariti nacionalnim ili regionalnim putem. Zastita izuma
nacionalnim putem moze se ostvariti na dva nac¢ina — izravnim
podnosenjem nacionalne prijave patenta Zavodu ili ulaskom
medunarodne prijave u nacionalnu fazu postupka putem
Ugovora o suradniji na podrucju patenata (PCT Ugovor), pri ¢emu
u oba sluc¢aja Zavod provodi postupak ispitivanja preduvjeta za
priznanje i donosi kona¢nu odluku o priznanju. Zastita izuma
regionalnim putem moze se ostvariti, u skladu s Europskom
patentnom konvencijom, u postupku priznanja patenta pred
Europskim patentnim uredom (EPQ), bilo izravnim podnoS$enjem
europske prijave patenta EPO-u, bilo prijavom putem Zavoda. U
oba slu¢aja odluku o priznanju europskog patenta donosi EPO,
dok Zavod na zahtjev provodi samo formalni postupak upisa
priznatog europskog patenta u registar patenata u vazenju na
teritoriju Republike Hrvatske, Cime se stjeCe patentna zastita
jednakopravna zastiti nacionalnim patentom.

Zastitu izuma moguce je ostvariti i uporabnim modelom
kao jednostavnijim oblikom zastite. Uporabni model moze
se odnose na postupke, izumi iz podrucja biotehnologije, izumi
kemijskih ili farmaceutskih tvari. U postupku ispitivanja zahtjeva
za zastitu uporabnog modela ne ispituju se novost, inventivna
razina i industrijska primjenjivost prijavlienog izuma, vec se isti
ispituju tek u slu¢aju pokretanja postupka zbog povrede prava
uporabnog modela.

4.1. Patents and Utility Models and
Supplementary Protection Certificates

Inventions in the Republic of Croatia can be protected by a
patent or a utility model.

Patent protection of an invention in the Republic of Croatia can
be achieved via national or regional grant procedure. Protection of
an invention via the national route can be achieved in two ways,
by directly filing a national patent application with the Office, or
by entering an international application into the national phase
on the basis of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT), where in
both cases the Office conducts the procedure of examining
prerequisites for the grant and makes the final decision on the
grant. Protection of an invention via the regional route can be
achieved, in accordance with the European Patent Convention,
in the patent grant procedure before the European Patent Office
(EPQO) either by directly filing a European patent application to the
EPQO, or by filing an application through the Office; in both cases,
the EPO makes the decision on the grant of a European patent,
whereas the Office conducts on request only formal procedure
of entering the granted European patent into the patent register
valid in the territory of the Republic of Croatia, which provides for
patent protection equal to the national patent protection.

Protection of an invention can also be achieved by a utility
model as a simple way of protection. A utility model can be valid for
amaximum of 10 years, and it cannot protect inventions referring
to procedures, inventions in the field of biotechnology, inventions
of chemical or pharmaceutical substance. In the procedure
of examining requests for protection of a utility model, it is not
novelty, inventive step and industrial applicability of the invention
applied for that is being examined, but this shall be examined
only in the case of initiating the procedure against infringement
of a utility model right.

Navedeni pad broja prijava za zastitu izuma patentom
domacih prijavitelja u nacionalnom postupku niZi je ¢ak od pada
izazvanog pandemijom COVID-19 i ne moze ga se povezati
s opcenito povoljnim gospodarskim kretanjima u Republici
Hrvatskoj u 2024. godini, mjerama Vlade Republike Hrvatske i
financijskim potporama iz programa Europske unije, prvenstveno
potporama namijenjenima malim i srednjim poduzetnicima, te
opcenito inovacijama i poduzetnistvu, kao ni s povecanjem
broja prijava domacih prijavitelja za zastitu Europskim patentom
umijesto nacionalnog s obzirom na takoder zabilijezen pad
(-21%) ni s promotivnim i edukacijskim aktivnostima Zavoda
na promociji patentne zastite.

Zavodu je u 2024. godini podneseno ukupno 68 patentnih
prijava (zahtjeva za zastitu izuma patentom) u nacionalnom
postupku, Sto predstavlja pad od 60% u odnosu na prethodnu
godinu. Od ukupnog broja patentnih prijava domaci podnositelji

podnijeli su 62 prijave (Cak 62% manje u odnosu na 2023.

godinu), dok su preostalih 6 prijava podnijeli strani podnositelji
(14% manije u odnosu na 2023. godinu).

Strani podnositelji za zastitu izuma patentom u Republici
Hrvatskoj umjesto nacionalnog postupka zastite prvenstveno
koriste regionalni patentni sustav zastite putem europskog
patenta koji se na zahtjev podnositelja upisuje u registar
patenata koji vodi Zavod i ima na teritoriju Republike Hrvatske
isti uinak kao patent priznat u nacionalnom postupku. Tijekom
2024. godine podneseno je 1728 zahtjeva za upis europskih
patenata u registar patenata Zavoda, Sto predstavlja porast od
9% u odnosu na prethodnu godinu i rezultat je prvenstveno
medugodisnjeg porasta ukupnog broja priznatin europskih
patenata u 2024. godini.

The mentioned decrease in the number of applications for
the protection of inventions by patent by resident applicants in
the national procedure is even lower than the decrease caused
by the COVID-19 pandemic and it cannot be linked to favourable
economic trends in general in the Republic of Croatia in 2024,
measures of the Government of the Republic of Croatia and
financial aids from the European Union programmes, primarily
supports intended for small and medium-sized enterprises as
well as innovations and entrepreneurship in general, or to the
increase in the number of applications by resident applicants for
protection by European instead of a national patent considering the
fall that was also recorded (-21%) or promotional and educational
activities of the Office intended for promotion of patent protection.

A total of 68 patent applications (requests for invention
protection by patent) via national route were filed with the Office
in 2024, which represents a decrease by 60% in relation to the
previous year. Out of the total number of patent applications,
resident applicants filed 62 applications (even by 62% less than
in relation to 2023), whereas the rest of 6 applications was filed
py non-resident applicants (14% less than in relation to 2023).

Instead of filing for protection via national route, non-resident
applicants for protection of an invention by patent in the Republic
of Croatia primarily use regional patent protection system via
European patent, which is on the applicant’s request entered in
the register of patents administered by the Office and having the
same effect in the territory of the Republic of Croatia as a patent
granted via national route. During 2024, 1728 requests were
filed for European patents to be entered in the patent register of
the Office, which represents an increase by 9% in relation to the
previous year and it is a result of a primarily interannual increase
in the total number of European patents granted in 2024.

U pogledu strukture podnositelja u nacionalnim postupcima
za zastitu izuma patentom, za razliku od prethodne dvije godine
kada se biliezio trend medugodisnjeg porasta udjela pravnih

osoba medu domadim podnositeljima patentnih prijava, u 2024.

godini doslo je do promjene tog trenda, i samo 27% domacih
podnositelja patentnih prijava bile su pravne osobe. To je rezultat
pada broja patentnih prijava domacih pravnih osoba sa 115 u
2023. godini na 17 patentnih prijava u 2024. godini, uz priblizno
jednak broj prijava domacih fizickih osoba.

Zavodu je u 2024. godini kao prijamnom uredu za
podnosenje medunarodnih prijava patenata domacih prijavitelja
temeljem PCT Ugovora podneseno 10 prijava, 47% manje u
odnosu na prethodnu godinu.

With regard to the structure of applicants via national route for
the protection of an invention by patent, unlike previous two years
when there was an interannual increasing trend in the number
of resident legal persons who filed patent applications recorded,
this trend changed in 2024, and there were only 27% of resident
patent applicants who were legal persons. This is a result of a
decrease in patent applications by resident legal persons from
115 in 2023 to 17 in 2024, with an approximately equal number
of applications by resident natural persons.

In 2024, 10 applications were filed by resident applicants
with the Office as the receliving office for filing of international
applications on the basis of PCT Agreement, 47% less than in
relation to the previous vear.

As to the representation of technical field, the highest number
of patent grant applications by resident applicants in national
procedure in 2024 was filed in the following technical fields
according to the classes of the International Patent Classification
(IPC). EO1-EO6 (fixed constructions) 14.5%; B60-B68 (transport)
11.3%; AB1 (preparations for medical or dental purposes), GO1-
G12 (measuring) and FO1-FO4 (machines and engines) with 9.7%
each; A41-A47 (personal or domestic articles) 8.1%; HO1-HO2
(electricity) 6.5%; whereas 30.6% of applications were filed in
other less represented fields of technics.

During 2024, 1916 patents in total were entered in the patent
register valid in the Republic of Croatia administered by the Office,
55% more than in the previous year. Out of the mentioned total
number of entered patents, 99.8% of them were granted in the
regional procedure of granting European patents effective in the
Republic of Croatia, whereas the share of patents granted in the
national procedure was insignificant. A significant decrease in the
number of patents granted in the national procedure is a result of
alesser number of patent applications filed in the previous period
(considering the time needed for a patent granting procedure)
and of eliminating consensual patents by the 2020 Patent Act,
whereas a significant increase in the number of European patents
entered in the national patent register in 2024 is primarily a result
of more European patents granted in relation to previous periods.

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41.3. Svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti (SPC)

Svjedodzba o dodatnoj zastiti (Supplementary Protection
Certificate — SPC) u trajanju od najviSe 5 godina izdaje se za onaj
dio izuma zasti¢enog patentom koji se odnosi na proizvod koji
je sastavni dio bilo lijeka namijenjenoga ljudima ili zivotinjama,
ili dio sredstva za zastitu bilja, a za Cije stavljanje u promet je
potrebno prethodno odobrenje nadleznoga drzavnog tijela.
Trajanje svjedodzbe moze se produljiti za dodatnih 6 mjeseci
u slucaju da se zastita odnosi na lijek za pedijatrijsku upotrebu.

U 2024. godini zaprimljeno je ukupno 45 zahtjeva za
izdavanje SPC-a, sto predstavlja povecanje od 50% u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu, pri ¢emu se samo jedan zahtjev odnosi
na sredstva za zastitu bilja. Zahtjeva za produljenje trajanja
SPC-a zaprimlieno je 12.

U odnosu na drzavu porijekla najvise su zahtjeva podnijeli
podnositelji iz SAD-a (51,1%), Svicarske (15,6%), Japana
(8,9%), Danske (6,7%), te Belgije i Irske (svaki po 4,4%), dok
su podnositelji iz ostalih zastupljenih zemalja podnijeli mali
broj prijava.

Tijekom 2024. godine ukupno su temelijem provedenog
postupka izdana 27 SPC-a (od ¢ega 2 za sredstva za zastitu
bilja), a odobreno je i 12 produlienja SPC-a. Najveci broj
odobrenih SPC-ova odnosi se na podnositelje iz SAD-a (59,3%),
podnositelje iz Svicarske i Japana (svaki po 14,8%), te Njemadke,
Irske i Velike Britanije (svaki po 3,7%).

U 2024. godini nije podnesen nijedan zahtjev za proglasenje
SPC-a niStavim niti je pokrenut postupak za proglasenje SPC-a
nistavim po sluzbenoj duznosti. U postupku rieSavanja jedan
je zahtjev za proglasenje SPC-a niStavim koji je podnesen
koncem 2022. godine.

4.1.3. Supplementary Protection Certificates (SPC)

The Supplementary Protection Certificate (SPC) for a maximum
period of 5 years is issued for the part of the patented invention
relating to the product which is a constituent part of any medicinal
product intended for humans or animals or a part of a plant
protection product, and the marketing of which requires prior
authorisation of the competent state authority. The duration of
the certificate can be prolonged by additional 6 months if the
protection relates to a medicinal product for paediatric use.

Atotal of 45 applications for issuing SPCs were filed in 2024,
which represents an increase of 50% in relation to the previous
year, whereas only one application relates to plant protection
products. There were 12 requests received for prolongation of
the SPC duration.

In relation to the state of origin, the majority of requests was
filed by applicants from the USA (51.1%), Switzerland (15.6%),
Japan (8.9%), Denmark (6.7), and Belgium and Ireland (4.4%
each), whereas applicants from other represented countries filed
a small number of applications.

During 2024, a total of 27 SPCs were issued on the basis of
the procedure conducted (2 of which were for plant protection
products), and there were also 12 renewals granted for SPCs.
The majority of SPCs granted refers to applicants from the USA
(59.3%), and applicants from Switzerland and Japan (14.8%
each), and from Germany, Ireland and Great Britain (3.7% each).

In 2024, there were no requests filed to declare an SPC
invalid, or any procedure initiated to declare an SPC invalid ex
officio. There is one pending procedure for a request to declare
an SPC invalid filed by the end of 2022,

4.2, Zigovi

Zastitu ziga u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce je ostvariti u
nacionalnom postupku koji u potpunosti provodi Zavod, u
medunarodnom postupku koji se provodi putem tzv. Madridskog
sustava medunarodne registracije Zigova u kojem Zavod provodi
dio postupka, te zastitom ziga Europske unije koji vrijedi na
ukupnom teritoriju Europske unije, putem postupka koji u
cijelosti provodi Ured Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo.

U 2024. godini Zavodu je u nacionalnom postupku
podneseno 1397 prijava za registraciju zigova, 8% viSe nego
u prethodnoj godini. Od toga 88% Ccine prijave domacih, a
12% prijave stranih prijavitelja. Medugodisniji rast ukupnog
godisnjeg broja prijava u nacionalnom postupku u 2024. godini
posliedica je rasta broja prijava domacih podnositelja (11%), dok
je u odnosu na strane podnositelje zabilijezen pad u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu (-10%).

Dok rast broj prijava za registraciju zigova u nacionalnom
postupku u 2024.godini, nakon pada u 2023. godini, predstavija
povratak na prethodni trend rasta u periodu od 2020. do 2022.
godinu, broj zahtjeva za proSirenje medunarodne registracije
ziga na Republiku Hrvatsku putem Madridskog sustava
medunarodne registracije zigova nastavlja visegodisnji trend
pada. Tijekom 2024. godine podneseno je 869 takvih zahtjeva,
12% manje u odnosu na prethodnu godinu.

4.2. Trademarks

In the Republic of Croatia, trademark protection can be
achieved in national procedure entirely carried out by the Office,
in international procedure via the so-called Madrid System for the
International Registration of Marks, in which the Office conducts
only a part of the registration process, and through the protection
of the European Union trademark which is valid in the entire
territory of the European Union, via proceedings entirely carried
out by the European Union Intellectual Property Office.

In 2024, 1397 trademark applications were filed with the Office
via the national route, 8% more than in the previous year. 88%
thereof make applications by resident and 12% by non-resident
applicants. An interannual increase in the total annual number
of applications via the national route in 2024 is a consequence
of an increase in the number of applications filed by residents
(11%), whereas there is a decrease recorded with non-resident
applicants (-10%) in relation to the previous year.

While an increase in the number of applications for trademark
registration via national route in 2024 represents a return to the
previous growth trend in the period from 2020 to 2022, the
number of requests filed for the extension of the protection of
international trademark registration to the Republic of Croatia
via the Madrid System for the International Registration of Marks
keeps its multiannual falling trend. During 2024, there were 869
such requests filed, 12% less in relation to the previous year.

The total number of applications filed with the Office in 2024,
taking into account the trademark applications filed via the national
route and the requests for extension of protection filed through
the Madrid System for the International Registration of Marks,
was 2266 (-1% in relation to the previous year).

180,447 applications for the protection of the European Union
trademark (an increase by 3% in relation to the previous year)
were filed in 2024 with the European Union Intellectual Property
Office (EUIPO), and these relate to the territory of the Republic of
Croatia, as well. It results from it that, in 2024, a total of 182,713
trademark applications or requests for protection was filed in the
territory of the Republic of Croatia, with the official records on the
European Union trademarks being entirely kept by the EUIPO.

During 2024, considering the total number of trademark
applications filed via the national route and requests for extension
of protection via the international route, as in the previous vear,
trademark applications were most frequently filed in class 35 of the
Nice Classification, which includes, among others, administration
of a commercial enterprise and advertising and marketing, followed
by trademark applications in class 9, which includes, among
other products, scientific, navigation, surveying, photographic,
cinematographic and optical apparatus and instruments; data
processing equipment and computers and computer programs,
and in class 5, which includes pharmaceuticals and medical
preparations. Considering only requests for extension of protection
via the international route, trademarks in classes 9 and 5 were
most frequently applied for. Trademark applications filed by non-
residents via the national route refer most frequently to goods in
class 5, and resident applicants mostly applied for trademarks
for services in class 35 of the Nice Classification, as in the
previous year.

The total number of trademarks in value at the end of 2024 only
in the Republic of Croatia', based on registration via the national
route and international trademark registrations via the Madrid
System, was 89,214 or 3% less than in relation to the previous
year. This continues a multiannual decreasing trend of the total
number of trademarks in value only in the Republic of Croatia,
which has started as early as in 2014 as a consequence of the
Republic of Croatia accessing membership and the European
Union single trademark system. A decrease in the total number of
trademarks in value in 2024 as mentioned is a result primarily of
an interannual decrease (-4%) in the number of valid trademarks
registered via the Madrid System, which make 71% of the total
number of trademarks, whereas the number of trademarks in
value registered via the national route equals the number from
the previous year.

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4.3. Industrijski dizajn

Zastitu industrijskog dizajna u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce
je ostvariti u nacionalnom postupku koji u potpunosti provodi
Zavod, u medunarodnom postupku koji se provodi putem tzv.
Haskog sustava medunarodne registracije industrijskog dizajna
u kojem Zavod provodi dio postupka, putem tzv. registriranog
dizajna Zajednice koji vrijedi na ukupnom teritoriju Europske
unije u postupku koji u cijelosti provodi Ured Europske unije
za intelektualno vlasnistvo, te putem neregistriranog dizajna
Zajednice koji ne podlijeze postupku registracije.

Tijekom 2024. godine u nacionalnom postupku za registraciju
industrijskoga dizajna pred Zavodom zaprimljena je ukupno
101 prijava industrijskoga dizajna, 20% manje u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu. Medutim, s obzirom na mogucénost
podnosenja zahtjeva za zastitu vise dizajna jednom prijavom
(tzv. viSestruka prijava), u podnesenim prijavama postavljena
su ukupno 163 zahtjeva za registraciju industrijskog dizajna,
30% manje u odnosu na prethodnu godinu. Medu prijavama
dizajna podnesenima u nacionalnom postupku iskljucivo su
prijave domacih podnositelja.

Prema podacima dostupnima na kraju 2024. godine'
u 2024. godini podnesena su i 22 zahtjeva za registraciju
industrijskog dizajna u Republici Hrvatskoj putem Haskog
sustava medunarodne registracije, $to je 15% manje u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu i ¢ime se nastavlja trend pada broja
ovih zahtjeva od 2021. godine.

4.3. Industrial Design

Industrial design can be protected in the Republic of Croatia in
national procedure entirely carried out by the Office, in international
procedure conducted through the so-called Hague System
for the International Registration of Industrial Designs, in which
the Office carried out a part of the registration process, via the
so-called registered Community design which is valid on the
entire territory of the European Union, through a process entirely
conducted by the European Union Intellectual Property Office,
and via the unregistered Community design, which is not subject
to the registration process.

During 2024, a total of 101 industrial design applications were
filed with the Office via the national route, 20% less than in relation
to the previous year. However, considering the possibility of filing
one application for registration of several designs (the so-called
multiple application), the number of applications filed comprised
atotal of 163 requests for industrial design registration, 30% less
than in relation to the previous year. The design applications filed
via the national route comprise exclusively applications filed by
residents.

In 2024, according to the data available at the end of 20247,
there were also 22 requests filed for industrial design registration in
the Republic of Croatia via the Hague System for the International
Registration of Industrial Design, which is 15% less compared
to the previous year, continuing the downward trend in the
number of these requests since 2021. Ever since the accession
of the Republic of Croatia to the European Union, less than 100
applications are being filed annually in this way. In relation to the
total number of industrial design applications filed before the Office
via the national route and requests for international registration
of industrial designs for the Republic of Croatia via the Hague
Agreement, 123 applications were filed, 20% less compared to
the previous year.

Na kraju 2024. godine u Republici Hrvatskoj je, prema
broju prijava, u vazeniju bilo ukupno 2738 prava industrijskog
dizajna registriranih u nacionalnom postupku te putem Haskog
sustava medunarodne registracije. Od toga je 1037 prava
industrijskog dizajna (38%) registrirano u nacionalnom postupku
pred Zavodom, a 1701 putem Haskog sustava medunarodne
registracije industrijskog dizajna (62%). Navedeni ukupni broj
prava u vazenju 5% je manji u odnosu na prethodnu godinu,
¢ime je nastavljen trend smanjivanja broja ovih prava kao
posliedica smanjivanja broja podnesenih prijava za registraciju
samo za Republiku Hrvatsku od ulaska u ¢lanstvo i zajednicki
sustav zastite dizajna Europske unije'.

Od ukupnog broja prava industrijskog dizajna u vazenju na
kraju 2024. godine registriranih u nacionalnom postupku pred
Zavodom, njih 900 odnosno 87% prava su domacih nositelja.
U broju prava industrijskog dizajna stranih nositelja registriranih
u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom znacajniji udio imaju
prava nositelja iz SAD-a i Japana (po 3%).

U 2024. godini nositelj najveceg broja prava industrijskog
dizajna u vazenju registriranih u nacionalnom postupku pred
Zavodom je domaca pravna osoba NET d.o.0.

By the end of 2024, there was a total of 2738 industrial design
rights in value in the Republic of Croatia, registered via the national
route and via the Hague System for international registration. Out
of that number, 1037 industrial design rights (38%) were registered
via the national route with the Office, while 17071 were registered
via the Hague System for the International Registration of Industrial
Designs (62%). The total number of rights in value as indicated
in relation to the previous year is by 5% lower, continuing a
decreasing trend of the number of these rights as a consequence
of a decreasing number of applications for registration filed only
for the Republic of Croatia since accessing membership and
common design protection system of the European UnionT.

Out of the total number of industrial design rights in value
registered before the Office via the national route by the end of
2024, 900 or 87% of them were the rights of resident holders. In
the number of industrial design rights registered before the Office
via the national route by non-resident holders, a significant share
is taken by right holders from the USA and Japan (3% each).

The holder of the largest number of industrial design rights
in value in 2024, registered before the Office via the national
route, is the resident legal person NET d.o.o. Among the top
five holders according to the number of industrial design rights
in value registered before the Office via the national route there
were 4 resident and 1 non-resident holders.

During 2024, there was one request filed to declare industrial
design rights invalid, and there were 13 decisions adopted to
declare invalidity based on requests submitted in previous periods.

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4.4. Oznake izvornosti

Tijekom 2024. godine podnesena su i usvojena Cetiri zahtjeva
za pravo koristenja registrirane oznake izvornosti te je registrirana
jedna oznaka zemljopisnog podrijetla. Na kraju godine ukupni
broj registracija odnosio se na tri oznake izvornosti - Paska
Cipka, Lepoglavska Cipka i Svetomarska Cipka, te jednu oznaku
zemljopisnog podrijetla — Primostenska Cipka.

4.5. Topografije poluvodic¢kih proizvoda

Topografije poluvodickih proizvoda u kontekstu zastite
intelektualnog vlasnistva trodimenzionalni su prikaz rasporeda
slojeva vodljivog, izolacijskog i poluvodi¢kog materijala u
poluvodi¢kim proizvodima namijenjenima izvodenju odredene
elektronicke funkcije. Za njihovu zastitu provodi se registracijski

postupak, a zastita na nacionalnoj razini u nadleznosti je Zavoda.

Tijekom 2024. godine u Zavodu nije zaprimliena nijedna
prijava za zastitu topografije poluvodickih proizvoda. U Republici
Hrvatskoj u 2024. godini nije bila u vazenju nijedna topografija
poluvodickih proizvoda, s obzirom na to da je zastita za ranije
registrirane topografije istekla.

4.4. Designations of Origin
and Geographical Indications

During 2024, there were four requests applied for and granted
for the right to use a registered designation of origin and one
geographical indication was registered. At the end of the vear,
the total number of registrations referred to three designations of
origin: the Lace of Pag, the Lace of Lepoglava and the Lace of
Svetomar, and one geographical indication — the Lace of Primosten.

4.5. Topographies of Semiconductor Products

Topographies of semiconductor products in the context
of intellectual property protection are a three-dimensional
representation of the pattern of layers of conducting, insulating
or semiconducting material in semiconductor products intended
to perform an electronic function. A registration procedure is
required to protect a topography as intellectual property, and
the protection on the national level lies within the competence
of the Office.

During 2024, no application for protection of topographies of
semiconductor products was filed with the Office. In 2024, there
were no topographies of semiconductor products valid in total
in the Republic of Croatia, since the protection for topographies
registered earlier ceased to be valid.



4.6. Drugostupanijski postupci
i upravni sporovi u podrucju
industrijskog vlasnistva

4.6.1. Zalbeni postupci

Zalbena vijeda u podrugju prava industrijskog viasnistva
(dalje: Zalbena vijeéa) osnovana su 2008. godine kao neovisno
drugostupanijsko tijelo za rieSavanje o zalbama protiv odluka
Zavoda donesenih u postupcima za priznanje odnosno
registraciju prava industrijskog vlasnistva, pri ¢emu je Zavod
osiguravao formalno-administrativne poslove tajnigtva Zalbenih
vijeca.

U svibnju 2018. donesene su izmjene zakona iz podrucja
industrijskog viasnistva kojima je, slijedom provedene reforme
upravnog sudovanja, ukinut institut zalbe na odluke Zavoda,
a umjesto zalbe propisano je pravo podnoSenja tuzbe protiv
odluka Zavoda Upravnom sudu u Zagrebu. Slijedom navedenog,
Zalbena vijeda u prijelaznom razdoblju nastavila su odlugivati
samo u preostalim, ranije zapocetim Zalbenim predmetima,
do njihova pravomocénog rieSavanja, nakon ¢ega se njihovo
djelovanje u potpunosti obustavlja.

U 2022. godini rijeSeni su svi predmeti na koje se sukladno
prijelaznim odredbama mogao primijeniti institut zalbe pred
Zalbenim vijedima, te je u 2024. godini pravomodno rijegen i
zadnji preostali upravni postupak u kojem je odluku donijelo
Zalbeno vijede postupajudi u predmetima zapodetima prije
ukidanja instituta zalbe, a protiv koje je nakon toga podnesena
tuzba Upravnom sudu.

Slijedom navedenog, Zalbena vijeéa u podrudju prava
industrijskog vlasnistva prestala su s radom po sili zakona s
danom 27. sije¢nja 2024. godine, sukladno odredbi ¢lanka 8.
stavka 2. Zakona o izmjenama Zakona o patentu (»Narodne
novine«, broj 46/18.), bududi da su s tim danom pravomoc¢no
okoncani svi upravni postupci zapoceti po odredbama Zakona
o patentu (»Narodne novinex, broj 173/03., 54/05., 87/05.,
76/07., 30/09., 128/10., 49/11. i 76/13.) i drugih propisa iz
podrucja industrijskog vlasnistva u kojima je Drzavni zavod za
intelektualno vlasnistvo kao tijelo prvog stupnja donio riesenje
do dana stupanja na snagu Zakona o izmjenama Zakona o
patentu (»Narodne novine«, broj 46/18.) i drugih propisa iz
podrudja industrijskog vlasniStva kojima je institut Zalbe ukinut
i zamijenjen institutom upravnog spora.

4.6. Second-Instance Procedures
and Administrative Disputes
in the Field of Industrial Property

4.6.1. Appeal Procedures

Boards of Appeal in the field of industrial property rights
(hereinafter. Boards of Appeal) as an independent second-
instance authority in charge of making decisions on appeals
against decisions of the Office made in procedures for the grant
or registration of industrial property rights were established in
2008, whereby the Office provided for formal-administrative tasks
of the secretariat of the Boards of Appeal.

In May 2018, amendments to the acts in the field of industrial
property were adopted; following the reform of administrative court
proceedings conducted, the institution of appeal to the Office’s
decisions was thus repealed. Instead of appealing, it is provided
for the right to bring actions to the Administrative Court in Zagreb
against decisions made by the Office. Consequently, the Boards
of Appeal kept making decisions in a transition period only in the
remaining appellate cases initiated earlier, until their final resolution,
after which their operation shall be completely suspended.

In 2022, all appeal cases were resolved to which, in
accordance with the transitional provisions, the institute of appeal
could have been applied before the Boards of Appeal, and the
final decision was made in relation to the last pending case left,
in which the Board of Appeal made a decision acting in cases
initiated before repealing the institute of appeal, and on which a
lawsuit was filed to the Administrative Court.

Consequently, Boards of Appeal in the field of industrial
property rights ceased to operate by force of law as of 27 January,
2024, in accordance with the provision as referred to in Article
8 paragraph 2 of the Act on Amendments to the Patents Act
(“Official Gazette” No. 46/18); namely, this was the date when
all administrative procedures were finalised, which were initiated
by provisions of the Patents Act (“Official Gazette” Nos. 173/03,
54/05, 87/05, 76/07, 30/09, 128/10, 49/11 and 76/13) and other
regulations in the field of industrial property, in which the State
Intellectual Property Office as the first-instance authority made a
decision until the effective date of the Act on Amendments to the
Patents Act (‘Official Gazette” No. 46/18) and other regulations
in the field of industrial property repealing the institute of appeal
and substituting it with the institute of an administrative dispute.
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4.6.2. Upravni sporovi

Sukladno prethodno navedenom, u 2024. godini nije bilo
pokrenutih upravnih sporova protiv odluka koje su donijela
Zalbena vijeda postupajuéi u predmetima zapodetima prije
ukidanja instituta zalbe te je s danom 27. sijeCnja 2024. godine
pravomocno okoncan jedini preostali upravni postupak u kojem
je odluku donijelo Zalbeno viieée postupajudi u predmetima
zapocCetima prije ukidanja instituta zalbe.

U 2024. godini pokrenuto je 34 upravnih sporova protiv
odluka Zavoda, a na pocetku godine iz ranijih godina bilo je

ostalo nerijeSeno 38 upravnih sporova protiv odluka Zavoda.

Tijekom 2024. godine donesene su odluke u 28 predmeta, od
kojih je u njih 78,6% potvrdena odluka Zavoda. Na kraju godine
ostalo je nerijeSeno 44 tuzbi.

Tijekom 2024. doneseno je i 13 odluka Visokog upravnog
suda u Zalbenim predmetima povodom odluka u upravnim
sporovima protiv odluka Zavoda, od kojih je u njih 12 potvrdena
odluka Zavoda.

4.6.2. Administrative Disputes

Consequently, in 2024, there were no administrative disputes
initiated against the decisions passed by the Boards of Appeal
acting in cases initiated before repealing the institute of appeal,
and the only one remaining administrative procedure was legally
terminated on 27 January, 2024, where the decision was made
by the Board of Appeal acting in cases initiated before repealing
the institute of appeal.

In 2024, 34 administrative disputes against the decisions
of the Office were initiated, and at the beginning of the year, 38
administrative disputes against the decisions of the Office from
earlier years remained unresolved. During 2024, decisions were
made in 28 cases, 78.6% of which was resolved in favour of the
Office. At the end of the year, 44 lawsuits remained unresolved.

During 2024, 13 decisions of the High Administrative
Court were also made in appeal cases regarding decisions in
administrative disputes against the decisions of the Office, 12 of
which were resolved in favour of the Office.

Tijekom 2024. godine Zavod je provodio brojne stru¢ne
i upravne aktivnosti usmjerene na ucinkovito djelovanje
sustava zastite autorskog i srodnih prava, kao i na informiranje
i obrazovanije javnosti i dionika o pojedinim aspektima sustava.

U okviru nadleznosti za inspekcijski nadzor nad radom
organizacija za kolektivno ostvarivanje autorskog i srodnih
prava inspektori Zavoda proveli su redoviti nadzor nad radom
Dru$tva hrvatskih filmskih redatelja (DHFR), Udruge za zastitu,
prikuplianje i raspodjelu naknada fonogramskih prava (ZAPRAF),
Hrvatskog drustva za zastitu audiovizualnih izvodackih prava
(AVIP), Udruge nakladnika informativnih publikacija (UNIP),
a pokrenut je i nadzor nad radom Udruge za zastitu prava
nakladnika (ZANA) koji ¢e biti dovrSen u 2025. godini. U vezi
uocenih nepravilnosti nalozeno je njihovo uklanjanje u zadanom
roku, a pored toga dane su i preporuke za unaprjedenje
pojedinih aspekata rada organizacija, kao i upute o periodickom
izvjestavanja inspektora Zavoda o poduzetim aktivnostima u vezi
danih preporuka. Sve navedene naloge i upute organizacije su
provele. Zaprimljena su i dva prigovora na rad organizacija za
kolektivno ostvarivanje prava u vezi kojih je Zavod postupao. U
okviru redovnog nadzora inspektori Zavoda sudjelovali su u 2024.
godini na ukupno Sest sjednica opcih skupstina organizacija
za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava.

U okviru nadleznosti Zavoda za obavljanje administrativnih,
tehnickih i stru¢nih poslova potpore radu Vijec¢a stru¢njaka za

During 2024, the Office was conducting many professional
and administrative activities focused on efficient operation of the
protection system of copyright and related rights, as well as on
informing and educating the public and stakeholders in individual
aspects of the system.

Within responsibility for inspection supervision of the work
of organisations for the collective management of copyright
and related rights, inspectors of the Office carried out regular
inspections over the organisations of the Croatian Film Directors’
Guild (DHFR), of the Association for Protection, Collection and
Distribution of Phonogram Producers’ Rights (ZAPRAF), of the
Croatian Audiovisual Performers’ Collecting Society (AVIP), of the
Association of Publishers of Informational Publications (UNIP);
and the supervision of the Association for the Protection of
Publishers’ Rights (ZANA) has been initiated, which will be
completed in 2025. Regarding the observed irregularities, they
were ordered to be removed within the given period, and in
addition, recommendations were given for the improvement of
certain aspects of the operation of the organisations, as well as
instructions on periodical reporting to the Office’s inspectors
on the activities undertaken regarding recommendations as
given. All the aforementioned orders and instructions were
implemented by the organisations. The Office also received two
objections to the work of collective management organisations,
in connection with which the Office acted. In 2024, within the
framework of regular inspection supervision, inspectors of the
Office participated in a total of six sessions of general assemblies
of collective management organisations. These activities within

Strucnjaci Zavoda proveli su i viSe aktivnosti u podrucju
informiranja i obrazovanja javnosti i dionika o zastiti autorskih
i srodnih prava.

S ciliem ucinkovitijeg suzbijanja neovlastenog koristenja
autorskih audiovizualnih djela i predmeta zastite srodnih prava
putem interneta, u listopadu je na inicijativu Zajednice kreativne
i kulturne industrije u Ministarstvu kulture i medija odrzan
sastanak na kojem su sudjelovali predstavnici drzavnih i javnih
tijela nadleznih za ovu vrstu povreda prava, ukljuujuci Zavod,
te predstavnici telekomunikacijskih operatora. Na sastanku su
dogovorene daljnje zajednicke aktivnosti koje ¢e se provesti s
ciliem smanjenja piratizacije audiovizualnih djela, a zna&ajniji
rezultati ove inicijative ocekuju se tijekom 2025. godine.

inspection responsibiliies have additionally improved efficiency
and transparency of work of collective management organisations.

Within responsibility of the Office to perform administrative,
technical and professional tasks — to provide support to the work
of the Council of Experts for Fees in the Field of Copyright and
Related Rights as an independent professional body — it is to
be emphasised that the Council prepared one expert opinion
in 2024 on the basis of the request submitted concerning the
Pricelist of Fees for Rebroadcasting and Transmission by Direct
Streaming of Audiovisual Fixed Performances.

In addition, during 2024, a large number of expert opinions
and declarations were prepared within the responsibilities of the
Office on the issues in the field of copyright and related rights
upon requests of state administration authorities, collective
management organisations and other users of the protection
system. Also, professional answers were prepared to several
analytical questionnaires regarding topics from this field initiated
by authorities and institutions of the European Union.

Experts of the Office carried out activities in the field of
informing and educating the public and stakeholders about the
protection of copyright and related rights.

In order to more effectively combat the unauthorised use of
copyrighted audiovisual works and related rights via the Internet,
a meeting was held in October at the initiative of the Creative
and Cultural Industries Association at the Ministry of Culture and
Media, attended by representatives of state and public bodies
responsible for this type of infringement of rights, including the
Office, and representatives of telecommunications operators.
The meeting agreed on further joint activities to be implemented
with the aim of reducing piracy of audiovisual works, and more
significant results of this initiative are expected during 2025.

6.1. Nacionalne aktivnosti
u okviru koordinacije za provedbu
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva

U Republici Hrvatskoj od 2010. godine djeluje nacionalni
mehanizam koordinacije poslova i aktivnosti provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva, u kojem Zavod ima koordinativhu
ulogu i obavlja poslove tajnistva. U 2024. godini nastavljeno je
pruzanje stru¢ne potpore meduresornoj koordinaciji, suradnja
s dionicima sustava te potpora daljnjem razvoju specijalisti¢kin
znanja iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva u pravosudnim
i upravnim tijelima. Odrzan je sastanak Koordinacijskog
povjerenstva za provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva (dalje:
KOPPPIV) i sastanak Skupine za suradnju s nositeljima prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva (dalje: SSNOPIV). Na oba sastanka
¢lanovi SSNOPIV-a i KOPPPIV-a razmijenili su obavijesti o svim
bitnim aktivnostima i inicijativama koje su provedene u proteklom
razdoblju. Posebno je razmotrena nova Preporuka 2024/915 o
mijerama za borbu protiv krivotvorenja i jacanje provedbe prava

intelektualnog vlasnistva koju je Europska komisija usvojila 19.

ozujka 2024. te novine vezane za Preporuku Europske komisije
0 suzbijanju internetskog piratstva sportskih i drugih dogadanja
uzivo iz 2023. godine.

O problemu internetskog piratstva u Hrvatskoj te o
implementaciji navedenih Preporuka Europske komisije
raspravljalo se na sastanku koji je organiziran u Ministarstvu
kulture i medija u listopadu 2024. godine, na kojem su
dogovorene daljnje aktivnosti koje ¢e se provesti u suradnji

6.1. National Activities within
Coordination for the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights

Since 2010, a national mechanism of coordination of affairs
and activities related to the enforcement of intellectual property
rights is applied in the Republic of Croatia, in which the Office
has the coordinator role and it performs secretarial tasks. In 2024,
professional support continued to be provided to interdepartmental
coordination, cooperation with stakeholders of the system and
support to further development of specialist knowledge in the field
of intellectual property at judicial and administrative authorities. A
meeting of the Coordination Committee for the Enforcement of
Intellectual Property Rights (hereinafter: KOPPPIV) and the meeting
of the Group for Cooperation with Holders of Intellectual Property
Rights (hereinafter: SSNOPIV) were held. At both meetings, the
members of SSNOPIV and KOPPPIV exchanged information about
allimportant activities and initiatives that have been implemented
in the past period. Particular considerations were given to the new
Recommendation 2024/915 on measures to combat counterfeiting
and enhance the enforcement of intellectual property rights
adopted by the European Commission on 19 March, 2024 and
to the novelties in connection with the Recommendation of the
European Commission on combating online piracy of sports and
other live events from 2023.

The issue of online piracy in Croatia and the implementation
of these Recommendations of the European Commission were
discussed at the meeting organised at the Ministry of Culture and

Nastavljen je razvoj sadrzaja zajednicke internetske stranice
koordinacijskih tijela www.stop-krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.hr
kao javnog edukativno-informativnog portala u ovom podrucju,
koji se s obzirom na globalni problem krivotvorenja i piratstva
odrzava i na engleskom jeziku.

Slijedom suradnje nadleznih tijela u okviru koordinacijskog
mehanizma objavljeno je i redovno godisnje statisticko izvieSce o
povredama prava intelektualnog viasnistva u Republici Hrvatskoj
za 2023. godinu, koje se redovito objavljuje od 2009. godine, s
ciliem prac¢enja djelovanja sustava provedbe prava. Temeliem
analize izvjeS¢a razmotrene su potrebne daljnje aktivnosti radi
jaCanja sustava provedbe prava.

Vezano uz struéno usavrSavanje sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika
u podrucju prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, nastavljena je
suradnja Zavoda s Pravosudnom akademijom te je u prosincu
2024. godine za suce i drzavne odvjetnike odrzan redovni
godidnji seminar o intelektualnom vlasnistvu (osnovni modul)
koji su odrzali predavadi iz Zavoda. Uz navedeno, tijekom 2024.
godine nastavljena je redovna potpora Zavoda u organizaciji
sudjelovanja sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika u programima
specijalistickog usavrSavanja Europske patentne akademije i
Akademije Ureda Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo te
u okviru foruma za suce Svjetske organizacije za intelektualno
vlasnistvo, namijenjenih predstavnicima pravosuda. Tijekom
2024. godine programe stru¢nog usavrSavanja iz podrucja
intelektualnog vlasnistva u organizaciji Zavoda ili uz koordinaciju
Zavoda pohadalo je ukupno 69 hrvatskih sudaca i drzavnih
odvjetnika. Navedene nacionalne i medunarodne aktivnosti
stru¢nog usavrSavanja doprinijet ¢e daljnjem povecanju
ucinkovitosti pravosuda kao i kvalitete sudske prakse iz podrucja
intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Uz navedeno, nastavljena je i suradnja s Drzavnom Skolom
za javnu upravu te su u listopadu 2024. godine stru¢njaci
Zavoda odrzali seminar o odabranim temama iz intelektualnog
vlasniStva za drzavne sluzbenike.

Media in October 2024, where further activities were agreed upon
to be implemented in cooperation with responsible state and public
authorities and interested stakeholders from the private sector.

The development of the contents of the joint website of the
coordination bodies, https://www.stop-krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.
hr/en/, as a public educational and informative portal in this
area, has been continued. Considering the global problem of
counterfeiting and piracy, the contents of the website are being
regularly maintained in English as well.

As a result of cooperation of the responsible authorities within
the coordination mechanism, a regular annual statistical report
on infringements in the Republic of Croatia for 2023 was also
published, which is being published regularly since 2009, with the
aim of monitoring the system operation of the enforcement of rights.
Based on the report analysis, further activities were considered
necessary to enhance the enforcement system of rights.

Related to specialisation education for judges and state
attorneys in the field of intellectual property rights, cooperation
between the Office and the Judicial Academy continued and a
regular annual seminar on intellectual property (basic module)
intended for judges and state attorneys was held in December
2024 by lecturers from the Office. In addition, during 2024,
the Office continued to regularly support the participation of
judges and state attorneys in specialisation programmes of the
European Patent Academy and the Academy of the European
Union Intellectual property Office and within a forum for judges
of the World Intellectual Property Organization, intended for
representatives of the judiciary. During 2024, a total of 69 Croatian
judges and state attorneys attended specialisation education
programmes in the field of intellectual property, organised or
coordinated by the Office. These national and international
activities of specialisation education will contribute to further
enhancement of judiciary efficiency and case-law quality in the
field of intellectual property.

Furthermore, cooperation with the State Public Administration
School has continued and experts of the Office held a seminar
in October 2024 on selected topics from intellectual property
for state officials.



6.2. Medunarodna suradnja
u podrucju provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva

Tijekom 2024. godine pracene su aktivnosti Europske
promatracnice za povrede prava intelektualnog viasnistva
(EU Promatracnice) te je Zavod sudjelovao u vise programa
suradnje u ovom podrudju.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su na tri redovna godisnja
sastanka EU Promatracnice kao i na dva stru¢na sastanka u
organizaciji Europske komisije i EU Promatracnice vezana uz
Preporuke Europske komisije o suzbijanju internetskog piratstva
sportskih i drugih dogadanja uzivo objavljene u svibnju 2023.
godine te planirane aktivnosti radi pracenja implementacije
cilieva Preporuka.

Zavod je prigodnim aktivnostima sudjelovao u provedbi
europske kampanje povodom Svjetskog dana borbe protiv
krivotvorenja 12. lipnja 2024. godine, koju je predvodila EU
Promatracnica.

Obavijesti o novim istraZivanjima, studijama i kampanjama
EUIPO-a te Europske komisije i drugih organizacija vezane uz
povrede ili provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva objavijivane
su na mreznim stranicama Zavoda te na zajednickoj internetskoj
stranici koordinacijskih tijela www.stop-krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.
hr, a o studijama su dodatno izravno informirani dionici sustava
zastite koji su potencijalno zainteresirani za pojedina podrucja
istrazivanja. Informacije od znacaja za potroSace u Republici
Hrvatskoj, a vezane uz problem krivotvorenja i piratstva,
dostavljane su i Ministarstvu gospodarstva radi objave na
srediSnjem portalu Sve za potro$ace te na portalu Europskog
potroSackog centra.

6.2. International Cooperation
in the Field of Intellectual Property
Rights Enforcement

During 2024, activities of the EU Observatory for Infringements
of Intellectual Property Rights (EU Observatory) were monitored
and the Office participated in several cooperation programmes
in this field.

Representatives of the Office participated in three meetings
of the EU Observatory, and in two expert meetings organised by
the European Commission and the EU Observatory, in connection
with the Recommendations of the European Commission on
combating online piracy of sports and other live events published
in May 2023, and activities planned to monitor the implementation
of the Recommendation's goals.

The Office participated by appropriate activities in the
implementation of the campaign on the occasion of the World Anti-
Counterfeiting Day on 12 June, 2024, led by the EU Observatory.

Information on new research work and studies and campaigns
of the EUIPO, the European Commission and other organisations
related to the infringements or enforcement of intellectual property
rights were being published on the website of the Office and on
the joint internet site of coordination bodies Stop counterfeiting
and piracy and also directly communicated to stakeholders of
the protection system potentially interested in individual fields of
research. Information of significance to consumers in the Republic
of Croatia, and related to the problem of counterfeiting and piracy,
were being delivered to the Ministry of Economy for publication
on the central portal All for Consumers, and on the portal of the
European Consumer Centre.,

7.1. Information Services

71.1. Intellectual Property Information Centre
(INCENTIV)

The Intellectual Property Information Centre (NCENTIV), as a
public information centre and a member of the European network
of PATLIB centres (centres for the provision of patent information),
provides specialised information services in the field of intellectual
property to the users of the intellectual property protection system
and to all the interested parties.

In addition to the information support for users, INCENTIV
provides expert services of search and analysis of information
related to registered industrial property, specialized library and
reading room services in the field of intellectual property and other
expert services developed by the Office within the scope of its
activity. Systematic education of the Office’s employees, including
training at European intellectual property offices, ensures high
quality of information and services provided to users by the Office.



71.2. Usluge potpore korisnicima (IP help-desk)

Usluge potpore korisnicima ukljuCuju pruzanje stru¢nih

Considering the fields of intellectual property, most information
was provided in the field of trademarks (55%), followed by general
queries on intellectual property (13%), patents (12%), industrial
design (9%), copyright and related rights (8%), and other queries
(3%).

In 2024, 62% of information was provided to legal persons,
36% to natural persons and 2% to public and national authorities.

7.1.3. Library

A specialised library with professional literature in the field
of intellectual property (books and journals) and a collection
of reference literature operate within INCENTIV. Books can be
lent to the employees of the Office, whereas external users can
use reading room services. The search of library holdings is
available online.

During 2024, the library holdings have been supplemented
with procuring 5 new professional editions in the field of interest
for the activities of the Office.

The library fund includes relevant domestic and foreign
professional literature in the field of intellectual property.

7.2. Information Contents
7.2 1. Official Gazette

It was also during 2024 that the Croatian Intellectual
Property Gazette, the Office’s official gazette publishing data
from procedures in the field of intellectual property prescribed
to be publicly published, was being published every two weeks
exclusively in electronic form; there were 26 editions in total
published on the Office’s website. The data as from 1994 are
available from the Gazette’s archives via the Office’s internet page,
and the Gazette, including the archive of previous editions, is
accessible to users in PDF format and its contents are searchable
by keywords. A project of digital transformation is being prepared
to publish the Gazette and enable a modern way of displaying the
data to be published, as well as greater frequency of publishing
the Gazette, which will enable the time of certain procedures
carried out by the Office to be shortened.



7.2.2. Sluzbena, informativna i promotivna izdanja

Svojom izdavackom djelatnoséu Zavod domacoj struc¢noj
i Siroj javnosti osigurava relevantna sluzbena, informativna i
promotivna izdanja iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva na
hrvatskom jeziku. Izdavacka aktivnost Zavoda usmijerena je i
ka $to boljoj informiranosti Sireg kruga korisnika o izmjenama
u zakonodavstvu iz podrugja intelektualnog vlasnistva,
promjenama u postupku priznanja prava u skladu s nacionalnim
legislativnim okvirom, kao i pruzanju opcih informacija o zastiti,
postivanju i upotrebi intelektualnog vlasnistva u poslovaniju,
sukladno globalnim trendovima.

Za potrebe poslovanja Zavoda te promotivnih i edukacijskih
aktivnosti u vanjskoj ili internoj izvedbi u 2024. godini proizvedeno
je 11.235 primjeraka publikacija, sluzbenih te informacijskih i
promotivnih izdanja.

Katalog publikacija Zavoda krajem 2024. godine sadrzavao
je ukupno 104 naslova izdanja, od ¢ega su 77 informativno-
promotivne publikacije, 14 je sluzbenih i 13 stru¢nih izdanja
Zavoda.

7.2.3. Internetske stranice

U okviru informacijskih i promotivnih aktivnosti Zavoda
te sukladno sudjelovanju u radu nacionalne koordinacije za
provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva Zavod redovito
sadrzajno i tehniCki odrzava dvije internetske stranice -
internetsku stranicu Zavoda (www.dziv.hr) te internetski portal
posvecen provedbi prava intelektualnog viasnistva i podizanju
javne svijesti o problemu rastuceg trenda povreda tih prava
(www.stop_krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr).

Tijekom 2024. godine nastavljene su aktivnosti na razvoju
sadrzaja na internetskoj stranici Zavoda. Ukupno je na hrvatskoj
i engleskoj inacici internetske stranice Zavoda objavljeno,
izmijenjeno il dopunjeno 779 sadrzaja, od ¢ega se 55 odnosilo
na obavijesti u rubrici Novosti dok su se preostale 724 objave
odnosile na izmjene i dopune postojecih sadrzaja te postavljanje
novih sadrzaja.

Na internetskoj stranici Zavoda u 2024. godini zabiliezeno
je 157.250 posjeta od strane 77.791 korisnika. Zbog promjene
metode prikupljianja i obrade podataka o posjetima stranici
to¢na usporedba s prethodnim razdobljima nije moguca, no
podaci ukazuju na nesto manju posjec¢enost nego u prethodnim
razdobljima.

7.2.2. Official, Informative
and Promotional Publications

Publishing activities of the Office provide the domestic
professional and general public with important official, informative
and promotional publications in the field of intellectual property
in Croatian. The publishing activity of the Office is intended to
better inform a wider range of users on the amendments to the
legislation in the field of intellectual property and the changes to
the procedures for granting the rights in accordance with national
legislative framework, as well as to provide general information
about the protection, respect and use of intellectual property in
pusiness transactions in compliance with global trends.

In 2024, for the needs of its operation and promotional and
educational activities, the Office printed publications, official and
informational and promotional brochures prepared externally or
internally in the edition of 11,235 issues.

By the end of 2024, the Office’s catalogue of publications
contained a total of 104 titles, among which 77 are informational
and promotional publications, 14 are official, and 13 are
professional editions of the Office.

7.2.3. Websites

Within informational and promotional activities of the Office
and in accordance with participation in the work of the national
coordination for the enforcement of intellectual property rights,
the Office maintains two websites on a regular basis as to the
contents and technically - the Office’s website (www.dziv.hr)
and the web portal dedicated to the enforcement of intellectual
property rights and raising public awareness of the problem
concerning a growing trend of infringing these rights (www.
stop_krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr).

During 2024, the activities on the development of contents
for the Office’s website were continued. 779 entries in total were
published, changed or amended on the website in Croatian
and in English: 55 of them referred to the contents in the News
section, whereas the rest of 724 posts referred to amendments
to the present contents and uploading of new posts.

The Office’s website registered 157,250 visits by 77,791 users.
Since the method of collecting and processing the data on visits
to the website has been changed, it is not possible to make a
precise comparison with the previous periods; however, the data
show a slight decrease in the number of visits in relation to the
previous periods.
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Internetski portal Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu (www.stop_
krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr) zajednicki je portal nacionalne
koordinacije za provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, a
Zavod kao sjediste tajniStva i ¢lan koordinacije obavlja stru¢ne
i organizacijske poslove administriranja sadrzaja i odrzavanja
ove stranice (portala). Zavod je u suradnji s ostalim tijelima i
organizacijama u 2024. godini na hrvatskoj i engleskoj inadici
redovito dopunjavao i azurirao sadrzaje portala. U cilju vece
vidljivosti i lakSeg pristupa statistikama i analizama vezanih uz
povrede prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, objavljeno je ukupno
7 publikacija, od kojih je 5 studija te dvije publikacije o skupu
mijera i preporuka za borbu protiv krivotvorenja. Studije su
provedene u okviru Europske promatracnice za provedbu
prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

7.2.4. Drustvene mreze

Aktivnost nacionalne koordinacije za provedbu prava na
drustvenim mrezama Facebook i X pokrenuta 2016. godine
nastavljena je i u 2024. godini. Tijekom godine na X i Facebook
racune #STOPkrivotvorinama #STOPiratstvu postavljena
su ukupno 153 nova interaktivna statusa koji su ukljucivali
tekstualne i vizualne sadrzaje te tzv. gifove, a provedeno je
i 12 kampanja za oglasavanje te 4 nagradna natjeCaja. Na
kraju 2024. godine na Facebooku ukupan doseg statusa
iznosio je 659.598, a ukupan broj fanova iznosio je 6.994.
Ukupno su ostvarene 324.548 interakcije na statuse. U istom
periodu na X racunu ostvaren je doseg od 408 pratitelja, a broj
impresija dosegao je 1.955. Na pad broja impresija u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu utjecalo je opcenito smanjenje interesa
za X u odnosu na novije drustvene mreze.

Na Linkedin profilu Zavoda bilo je 10 objava, a imao je 82
pratitelja. Objave su rezultirale sa 3401 impresijom i dosegom
1822, 118 interakcija, 416 klikova te 10 ponovljenih objava.

7.2.5. Audiovizualni sadrzaji
o intelektualnom viasnistvu

Zavodski kanal na platformi YouTube na kraju 2024. godine
sadrzavao je 50 video zapisa, a ostvarena su ukupno 31.743
pregleda, Sto Cini povecanje od 11% u odnosu na prethodnu
godinu.

The website Stop counterfeiting and piracy is a joint portal
of the national coordination for the enforcement of intellectual
property rights, whereas the Office as the seat of the Secretariat
and a member of the coordination performs professional and
organisational tasks of the administration of contents and
maintenance of this website (portal). In 2024, the Office, in
cooperation with other bodies and organisations, made regular
amendments to and updates of the portal contents in Croatian
and in English version. With the aim of greater visibility and easier
access to statistics and analyses related to infringements of
intellectual property rights, 7 publications in total were published,
5 of which were studies and 2 were publications on the set of
measures and recommendations to combat counterfeiting. The
studies were conducted within the framework of the European
Observatory for the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights.

7.2.4. Social Networks

The activity of the national coordination for the enforcement
of rights on social networks Facebook and X initiated in 2016
was continued in 2024 as well. During the year, 153 new
interactive statuses in total were set on X and Facebook accounts
#STOPkrivotvorinama #STOPiratstvu, which included textual and
visual contents and so-called gifs, and there were 12 advertising
campaigns and 4 prize contests conducted. The end of 2024
resulted in the highest status scope of 659,598 fans on Facebook
and the number of fans amounted to 6,994, 324,548 interactions
on statuses were achieved in total. In the same period, a scope
of 408 followers was achieved on X account and the number
of impressions reached 1,955, The decrease in the number of
impressions in relation to the previous year was a consequence
of a general decrease in the interest in X in relation to the more
recent social networks.

There were 10 posts on the Linkedin profile of the Office, an
it had 82 followers. The posts resulted in 3401 impressions and
scope of 1822, 118 interactions, 416 clicks and 10 repeated posts.

7.2.5. Audiovisual Contents
on Intellectual Property

At the end of 2024, the Office’s channel on YouTube platform
contained 50 video uploads and achieved 31,743 views in total,
which represents an increase of 11% in relation to the previous year.

U okviru informacijsko-promotivnih aktivnosti u svrhu
unaprjedenja poznavanja sustava zastite intelektualnog
vlasni$tva u javnosti i relevantnim sektorima, Zavod je u 2024.
godini na 9 javnih stru¢no-promotivnih dogadanja nastupio sa
stru¢nim izlaganjima o razli¢itim aspektima zastite, primjene i
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Tijekom godine Zavod je kontinuirano provodio aktivnosti
na promociji projekta Fonda za mala i srednja poduzeca (SME
Fund), koji je inicirala Europska komisija, a provodi ga Ured
Europske unije za intelektualno vilasnistvo (EUIPO) u suradnji s
nacionalnim uredima. Svrha projekta je osigurati bespovratne
financijske potpore malim i srednjim poduzecima za laksu
zastitu i upravljanje pravima intelektualnog viasnistva. Temeliem
navedenih aktivnosti u 2024. godini 68 malih i srednjih poduzec¢a
iz Hrvatske ostvarilo je financijsku potporu, sto je 20% manije
u odnosu na prethodnu godinu.

Zajedno sa Svjetskom organizacijom za intelektualno
vlasnistvo, Uredom Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo
i Europskom patentnom organizacijom, Zavod je uz ostale
nacionalne urede i organizacije podrzao zajedni¢ku poruku, u
kojoj je istaknuta vaznost osnazivanja zena u premoscivanju
brojnih izazova i prepreka u pristupu resursima $to rezultira
njihovom nedovoljnom zastuplieno$¢u u znanosti, inovacijama,
kreativnim industrijama kao i u podrucju tehnologije, inzenjerstva,
umjetnosti i matematike (tzv. STEAM). Prigodna vijest objavijena
je na internetskim stranicama i na drustvenim mrezama.

8.1. Promotional Activities

As part of the informational and promotional activities aimed at
upgrading the knowledge of the protection system of intellectual
property in the public and relevant sectors, in 2024, the Office
gave expert presentations on various aspects of protection,
implementation and enforcement of intellectual property rights
in 9 public professional and promotional events.

During the year, the Office continuously carried out activities
to promote the SME Fund project initiated by the European
Commission and implemented by the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO) in cooperation with national offices.
The purpose of the project is to provide small and medium-
sized enterprises with grant supports for easier protection and
management of intellectual property rights. On the basis of these
activities in 2024, 68 small and medium-sized enterprises from
Croatia were granted financial support, which is 20% less than
in relation to the previous year.

Together with the World Intellectual Property Organization, the
European Union Intellectual Property Office and the European
Patent Organization, the Office, along with other national offices
and organizations, supported a joint message, which highlighted
the importance of empowering women in overcoming numerous
challenges and barriers to access to resources, which result
in their underrepresentation in science, innovation, creative
industries, as well as in the fields of technology, engineering,
arts and mathematics (STEAM). The news was published on
the website and on social networks.

Kao predstavnik
predsjednika Vlade Republike Hrvatske prigodni uvodni govor
odrzao je drzavni tajnik u Ministarstvu gospodarstva i odrzivog
razvoja g. lvo Milati¢, kao i glavna ravnateljica Zavoda, a u
stru¢nom dijelu okruglog stola sudjelovali su dekan Fakulteta
elektrotehnike i raCunarstva SveuciliSta u Zagrebu, direktorica
nevladine Udruge ODRAZ-Odrzivi razvoj, predstavnica Katedre
za socijalnu politiku zajednice Pravnog fakulteta Sveucilista u
Zagrebu, te izumitelj i tehniCki direktor poduzeca Herbafarm
Magnolija. Sudionici okruglog stola predstavili su aktivnosti
svojih organizacija usmjerene na odrzivi razvoj, osobito vezano
uz inovacije, te su raspravili pitanja od zna¢aja za odrZivi razvoj
Republike Hrvatske, koja je prema mierilima organizacije
Ujedinjenih naroda (UN) u odnosu na postizanije cilieva odrzivog
razvoja visoko rangirana medu ¢lanicama UN-a. Zavod je na
okruglom stolu predstavio i svoje aktivnosti koje doprinose
odrzivom razvoju. Povodom obiljeZzavanja Svjetskog dana
intelektualnog vlasniStva organizirana su i dva nagradna
natje€aja Zavoda putem drustvenih mreza Facebook i X, a
na internetskoj stranici Zavoda objavljen je prigodni tekst s
osvrtom na cilieve odrzivog razvoja koji su usmijereni na poticanje
inovacija i kvalitetno obrazovanje (Cilj 9. i 4.). Predstavnici Zavoda
sudjelovali su ovom prigodom i u medijskim nastupima putem
intervjua i gostovanja u programu medijskih kuca.

Povodom Svjetskog dana borbe protiv krivotvorenja, koji
je u 2024. godini obiliezen 12. lipnja, Zavod se ukljuCio u
paneuropsku medijsku kampanju koju je pokrenuo Ured
Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo (EUIPO). Aktivnosti
su bile usmjerene na sport i negativne ucinke krivotvorenja i
piratstva na odrzivost sporta i sportskog sektora uo¢i odrzavanja
Europskog nogometnog prvenstva u Njemackoj i Olimpijskih
igara u Parizu. Na internetskim stranicama Zavoda i portalu
Stop krivotvorenju i piratstvu objavljen je prigodni sadrzaj s
podacima iz studija u vezi pristupa nezakonitim prijenosima
sportskih dogadanja i kupnji krivotvorene sportske opreme,
te pokazateljima u vezi nezakonitih prihoda od povrede prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva. Na Facebooku je objavljen nagradni
natjecaj koji je imao doseg od 2719 fanova, 152 interakcije i
3823 impresije.

Zavod je tradicionalno sudjelovao kao pokrovitelj na 12.

The World Intellectual Property Day, April 26, was marked with
the global topic “Intellectual Property and Sustainable Development
Goals: Building Our Common Future with Innovation and Creativity”.
On this occasion, the Office organised a public roundtable titled

“Inventions, Innovations and Initiatives in the Field of Sustainable

Development in Croatia’. As a representative of the President
of the Government of the Republic of Croatia, an introductory
speech was given by State Secretary at the Ministry of Economy
and Sustainable Developmen, Mr. Ivo Milati¢, as well as Director
General of the Office; Dean of the Faculty of Electrical Engineering
and Computing of the University of Zagreb, Director of the non-
governmental Association ODRAZ-Odrzivi razvoj (Sustainable
Development), representative of the Department of Community
Social Policy at the Faculty of Law of the University of Zagreb,
and an innovator and Technical Director of Herbafarm Magnolija
participated in the professional part of the roundtable. Participants
of the roundtable presented activities of their organisations focused
on sustainable development, particularly in connection with
innovations, and they were addressing issues of significance for
sustainable development of the Republic of Croatia, that is highly
ranked among UN member states by standards of the United
Nations in relation to achieving sustainable development goals.
At the roundtable, the Office presented also its own activities
that contribute to sustainable development. There were two prize
contests organised by the Office on the occasion of the World
Intellectual Property Day via social networks Facebook and X,
and the text was published on the webpage of the Office with a
review of sustainable development goals focused on encouraging
innovations and high-quality education (Goal 9 and 4). On the
occasion of this event, representatives of the Office participated
also in interviews and guest appearances in the programs of
media houses.

On the occasion of the World Anti-Counterfeiting Day, marked
in 2024 on 12 June, the Office was involved in pan European media
campaign initiated by the European Union Intellectual Property
Office (EUIPQ). Activities were focused on sports and negative
effects of counterfeiting and piracy on sustainability of sports
and sports sector before the European Football Championship in
Germany and the Olympic Games in Paris. Appropriate contents
were published on the website of the Office and the portal Stop
Counterfeiting and Piracy containing data from the study regarding
access to lllegal broadcasting of sports events and purchase
of counterfeit sports equipment, and indicators related to illegal
income from infringements of intellectual property rights. The
prize contest published on Facebook had a scope of 2719 fans,

Zavod je podrzao projekt Zenske akademije za ruraini
razvoj — European Leadership Academy by Huawei, koji se
ove godine provodio u Hrvatskoj, te je predstavnica Zavoda
sudjelovala na panelu konferencije pod nazivom ,Globalna
suradnja u vrijeme poremecaja“ kratkim izlaganjem o znacaju
intelektualnog vlasniStva u poslovanju s naglaskom na
novoosnovana poduzeca.

Tijekom godine u razli¢itim sredstvima javnog informiranja,
Sto ukljuCuje internetske portale, tisak, radijski i televizijski
program, zabiljezena je 2231 objava o razli¢itim aspektima
intelektualnog vlasnitva, $to je za 8,6% manje u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu. Od ukupnog broja objava, 446 odnosilo se
na Zavod, a preostale na temu zastite intelektualnog viasnistva
i provedbu prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

The Office traditionally participates as a sponsor at the 12"
International Author's Creative Conference - MAKK 2024, held
on 28 and 29 November, in Zagreb.

In order to inform the public and raise general awareness
of the importance of intellectual property for the economy and
society as a whole, the Office participated in the 15" International
Fair of Innovations in Agriculture, Food Industry and Agricultural
Machinery Agro ARCA in October, in the 22" International
Exhibition of Innovations ARCA 2024, both held at the same time
in Zagreb, and in the 48" International Exhibition of Innovations
Be a Role Model — INOVA 2024, held also in October in Zagreb.

The Office supported the project of the Women's Academy for
Rural Development — European Leadership Academy by Huawel,
that was conducted in Croatia this year, and a representative of
the Office participated in the panel discussion of the conference
titled “Global Cooperation in Times of Disruption” by giving a brief
presentation on the importance of intellectual property in business
with an emphasis on newly established enterprises.

During the year, 2231 posts on different aspects of intellectual
property were published in various public media, which include
internet portals, print media, radio and television programme,
which is by 8.6% less than in relation to the previous year. 446
articles of the total number of posts referred to the Office and
the rest of articles to intellectual property protection and to the
enforcement of intellectual property rights.
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8.2. Edukacijske aktivnosti

U podruc¢ju obrazovanja i stru¢nog usavrSavanja o
intelektualnom vlasniStvu Zavod je tijekom 2024. godine
proveo ukupno 25 aktivnosti, od kojih je 13 proveo u suradnji
s partnerskim institucijama.

U suradnji s Pravosudnom akademijom, za suce i
pravosudne duznosnike stru¢njaci Zavoda odrzali su redovni
godisnji seminar ,Pravo intelektualnog vlasnistva“ (osnovni
modul). U organizaciji Drzavne Skole za javnu upravu odrzan
je seminar za drzavne i javne sluzbenike o odabranim temama
iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva. Za drzavne sluzbenike
Ministarstva gospodarstva odrzana je radionica s fokusom
na upravljanje intelektualnim viasniStvom prilikom suradnje
s vanjskim institucijama i u okviru programa potpora malih
vrijednosti namijenjenih poticanju inovativnosti novoosnovanih
malih i srednjih poduzeca. Za nastavnike visokos$kolskih
ustanova odrzano je predavanije u okviru projekta MoodleMoot
Hrvatska 2024, te za studente Sveucilista Algebra.

U suradnji s Hrvatskom udrugom inovatora tijekom
odrzavanja medunarodnog sajma inovacija ARCA 2024 i
AGRO ARCA 2024 odrzano je predavanje o zastiti intelektualnog
vlasnistva za studente Verna. U suradnji sa Savezom hrvatskih
inovatora odrzano je predavanje o intelektualnom vlasnistvu
i njegovoj primjeni u poslovanju tijekom sajma INOVA 2024.

U okviru zavodske Akademije za intelektualno vlasnistvo
odrzana su dva ciklusa s ukupno 8 specijaliziranih virtualnih
informacijsko-obrazovnih predavanja (modula) za srednja
i mala poduzeca o pojedinim vrstama i aspektima zastite
intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Od 2014. godine Zavod kontinuirano provodi javni program
ucenja na daljinu — Op¢i teCaj intelektualnog vlasnistva
(DL101HR) - hrvatsku verziju istoimenog programa Svjetske
organizacije intelektualnog vlasnistva u suradnji s kojom se
program i provodi. Tijekom 2024. provedena su dva redovita
godisnja ciklusa ovog tecaja na kojima je bio prijavljen ukupno
201 polaznik.

Od ukupnog broja prijavljenih polaznika na oba tecaja
vecinu su Cinili oni iz Zagreba i okolice (563%), zatim polaznici s
podrucja Rijeke, Istre te Primorsko-goranske zupanije (23%), s
podrucja Dalmacije (13%), iz sjeverne Hrvatske (5%), iz sredisnje
Hrvatske (2%), s podrucja Slavonije (3%) te iz inozemstva (1%).

Prema strukturi polaznika koji su poloZili ispit najzastupljeniji
su bili polaznici iz odvjetni¢kin drustava (49), polaznici iz
gospodarstva ukljucujuci malo i srednje poduzetnistvo (30),

8.2. Educational Activities

In the field of education and professional training on intellectual
property, the Office conducted 25 educational activities in total
during 2024, 13 of which were conducted in cooperation with
partner institutions.

In cooperation with the Judicial Academy, the Office’s
experts held a regular annual seminar "Intellectual property law —
(basic module)" for judges and judicial officials. The State Public
Administration School organised a seminar for state and public
officials on selected topics in the field of intellectual property. A
workshop was held for state officials at the Ministry of Economy
focusing on intellectual property management when cooperating
with external institutions and within the framework of small-value
aid programs intended to encourage innovativeness of newly
established small and medium-sized enterprises. A lecture was
delivered to high-school teachers within the project of MoodleMoot
Croatia 2024, and for students at the Algebra University.

In cooperation with the Croatian Union of Innovators, a lecture
on intellectual property protection was held during the international
fair of ARCA 2024 and AGRO ARCA 2024 for Vern students. In
cooperation with the Croatian Union of Innovators, a lecture on
intellectual property and its implementation in business was held
during the fair of INOVA 2024,

Within the Office’'s Academy for Intellectual Property, a total of
8 specialised virtual information-educational lectures (modules)
in two cycles were held for medium-sized and small enterprises
on individual types and aspects of intellectual property protection.

Since 2014, the Office has been conducting public distance
learning programme — General Intellectual Property Course
(DL10THR) — a Croatian version of the programme of the World
Intellectual Property Organization under the same name, in
cooperation with which the programme is carried out. Two regular
annual cycles of this programme were completed during 2024,
taken by 201 attendees registered in total.

The majority of attendees came from Zagreb and the
surrounding area (53%), then attendees from the region of Rijeka,
Istria and Primorje-Gorski Kotar Counties (23%), from the region
of Dalmatia (13%), from the northern part of Croatia (5%) and from
the central part of Croatia (2%), from the region of Slavonia (3%)
and from abroad (1%).

As to the structure of attendees who passed the exam,
attendees from law firms were represented the most (49),
attendees from economy including small and medium-sized
entrepreneurship (30), then candidates from state and local

U okviru ovih sporazuma odrzana su predavanja za nastavnike
osnovnih Skola u sklopu stru¢nog skupa ,,Prepoznatljivost Skola
kroz izvannastavne aktivnosti”, na kojem je sudjelovalo 66
nastavnika. Za nastavnike srednjih strukovnih skola odrzano
je predavanje u sklopu jednodnevnog stru¢nog skupa za
odgojno-obrazovne djelatnike u okviru ESF+ projekta ,Daljnja
provedba kurikularne reforme strukovnog obrazovanja” na
kojem je sudjelovalo 356 nastavnika i savjetnika Agencije za
strukovno obrazovanje i obrazovanje odraslih.

institutions (12), and scientific institutions (18) and individuals
(29). In 2024, the course was successfully completed by 138
participants. Office’s experts participated in conducting the
course as mentors to attendees. In the last eleven years, ever
since the DL-101HR course is being held, 22 course cycles were
conducted with a total of 1726 attendees.

In January, 2024, agreements on cooperation were signed
with the Education and Training Agency and with the Agency
for Vocational Education and Adult Education, which makes
it a formal cooperation in specialisation education of teachers,
lecturers and adult education workers in the field of intellectual
property protection and implementation. Lectures were delivered
within these agreements to primary school teachers within the
professional meeting “Recognisability of Schools in Extracurricular
Activities”, attended by 66 teachers. A lecture was delivered to
secondary vocational school teachers within one-day professional
meeting for training and education workers within the ESF+
project “Further Implementation of Curricular Reform of Vocational
Education’, attended by 356 teachers and advisors of the Agency
for Vocational Education and Adult Education.

Zavod je i u 2024. godini provodio razliCite aktivnosti
Zavoda na provedbi digitalne transformacije poslovnih procesa
i poslovanja u cjelini.

Znacajan iskorak u primjeni novih tehnologija Zavod je
postigao u okviru projekta Ureda Europske unije za intelektualno
vlasnistvo (EUIPQO), koji ima za cilj osigurati povecanje sigurnosti,
transparentnosti i ucCinkovitosti u upravljanju podacima
o zigovima i industrijskom dizajnu koriStenjem tehnologije
ulan¢anih blokova (engl. blockchain). Projekt se temelji na
decentraliziranoj blockchain infrastrukturi koja omogucuje
interoperabilnost izmedu nacionalnih ureda za intelektualno
vlasnistvo i EUIPO-a. Zavod je tijekom 2024. uspostavio novi
sustav povezivanja podataka o Zigovima i industrijskom dizajnu
iz nacionalnih registara u zajedni¢ku blockchain mrezu, ¢ime je
omogucena brza i pouzdanija dostupnost tih podataka putem
korisnickih alata kao $to su TMView i DesignView. Time je
korisnicima omoguceno jednostavnije pretrazivanje i provjera
statusa prava intelektualnog vlasnistva u realnom vremenu.

Iskoraci u 2024. postignuti su i u pogledu unaprjedenja
i azuriranja internih poslovnih aplikacija koje se koriste u
provodenju upravnih postupaka. Obavljene su nadogradnje
i poboljsanja 15 aplikacija, ¢ime je postignuto potrebno
uskladenje sa zakonskom regulativom, promjenama
uvjetovanima medunarodnom razmjenom podataka te u cilju
dodatne automatizacije procesiranja podataka.

Tijekom godine Zavod je provodio projekt za daljnju znacajnu
nadgradnju korisniCke elektronic¢ke usluge Registracija zZiga i
industrijskog dizajna u pogledu unaprijedenih funkcionalnosti za

It was in 2024 as well that the Office conducted various
activities of implementing digital transformation of business
processes and operation as a whole.

The Office made a significant step forward in implementing
new technologies within the project of the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) with an aim to increase
security, transparency and efficiency in managing the data on
trademarks and industrial design by using blockchain technology.
The project is based on decentralised blockchain infrastructure
that enables interoperability between national offices for intellectual
property and EUIPO. During 2024, the Office established a new
system of linking the data on trademarks and industrial design
from national registers into a common blockchain network, which
enables faster and more reliable accessibility of these data via
user tools such as TMView and DesignView. This enables users
to search and check the status of intellectual property rights in
real time more easily.

Significant steps forward were made in 2024 with regard
to improving and updating internal business applications used
in conducting administrative procedures. 15 applications were
upgraded and enhanced, which helped achieve necessary
harmonisation with legal regulations, changes conditioned by
international exchange of data, and additional automation of
data processing.

During the year, the Office has been conducting a project for
further significant upgrade of user electronic service Trademark and
Industrial Design Registration in terms of improved functionalities
for users (User Area), to be completed in the upcoming period,

U 2024. godini Zavodu su putem navedenih korisnickih
elektronic¢kih usluga podnesene ukupno 2433 prijave za
zastitu industrijskog vlasnistva, odnosno 72% od njihovog
ukupnog broja (3372). Elektroni¢kim putem podneseno je
96% od ukupnog broja prijava patenata ukljucujuci zahtjeve
za potvrdivanje europskih patenata (1796), 45% od ukupnog
broja prijava za registraciju zigova (1397), 24% od ukupnog
broja prijava za registraciju industrijskog dizajna (101), 93%
zahtjeva za izdavanje svjedodZbe o dodatnoj zastiti (45) te
33% prijava za registraciju uporabnog modela od ukupnog
broja (33). Elektroni¢kim putem podneseno je i 9819 drugih
zahtjeva i podnesaka u postupcima zastite i odrzavanja prava
industrijskog vlasnistva u vrijednosti, Sto iznosi 46% od njihovog
ukupnog broja.

Time je u odnosu na prethodnu godinu u 2024. godini udio
prijava podnesenih elektroni¢kim putem u odnosu na ukupni
broj podnesenih prijava povecan za 4 postotna boda (sa 68% na
72%), a udio elektroni¢kim putem podnesenih drugih zahtjeva
i podnesaka za 8 postotnih bodova (s 38% na 46%). Buduci
da su obje korisniCke usluge, Registracija Ziga i industrijskog
dizajna i Prijava patenta i uporabnog modela, nadogradivane u
svrhu boljeg korisni¢kog iskustva, u narednom periodu ocekuje
se daljnje povecanije koristenja elektronickih usluga Zavoda.

U 2024. godini provedena su daljnja unaprjedenja i
uskladivanje razli¢itih dijelova sustava digitalnog uredskog
poslovanja Zavoda. Kao nastavak prethodno uspostavljenog
potpuno digitaliziranog procesa uredskog poslovanja za
postupke priznanja industrijskog vlasnistva, unaprjedenje
je ostvareno u segmentima automatizacije izrade i otpreme
elektronicki potpisanih akata elektroni¢kim putem u korisnicke
pretince fizickih osoba. Za njegov puni u¢inak nedostaje cjelovito
rieSavanije svih pitanja dostave pismena strankama u digitalnom
obliku putem korisni¢kih pretinaca u okviru sustava e-Gradani,
prvenstveno pitanja provjere aktivnosti nad poslanom porukom
s pismenom (preuzimanje poruke i istek roka za preuzimanje).
Cim se razrije$e navedena otvorena pitanja i uspostave sve
potrebne funkcionalnosti korisni¢kog pretinca na razini sustava
e-Gradani, Zavod je spreman uspostaviti dostavu pismena
strankama digitalnim putem.

U 2024. godini provodene su planske aktivnosti na

with regular maintenance of this service, as well as complementary
user electronic service Patent and Utility Model Application, where
certain functionalities were improved based on users’ feedback.

In 2024, a total of 2433 applications were submitted with
the Office via this service, i.e., 72% of their total number (3372).
96% of the total number of patent applications were submitted
electronically, including the requests for the validation of European
patents (1796), 45% of the total number of applications for the
registration of trademarks (1397), 24% of the total number for the
registration of industrial design (101), 93% requests for issuing
SPCs out of the total number (45) and 33% applications for the
registration of a utility model out of the total number (33). There
were also 9819 other requests and submissions that were filed
electronically in procedures for the protection and maintenance
of industrial property rights in value, which makes 46% out of
their total number.

In 2024, in relation to the previous year, this represents an
increase in the share of applications submitted via the service of
e-Application for industrial property by 4% in relation to the total
number of the applications as submitted (from 68% to 72%), and
the share of other requests submitted electronically by 8% (from
38% to 46%). Since both user services Trademark and Industrial
Design Registration and Patent and Utility Model Application
were upgraded for better user experience, it is in the upcoming
period that further increase in using electronic services of the
Office is expected.

In 2024, further improvements and harmonisation of various
parts of the Office's digital business system were carried out. with
the aim of developing fully digital office business. As a continuation
of a fully digitised office business process for industrial property
granting procedures as previously established, upgrade was
achieved in segments of automating preparation and delivery
of electronically signed acts electronically into user mailboxes
of natural persons. Its full effect lacks a comprehensive solution
to all issues of delivering letters to parties in digital form via user
mailboxes within the e-Citizens system, primarily issues of checking
activity on the sent message with the letter (retrieval messages
and download deadline). As soon as the aforementioned pending
issues are solved and all the necessary functions of the user
mailbox at the level of the e-Citizens system are established, the
Office is ready to establish the delivery of written documents to
parties via digital means.

In 2024, planned activities of maintaining an information
security management system in accordance with the requirements
of the ISO 27001 standard were being conducted. In December,

Centra dijelienih usluga (CDU) kao ,Drzavnog oblaka” te je
u okviru koristenja usluge CDU-a Infrastruktura kao usluga
(laaS) do kraja 2024. preselieno 99% ukupnih Zavodskih
informacijsko-tehnoloskih resursa, dok ¢e preostali dio biti
preselien u sliedec¢em planskom razdoblju. Time su, uz koristenje
komunikacijske mreze drzavne informacijske infrastrukture
HITRONet i uvedeni sustav upravljanja informacijskom sigurnosti
u skladu s normom ISO 27001, osigurani svi preduvijeti za sigurno
i pouzdano funkcioniranje i daljnji razvoj zavodske informacijsko-
komunikacijske infrastrukture i ukupnog informacijskog sustava
Zavoda u skladu s najviSim suvremenim standardima.

the Office renewed a certificate that confirms that the system is
being maintained in accordance with the requirements of the
ISO/IEC 27001:2022 standard that confirms the Office’s focus on
insurance protection of the information available to the Office from
all kinds of threats and risks that could affect the confidentiality,
integrity and availability of information.

In 2022, the Office started using the services of the Centre
for Shared Services (CDU) as a "State Cloud", and within the
framework of using the CDU's Infrastructure as a Service (laaS),
by the end of 2024, 99% of the Office’s total IT resources were
relocated, while the remaining part will be relocated in the next
planning period. Thus, together with the use of the communication
network of the state information infrastructure HITRONet and
the introduced information security management system in
accordance with the ISO 27001 standard, all prerequisites for safe
and reliable functioning and further development of the Office’s
information and communication infrastructure and the Office’s
overall information system are provided in accordance with the
highest modern standards.



Upravljanje kvalitetom

Quality and Information

10.1. Upravljanje kvalitetom

Sustav upravljanja kvalitetom Zavoda certificiran u skladu s
normom ISO 9001:2015 obuhvaca sve poslovne procese Zavoda
koji se odnose ili su povezani s postupcima priznanja prava
industrijskog vlasnistva u Hrvatskoj (hacionalne i medunarodne),
od prijave do priznanja prava, ukljucujuci i postupke proglasenja
nistavim prava i drugostupanjske postupke.

Tijekom 2024. godine nastavljeno je odrzavanje i
unaprjedenje uspostavljenog sustava upravljanja kvalitetom
te je krajem godine proveden drugi nadzorni audit od strane
vanjskog nadzornog tijela temeljem kojeg je Zavodu izdan novi
jednogodisnji certifikat sukladnosti s normom ISO 9001:2015.

U cilju unaprjedenja sustava upravljanja kvalitetom krajem
2024. godine provedena je anketa zadovoljstva korisnika
postupcima za priznanje prava industrijskog vliasnistva. Anketa je
provedena za postupak priznanja patenta, postupak registracije
Ziga i postupak registracije industrijskog dizajna.

U anketi je sudjelovalo ukupno 244 korisnika, od ¢ega su
44.,7% bile pravne osobe, 27,9% fizicke osobe, a 26,6% ovlasteni
zastupnici ili odvjetnici. U odnosu na pojedine postupke najvedi
udio korisnika koji su odgovorili na anketu u podrucju patenta
(46,7%) bile su fiziCke osobe, u podrucju Ziga pravne osobe
(51,8%), dok je u podrucju industrijskog dizajna bio isti udio
(40,0%) fizickih i pravnih osoba.

Anketom je ispitivano zadovoljstvo kvalitetom u odnosu
na sliedece kategorije: komunikaciju s ispitivacem/referentom;
kvalitetu pisanih akata (rjeSenja, zaklju¢aka i sl.) primljenih u

10.1. Quality Management

Quality management system of the Office was certified in
accordance with the ISO 9001:2015 standard and it comprises
all business processes of the Office referring or relating to
procedures for the grant of industrial property in Croatia (national
and international), from an application to the grant of rights,

including procedures of declaring the rights invalid and second-

instance procedures.

During 2024, maintaining and upgrading of the established
quality management system has continued; by the end of
the year, the second supervisory audit was conducted by an
external supervisory authority. Upon this, the Office was issued
a compatibility certificate by ISO 9001:2015 standard valid for
one year.

In order to upgrade the quality management system, by the
end of 2024, user satisfaction questionnaire was conducted
regarding procedures for the grant of industrial property rights.
The questionnaire was conducted for procedures of the grant of
a patent, trademark registration and industrial design registration.

A total of 244 users participated in the questionnaire, 44.7%
of which were legal persons, 27.9% natural persons, and 26.6%
authorised representatives or attorneys. With regard to individual
procedures, the largest share of respondents were natural persons
in the field of patents (46.7%), legal persons (51.8%) in the field of
trademarks, whereas in the field of industrial designs there was
the same share of natural and legal persons (40.0%).

The questionnaire examined satisfaction with quality in relation
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okviru postupaka u pogledu jasnoce obrazlozenja, odluke i/ili
upute o daljnjem postupanju; ukupnu duljinu trajanja postupka
uzimajuci u obzir propisane rokove za pojedine radnje u
postupku; te ukupnu kvalitetu postupka.

U pogledu ukupne kvalitete postupaka najvece zadovoljstvo
korisnici su iskazali u odnosu na postupak registracije
industrijskog dizajna, kvaliteta kojeg je kao odli¢na, vrlo dobra
ili dobra ocijenjena od strane 95,0% anketiranih korisnika,
od Cega je 47,5% njih kvalitetu ocijenilo odlicnom. Ukupnu
kvalitetu postupka registracije Ziga kao odli¢nu, vrlo dobru ili
dobru ocijenilo je 89,4% anketiranih korisnika (od ¢ega 39,7%
kao odli¢nu), a kvalitetu postupka priznanja patenta 80,0% (od
¢ega 46,7% kao odli¢nu).

Sliénu visoku razinu zadovoljstva kvalitetom korisnici su
iskazalii u pogledu kvalitete pisanih akata (rjieSenja, zakljucaka i
sl.) primljenih u okviru postupaka u pogledu jasnoce obrazlozenja,
odluke i/ili upute o daljnjem postupaniju, te kvalitete komunikacije
s nadleznim sluzbenicima.

Najnizu razinu zadovoljstva kvalitetom korisnici su iskazali u
odnosu na o¢ekivanu ukupnu duljinu trajanja postupaka, koju je
kao odli¢nu, vrlo dobru ili dobru ocijenilo u pogledu postupka
registracije industrijskog dizajna 87,5%, u pogledu postupka
priznanja patenta 83,3% a u pogledu postupka registracije
ziga 81,6% korisnika.

Pri analizi navedenih rezultata potrebno je uzeti u obzir da
je za registraciju dizajna propisan jednostavan i brzi postupak,
dok je propisani postupak za zastitu patenta vrlo kompleksan
i stoga po prirodi stvari dugotrajan.

Tijekom sliedeceg planskog razdoblja planira se uspostava
sustava upravljanja kvalitetom u opc¢im poslovnim funkcijama,
dok se uvodenije cjelovitog sustava upravljanja kvalitetom planira
dovrsiti do kraja 2027. godine.

to the following categories: communication with the examiner/
referee; the quality of written documents (decisions, conclusions,
etc.) received within the procedures regarding the clarity of
explanations, decisions and/or instructions on further action; the
total duration of the procedure, taking into account the prescribed
deadlines for individual actions in the procedure; and the overall
quality of the procedure.

Regarding the overall quality of the procedures, users
expressed the greatest satisfaction with the industrial design
registration procedure, the quality of which was rated as excellent,
very good or good by 95.0% of respondents, of which 47.5%
rated the quality as excellent. The overall quality of the trademark
registration procedure was rated as excellent, very good or good
by 89.4% of respondents (of which 39.7% as excellent), and the
quality of the patent grant procedure by 80.0% (of which 46.7%
as excellent).

Users also expressed a similarly high level of satisfaction with
the quality of the written documents (decisions, conclusions, etc.)
received In the framework of procedures regarding the clarity of
explanations, decisions and/or instructions on further action, and
the quality of communication with competent officials.

The lowest level of satisfaction with quality was expressed
by the users in relation to the expected total duration of the
procedures, which was rated as excellent, very good or good
by 87.5% regarding the industrial design registration procedure,
83.3% regarding the patent grant procedure and 81.6% regarding
the trademark registration procedure.

With analysing these results, it should be taken into
consideration that a simple and quick procedure is prescribed for
design registration, whereas the procedure prescribed for patent
protection is very complex and therefore long-lasting by nature.

In the next planning period, it is planned to establish a quality
management system in general business functions, whereas
the quality management system in its entirety is planned to be
introduced by the end of 2027.



10.2. Upravljanje informacijskom sigurnosti

Zavod je prepoznao informacijsku sigurnost kao jedan od
svojih kljuénih organizacijskih ciljeva koji osiguravaju povijerljivost,
integritet i dostupnost poslovnih procesa te informacija koje
Zavod obraduje u obavljanju svoje djelatnosti.

U skladu s time u 2024. godini Zavod je uspjesno provodio
upravljanje sustavom informacijske sigurnosti, te je proveo
aktivnosti unapredenja tog sustava, C¢ime je postignuto
uskladivanje s verzijom norme ISO 27001:2022.

Uspostavljen je interni sustav dojave od strane zaposlenika
sigurnosnih incidenata i sumniji na sigurnosne incidente (npr.
lazne elektroniCke poruke), koji omogucuje i korisniCke upite
koji se odnose na informacijsku sigurnost u Zavodu.

U svrhu provjere osvijeStenosti sluzbenika Zavoda o
informacijskoj sigurnosti, u suradnji sa Zavodom za sigurnost
informacijskih sustava, provedena je simulirana phishing
kampanja te su na temelju rezultata kampanje provedene
dodatne aktivnosti radi jacanja informacijske sigurnosti.

Nakon uspjesno provedenog re-certifikacijskog audita u
prosincu 2024. Zavodu je dodijelien jednogodisnji certifikat
koji potvrduje da je sustav uspostavljen i odrzava se u skladu
sa zahtjevima norme ISO/IEC 27001:2022, a u narednom ce
se periodu nastaviti daljnji razvoj sustava.

10.2. Information Security Management

The Office recognised information security as one of its key
organisational goals to provide for confidentiality, integrity and
availability of business processes and information processed
by the Office in performing its activity.

Consequently, in 2024, the Office has been successfully
implementing the information security management system, and it
implemented the activities of upgrading this system, which helped
achieve harmonisation with the version of the ISO 27001:2022
standard.

An internal system for reporting security incidents and
suspected security incidents (e.g., fake emails) by employees
has been established, enabling also user inquiries related to
information security at the Office.

In order to check the awareness of the Office’s employees of
information security, in cooperation with the Office for Information
Systems Security, a simulated phishing campaign was conducted
and, based on the results of the campaign, additional activities
were carried out to strengthen information security.

After a successful recertification audit in December 2024, the
Office was awarded a one-year certificate confirming that the
system has been established and is maintained in accordance with
the requirements of the ISO/IEC 27001:2022 standard, and further
development of the system will continue in the coming period.
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Office Operations

11.1. Financijski pokazatelji

Financijski plan Zavoda za 2024. godinu izvorno je iznosio
4.637.560 €, a nakon izmjena tijekom godine konac¢no je
iznosio 4.942.854 €. Plan je izvrSen u visini od 91% tj. u iznosu
od 4.492.310 €.

Ukupan prihod Zavoda u 2024. godini ostvaren je u iznosu
od 4.414.776 €, sto je 2% viSe u odnosu na proteklu godinu.

U strukturi prihoda Zavoda u 2024. godini najznacajniji izvor
¢inili su prihodi iz drzavnog prora¢una za financiranje redovne
djelatnosti (65% - izvor 11 prema nomenklaturi drzavnog
proracuna).

Znacajni izvor prihoda bili su i prihodi ostvareni temeljem
posebnih propisa. Isti su u najve¢em dijelu ostvareni temeljiem
Uredbe (EU) 2017/1001 Europskog parlamenta i Vije¢a o Zigu
Europske unije — godisnjeg ugovora o suradnji s Uredom
Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo (EUIPO) kojim se
provodi suradnja s nacionalnim uredima za zigove zemalja
¢lanica EU-a propisana Clankom 152., a s ciliem razvoja
zajedniCkih alata te uskladivanja i provodenja zajednicke prakse
u postupcima registracije Zigova i dizajna, te uplate naknade
troSkova temelijem &lanka 172. stavka 4. Navedeni prihodi
ukupno su Cinili 7% ukupnih prinoda.

Ostali prihodi za posebne namjene, koji se odnose na
transferne prihode od uplacenih naknada koji se proslieduju
medunarodnim organizacijama temeljem Clanstva Republike
Hrvatske u medunarodnim ugovorima iz podrucja patenata i
koji predstavljaju iskljucivo raunovodstvenu meduvrijednost

11.1. Financial Indicators

The Office financial plan for the year 2024 amounted originally
to € 4,687,560, and upon changes during the year, it finally
amounted to € 4,942,854, The plan was realised 91% i.e., in the
amount of € 4,492,310,

The total annual revenue of the Office in 2024 was achieved
in the amount of € 4,414,776, which is 2% more than in the
previous year.

In 2024, the revenues from the state budget for regular
activity financing made the most significant source in the revenue
structure of the Office (65% — source 11 according to the State
Budget nomenclature).

There were also significant revenues realised on the basis of
special regulations. They were mostly achieved on the basis of
the Regulation (EU) 2017/1001 of the European Parliament and
of the Council on the European Union trademark — the annual
cooperation agreement with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO) to implement cooperation with national
trademark offices of the EU Member States prescribed by Article
162, for the purpose of developing joint tools and harmonising
and implementing common practice in trademark and design
registration procedures, and on the basis of payment of
compensation for expenses under Article 172 paragraph 4. The
mentioned revenues made a share of 7% of the total revenues.

Other revenues for special purposes, which relate to transfer
revenues from the fees paid and forwarded to international
organisations based on membership of the Republic of Croatia



u transferu prihoda, €inili su 27% ukupnih prihoda.

U strukturi prihoda u neznatnom dijelu sudjeluju i prihodi
kategorizirani kao prihodi drzavne uprave, tekuce pomodi od
medunarodnih organizacija te institucija i tijela EU-a, tekuce
pomodi institucija i tijela EU-a te tekudi prijenosi izmedu
proracunskih korisnika istog proracuna temelijem prijenosa
sredstava EU-a.

Ukupni rashodi poslovanja zajedno s rashodima za nabavu
nefinancijske imovine u 2024. godini iznosili su 4.543.265 €,
§to je 25% viSe u odnosu na proslu godinu.

Rashodi za zaposlene izvrSeni su u iznosu od 2.705.202

represent exclusively an accounting inter-value in transfer revenues,
made 27% revenues in total.

The revenue structure includes an insignificant part of revenues
categorised as revenues of the state administration, current
assistance from international organisations and EU institutions
and bodies and current transfers between budget users of the
same budget based on transfers of EU funds.

Total operating expenditures and fixed assets procurement
expenditures in 2024 amounted to € 4,543,265, which is by 25%
more than in relation to the previous year.

The staff expenditures amounted to € 2,705,202, which is
38% more than in relation to the previous year; to the greatest
extent, this is a result of the reform of salaries and other rights
of civil servants.

Material expenditures amounted to € 1,783,912, which is 9%
more than in relation to the previous year and to a great extent
a result of the costs of implementing projects related to the
development of IT and communication infrastructure and digital
pusiness, as well as the increase in service prices due to inflation.

Expenditures related to the procurement of fixed long-term
assets amounted to € 54,089.

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11.2. Ljudski potencijali

U Zavodu je na dan 31. prosinca 2024. bilo zaposleno 87
osoba - 86 drzavnih sluzbenika i jedna drzavna duznosnica.
U odnosu na ukupni broj radnih mjesta u Zavodu u skladu s
propisanim unutarnjim ustrojstvom (132, ukljucujuci Celnika
tijela), popunjenost radnih mjesta iznosila je 66%.

Od ukupnog broja zaposlenika njih 62 je bilo s visokom
stru¢nom spremom, 2 s viSom struénom spremom te 23 sa
srednjom stru¢nom spremom. Na rukovodec¢im polozajima
bila je rasporedeno ukupno 29 sluzbenika.

Tijekom 2024. godine prestala je drzavna sluzba za tri
sluzbenika, od Eega za jednog po sili zakona radi umirovljenja,
za jednog po sili zakona zbog smrti i za jednog na temelju
sporazuma.

Tijekom 2024. godine u drzavnu sluzbu primlieno je 8
sluzbenika temeljem raspisanih javnih natjeCaja iz 2023. i
2024. godine.

11.2. Human Resources

On 31 December, 2024, the Office had 87 employees — 86
civil servants and one state official. In relation to the number of
workplaces at the Office in accordance with the prescribed
internal organisation (132, including the director), the occupation
rate of posts was 66%.

Out of the total number of employees, 62 held a graduate
degree, 2 an undergraduate degree and 23 a high-school degree.
29 civil servants were placed in management positions (including
4 civil servants temporarily transferred to managing positions).

During 2024, civil service at the Office was terminated for
three civil servants. For one civil servant, it terminated by force
of law due to retirement, for one by force of law due to death and
for one based on an agreement.

During 2024, 8 civil servants were employed via public tenders
initiated in 2023 and 2024.

In the structure of the Office’s staff according to professional
qualifications in 2024, 71.2% of the employees held graduate
degrees, 2.3% undergraduate degrees, and 26.5% high-school
degrees.

The structure of the staff according to gender shows the
share of 74.7% of women and 25.3% of men.
