Rasprave o prijedlogu Direktive o autorskim pravima
na jedinstvenom digitalnom trziStu na razini Europske unije
privukle su do sada nezapamcen interes dionika, javnosti i
medija, ukljucujuci i u Hrvatskoj u kojoj teme iz podrucja
intelektualnog vlasnistva do sada nisu priviacile istaknuti
javni interes. Zavod je kao predstavnik Republike Hrvatske
intenzivno sudjelovao u stru¢nim raspravama oko usuglasavanja
kona¢nog teksta ove Direktive te uz konstruktivni doprinos
pronalazenju kompromisnog rieSenja kontinuirano i konzistentno
zastupao nacionalne interese. Pri tome posebno valja istaci
ostvarenu intenzivnu koordinaciju s ostalim nacionalnim tijelima
i dionicima u pripremi nacionalnih stajalista, osobito izmedu
Zavoda i Ministarstva kulture u nadleznosti kojega je djelatnost
velikog broja dionika sustava zastite autorskog i srodnih prava iz
kreativnih sektora. Zahvaljujuci ulozenim zajedni¢kim naporima

Here, you will find an overview of the activities of the State
Intellectual Property Office in 2018. The Office successfully
performed numerous activities aimed at contributing to further
activation and realisation of national innovative and creative
potentials.

The year of 2018 was especially marked by intensive legislative
activities of the Office, both on the national and the European
level. Discussions on the proposal for a Directive on Copyright
in the Digital Single Market at the level of the European Union
attracted an unprecedented interest of stakeholders, the public
and the media, in Croatia as well, where topics in the field of
intellectual property have not attracted notable public interest so
far. As arepresentative of the Republic of Croatia, the Office took
an active part in expert discussions concerning harmonisation of
the final wording of this Directive and represented national interests
continuously and consistently making a constructive contribution
to finding a compromise solution. Here, special emphasis needs to
be placed on intensive coordination achieved with other national
authorities and stakeholders with preparing national positions,
particularly between the Office and the Ministry of Culture, as it
is competent for the activity of a large number of stakeholders in
the copyright and related rights protection system from creative
sectors. Thanks to joint efforts invested at the national and the
European level, in spite of numerous challenges, a compromise
was achieved by the beginning of 2019 and the Directive on
Copyright in the Digital Single Market was finally adopted. In
the period to follow, transposition of the Directive’s provisions
into national legislation lies ahead of us, which will also pose a
significant challenge.

In addition to intensive legislative activities at the European
level, including the ones related to changing legal framework in the
field of copyright and related rights concerning transmissions of
proadcasting organisations and retransmissions of television and
radio programmes as well as supplementary protection certificates
for medicinal products, which remained in the shadow of intensive
discussions on the Directive on Copyright in the Digital Single
Market, the Office was an expert preparatory body in the process
of adopting as many as 7 national acts in the field of intellectual
property in 2018 and preparing yet another one adopted by the
beginning of 2019. Bearing in mind complexity of a legislative
process considering all the more demanding quality standards with
preparing legislative proposals and transparency and involvement
of stakeholders in the legislative process, the Office proved its
professional and operational capacity for successful and efficient
development of the national legislative framework in the field of



na nacionalnoj i europskoj razini, usprkos mnogobrojnim
izazovima pocCetkom 2019. godine postignut je kompromis
i Direktiva o autorskim pravima na jedinstvenom digitalnom
trZistu je kona¢no usvojena. U narednom periodu pred nama
je prenosenje odredbi Direktive u nacionalno zakonodavstvo,
Sto ¢e takoder predstavljati znacajan izazov.

Uz intenzivhe zakonodavne aktivnosti na europskoj razini,
ukljuCujuci one vezane uz izmjene pravnog okvira iz podrucja
autorskog i srodnih prava u vezi emitiranja organizacija za
radiodifuziju te reemitiranja televizijskih i radijskih programa kao
i iz podrucja sviedodzbi o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove, koje su
ostale u sjeni intenzivnih rasprava o Direktivi o autorskim pravima
na jedinstvenom digitalnom trzistu, Zavod je u 2018. godini bio
stru¢ni nositelj u postupku dono$enja ¢ak 7 nacionalnih zakona
iz podrucja intelektualnog viasnistva, te pripremi jos jednog koji je
donesen pocetkom 2019. godine. Imajuci na umu kompleksnost
zakonodavnog procesa obzirom na sve zahtjevnije standarde
kvalitete pripreme zakonodavnih prijedloga te transparentnosti i
ukljucenosti dionika u zakonodavni proces, Zavod je dokazao svoju
struénu i operativnu sposobnost za uspjesan i ucinkovit razvoj
nacionalnog zakonodavnog okvira u podrucju intelektualnog
vlasnistva. Slijedom donoSenja novih propisa postupci zastite
industrijskog vlasniStva bit ¢e ucinkovitiji i suvremeniji, a prilagodba
autorskih djela i drugih zasti¢enih sadrzaja za potrebe osoba
koje su slijepe, imaju oStecenje vida ili imaju drugih poteskoca u
koristenju tiskanim materijalima bit ¢e olakSana.

Osim na unaprjedenju zakonodavnog okvira, Zavod je u 2018.
godini poduzimao i brojne aktivnosti na unaprjedenju primjene
sustava zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva i provedbe zasti¢enih prava.

U tom kontekstu osobito se isti¢e organizacija (u suradnji
s Europskim patentnim uredom) stru¢nog okruglog stola o
postupcima patentiranja izuma koji se izvode pomocdu racunala
(computer implemented inventions) kao specificne kategorije
izuma od znacaja za daljnji razvoj podrucja informacijske i
racunalne tehnologije u Hrvatskoj, odrzanog u studenome u
Zagrebu. Takoder, Zavod je uz potporu europskih organizacija
za intelektualno vlasnistvo ojacao svoje stru¢ne kapacitete
za provedbu aktivnosti potpore inovativnim malim i srednjim
poduzecima o poslovnoj primjeni intelektualnog viasnistva
radi jac¢anja konkurentnosti i poslovne uspjesnosti, Sto mu je
omogucilo intenzivniji opseg ovih aktivnosti ve¢ u 2018. godini te
¢e omoguciti daljnje jaCanje ovih aktivnosti u narednom razdoblju.

Razvoj aktivnosti u podrucju stru¢nog usavrsavanja iz
podrucja intelektualnog vlasniStva u pravosudu ostvaren u
prethodnom razdoblju u 2018. godini zaokruzen je formalnim

intellectual property. Following the adoption of new regulations,
procedures of industrial property protection will be more efficient
and up-to-date, and the adjustment of certain works and other
subject matter protected by copyright and related rights for the
penefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired or otherwise
print-disabled will be made easier.

In addition to improving legislative framework, the Office
has been undertaking numerous activities in 2018 in relation
to improving the practical use of intellectual property protection
system and the enforcement of protected rights.

In this context, especially distinguishing is the organisation (in
cooperation with the European Patent Office) of a professional
round-table discussion on procedures of patenting computer-
implemented inventions as a specific category of inventions
important for further development of information and computing
technology in Croatia, held in November in Zagreb. Furthermore,
supported by European intellectual property organisations, the
Office has strengthened its professional capacities for providing
support to innovative small and medium-sized entreprises on
business implementation of intellectual property in order to
strengthen competitiveness and business success, which
enabled it to intensify the scope of these activities already in
2018 and which will help it further strengthen these activities in
a subsequent period.

The development of activities in professional specialisation in
the field of intellectual property in judicial system as achieved in
the previous period was complemented in 2018 by formal signing
of a cooperation agreement between the Office and the Judicial
Academy in Zagreb, which helped create a basis for all the more
successful future cooperation in this area.

[t was in 2018 as well that the Office paid special attention
to educating and raising awareness with children and youth of
the value of innovativeness and creativeness and of significance
to respect intellectual property rights. The Office continued to
implement a demanding project of the Intellectual Property Day for
children and youth under the motto: “Be Creative, Be Innovative,
Be a Giant” (‘Budi kreatlVan, budi inovatl/Van, Budi DIVI"), with
further development of supporting educational material, as well
as a prize contest for the best children’s art work on the theme
in the field of intellectual property for primary and secondary
schoolchildren, with an aim to encourage children and youth
to innovative and creative thinking and to educate them on the
system of intellectual property protection. These activities of the
Office have also attracted attention of international professional
public as an eminent example of good national practice.

Uz brojne aktivnosti suradnje s nacionalnim partnerima
Zavod nije zapostavio ni medunarodnu suradnju, pri ¢emu se
uz niz redovnih aktivnosti suradnje osobito isti¢e sudjelovanje
na konferenciji na visokoj razini o intelektualnom vlasnistvu
za zemlje na Putu svile, odrzanoj krajem kolovoza u Pekingu.

Uz navedene mnogobrojne stru¢ne i razvojne aktivnosti,
Zavod je uspjesno obavljao i svoju temelinu djelatnost priznanja
prava industrijskog vlasnistva u nacionalnim, regionalnim i
medunarodnim postupcima zastite industrijskog vlasnistva za
teritorij Republike Hrvatske, uz odrzavanje prava industrijskog
vlasniStva upisanih u nacionalne registre. S ciliem ucinkovitijeg
provodenja ovih postupaka Zavod je i u 2018. godini unaprijedio niz
vlastitih i zajednickih europskih korisnickih informatickih alata, kao
i sigurnost pohrane podataka, ¢ime su ostvareni daljnji preduvijeti
za predstojecu cjelovitu digitalnu transformaciju poslovanja Zavoda.

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3.1. Zakonodavne aktivnosti

3.1.1. Nacionalno zakonodavstvo

DonoSenjem Zakona o zastiti neobjavljenih informacija s
trziSnom vrijednosti Republika Hrvatska je implementirala u svoje
nacionalno zakonodavstvo Direktivu 2016/943/EU Europskog
parlamenta i Vijeca od 8. lipnja 2016. o zastiti neotkrivenih znanja
i iskustva te poslovnih informacija (poslovne tajne) od nezakonitog
pribavijanja, koristenja i otkrivanja. Zakon je objavljen u Narodnim

novinama broj 30/2018 od 30. ozujka 2018. i u primjeni je od 7.

travnja 2018. Ovim Zakonom uspostavija se pouzdanijii ujiednaceniji
pravni okvir za zastitu ove vrste informacija od istaknutog znacaja
za subjekte koji se bave inovacijskim djelatnostima.

U svibnju 2018. donesen je skup zakona kojima je, slijedom
provedene reforme i uvedenog dvostupanjskog sustava
upravnog sudovanja, ukinut institut Zalbe na odluke Zavoda
u postupcima za priznanje prava industrijskog vlasnistva kao
i Zalbena vijeéa u podrudju prava industrijskog viasnigtva (u
daljnjem tekstu Zalbena vijeéa) kao nadlezno drugostupanjsko
tijelo. Zakonom o izmjenama Zakona o patentu ukinuta su
Zalbena vijeda kao drugostupanjsko tijelo u svim postupcima
priznanja industrijskog vlasnistva u nadleznosti Zavoda, te su
ovaj i ostali zakoni iz podrucja industrijskog vlasniStva (Zakon
0 Zigu, Zakon o industrijskom dizajnu, Zakon o oznakama
zemljopisnog podrijetla i oznakama izvornosti proizvoda i usluga
te Zakon o zastiti topografija poluvodickih proizvoda) izmijenjeni
na nacin da je umjesto Zalbe propisano pravo podnosenja tuzbe
Upravnom sudu u Zagrebu na prvostupanjske odluke Zavoda za
priznanje prava industrijskog vlasnistva. Navedenim izmjenama
zakona propisana je hitnost postupka pred Upravnim sudom
te se oCekuje da ¢e ukupan rezultat uvedenih izmjena biti
povecanje ucinkovitosti drugostupanjskih postupaka. lzmjene
navedenih zakona su objavljene u Narodnim novinama broj
46/18 od 18. svibnja 2018. i u primjeni su od 26. svibnja 2018.

Donosenjem Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o
autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima, objavljenog u Narodnim
novinama broj 96/18 od 31. listopada 2018. i u primjeni od
8. studenog 2018., Republika Hrvatska je uskladila svoje
nacionalno zakonodavstvo s Direktivom (EU) 2017/1564
Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca od 13. rujna 2017. o odredenim
dopustenim upotrebama odredenih djela i drugih predmeta
zastite koji su zasticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim pravima
u korist osoba koje su slijepe, koje imaju ostecenje vida ili

3.1. Legislative Activities

3.1.1. National Legislation

By adopting the Act on the Protection of Undisclosed
Information with Market Value, the Republic of Croatia implemented
the Directive 2016/943/EU of the European Farliament and of the
Council of 8 June 2016 on the protection of undisclosed know-
how and business information (trade secrets) against their unlawful
acquisition, use and disclosure in its national legislation. The Act
was published in the Official Gazette No 30/2018 of 30 March
2018 and entered into force as of 7 April 2018. This Act helps
establish a more reliable and coherent legal framework for the
protection of this kind of information of substantial significance to
entities dealing with innovation activities.

In May 2018, a set of acts was adopted; following the reform
conducted and the two-instance system introduced in adjudication
process; the institute of appealing to the Office’s decisions in
granting procedures of industrial property rights was eliminated
as well as Boards of Appeal in the field of industrial property rights
(hereinafter; Boards of Appeal) as a responsible second-instance
authority. Boards of Appeal as a second-instance authority in all
granting procedures of industrial property within the responsibility
of the Office were eliminated by the Act on the Amendments to
the Patents Act; this Act and the other Acts in the field of industrial
property (Trademarks Act, Industrial Design Act, Act on Geographical
Indications and Designations of Origin of Products and Services,
Act on the Protection of Topographies of Semiconductor Products)
were amended in the way that instead of appeal it is provided for
the right to bring action before the Administrative Court in Zagreb
against the Office’s first-instance decisions of granting industrial
property rights. The aforementioned amendments to the Act provide
for proceeding urgency before the Administrative Court and it is
expected for a total result of the amendments as introduced to
increase efficiency of second-instance procedures. Amendments
to the aforementioned Acts were published in the Official Gazette
No 46/18 of 18 May 2018 and entered into force as of 26 May 2018,

By adopting the Act on the Amendments to the Copyright and
Related Rights Act, published in the Official Gazette No 96/18 of 31
October 2018 and effective as of 8 November 2018, the Republic
of Croatia harmonised its national legislation with the Directive (EU)
2017/1564 of the European Farliament and of the Council of 13
September 2017 on certain permitted uses of works and other
subject-matter protected by copyright and related rights for the

pod odredenim jasno propisanim uvjetima, mogu prilagodavati
i uciniti pristupacnim navedenim kategorijama korisnika ovakva
djela bez potrebe prethodnog ishodenja odobrenja nositelja
autorskog ili srodnih prava i bez pla¢anja naknade.

Nadalje, tijekom 2018. godine pripremljen je prijedlog
novog Zakona o zigu radi provedbe Direktive 2015/2436/
EU Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca od 16. prosinca 2015. o
uskladivanju zakonodavstava drzava Clanica o zigovima. Osim
obaveza koje proizlaze iz predmetne Direktive, novim Zakonom
0 Zigu namijeravaju se izmijeniti njegove materijalne i postupovne
odredbe i u cilju unaprjedenja nacionalnog pravnog okvira zastite
ziga. Slijiedom provedene zakonodavne procedure donoSenja
novog propisa tijekom godine, kona¢ni prijedlog novog Zakona o
zigu upucen je u drugom citanju u Hrvatski sabor krajem godine.

Takoder, provedene su pripremne struéne aktivnosti za
donoSenje novog Zakona o patentu. Radi uskladivanja s
razvojem medunarodnih propisa u podrucju patenata u 2018.
godini objavljena je Izmjena i dopuna Pravilnika prema Ugovoru
o suradnji na podrudju patenata (tzv. PCT Ugovor) (Narodne
novine — Medunarodni ugovori br. 5/2018).

Uz navedene nacionalne zakonodavne aktivnosti predstavnici
Zavoda sudjelovali su u radu struénih tijela za razvoj zakonodavstva
u pojedinim podrucjima intelektualnog vlasnistva europskih
i medunarodnih organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo, te u
stru¢nim radnim tijelima Europske unije, prvenstveno Radnoj
skupini za intelektualno vlasnistvo Vije¢a Europske unije te
stru¢nim skupinama osnovanim pri Europskoj komisiji.

3.1.2. Zakonodavne aktivnosti u okviru
Europske unije

Od zakonodavnih aktivnosti u okviru razvoja zajednic¢kog
pravnog okvira zemalja ¢lanica Europske unije u 2018. godini
istiCe se intenzivni rad na usuglasavanju Prijedloga Direktive
Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca o autorskom pravu i srodnim
pravima na jedinstvenom digitalnom trzistu i izmjeni direktiva

benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired or otherwise print
disabled and amending Directive 2001/29/EC on the harmonisation
of certain aspects of copyright and related rights in the information
society (hereinafter: Directive 2017/1564/EU). This Act facilitates
the adaptation of printed works and other subject-matter protected
by copyright and related rights to formats adapted to the needs
of persons who are blind, visually impaired or otherwise print
disabled, since authorised entities may, under certain clearly defined
conditions, adapt and make such works accessible to the user
categories as listed above without prior approval of copyright or
related rights holders and without payment of compensation.

Furthermore, draft proposal for the new Trademarks Act
was prepared to implement the Directive 2015/2436/EU of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December 2015
o approximate the laws of the Member States to trade marks.
In addition to obligations resulting from the related Directive, the
new Trademark Act aims at amending its material and procedural
provisions also in order to enhance national legal framework of
trademark protection. Following a legislative procedure conducted
to adopt a new regulation in the course of the year, final proposal
for the new Trademarks Act was forwarded in the second reading
to the Croatian Parliament by the end of the year.

There were also preliminary professional activities conducted
to adopt the new Patents Act. In order to harmonise with the
development of international regulations in the field of patents, the
Amendments to the Implementing Regulations of the European
Patent Convention under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (the so-
called PCT) were published in 2018 (Official Gazette — International
Agreements No 5/2018).

In addition to the mentioned national legislative activities,
the representatives of the Office participated in the work of
Furopean and international intellectual property organisations’
expert authorities for the development of legislation in certain
areas of intellectual property, as well as in expert working bodies
of the European Union, primarily the Working Party on Intellectual
Property of the Council of the European Union and expert groups
established with the European Commission.

3.1.2. Legislative Activities within
the Framework of the European Union

With regard to legislative activities within the development of
common legal framework of the European Union Member States
in 2018, it is important to mention intensive work on harmonising

Prijedlogom Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca o
utvrdivanju propisa o ostvarivanju autorskog prava i srodnih
prava koja se primjenjuju na odredena internetska emitiranja
organizacija za radiodifuziju te reemitiranja televizijskih i radlijskih
programa namijera je stvoriti povoljnije uvjete za nove nacine
prekograni¢ne distribucije televizijskih i radijskih programa putem
Interneta, usporedive s onima koji se primjenjuju na prijenos
putem satelita i kabelskog reemitiranja, dok je cilj pojednostaviti
i ubrzati reguliranje prava potrebnih za pruzanje usluga koje kao
dodatne pruzaju organizacije za radiodifuziju putem Interneta
u druge drzave Clanice, kao i usluga digitalnog reemitiranja
televizijskih i radijskih programa iz drugih drzava Clanica.

The Office’s experts participated in the aforementioned very
intensive legislative activities as representatives of the Republic
of Croatia.

The Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and
of the Council on copyright and related rights in the Digital Single
Market and amending Directives 96/9/EC and 2001/29/EC aims at
harmonising various aspects of copyright and related rights protection
for the purpose of adapting them to the modern digital environment.

The Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and
of the Council laying down rules on the exercise of copyright
and related rights applicable to certain online transmission of
broadcasting organisations and retransmissions of television and
radio programmes intends to create more favourable conditions
for new ways of cross-border distribution of television and
radio programmes online, comparable to the ones applied in
transmission by satellite and cable retransmission, whereas its aim
is to simplify and accelerate regulation of rights necessary for the
ancillary services provided by online broadcasting organisations to
other Member States, as well as services of digital retransmission
of television and radio programmes from other Member States.

The aim of the Proposal for a Regulation of the European
Parliament and of the Council on amending the Regulation (EC)
469/2009 on supplementary protection certificate for medicinal
products is to strengthen the production of medicinal products in
the territory of the European Union and its global competitiveness
by introducing certain exceptions in case of manufacturing
pharmaceuticals for export to non-EU markets in relation to the
current scope of rights conferred by a certificate. The proposal

Nastavno na sveobuhvatni paket mjera za dodatno
poboljSanje zastite i provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva
koji je Europska komisija objavila krajem 2017. godine, Vijece
Europske unije za konkurentnost (unutarnje trziste, industrija,
istrazivanje i svemir) je 12. ozujka 2018. usvojilo Zaklju¢ke o
provedbi prava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

3.1.3. Savjetovanja sa zainteresiranom javnoScu

Zavod je tijekom 2018. proveo savjetovanje o Nacrtu prijedloga
Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o autorskom pravu i
srodnim pravima te o Nacrtu prijedloga Zakona o Zigu.

Takoder, Zavod je sukladno propisima u rujnu 2018.
godine proveo i savjetovanje o Prijedlogu plana zakonodavnih
aktivnosti Zavoda za 2018. godinu te je proveo i savjetovanje
sa zainteresiranom javno$cu za Obrazac prethodne procjene
ucinaka propisa za Zakon o patentu.

Uz navedeno, Zavod je redovito na svojim mreznim
stranicama obavjeStavao javnost i o javnim savjetovanjima
iz podrucja djelatnosti Zavoda koje se provode na razini
Europske unije i koja su otvorena za sudjelovanje hrvatskoj
javnosti. U sije¢nju 2018. je tako Europska komisija objavila
javno savjetovanje kako bi uspostavila prvi globalni “Popis za
nadziranje krivotvorenja i piratstva” (engl. “Counterfeit and Piracy
Watch-List”). Cilj ovoga javnog savjetovanija je identificirati trziSta
izvan Europske unije na kojima su krivotvorenje, piratstvo ili drugi
oblici povreda prava intelektualnog vlasnistva postali uobi¢ajena
praksa. U svibnju 2018. godine Europska komisija je otvorila
javno savjetovanje o jacanju borbe protiv nezakonitih sadrzaja na
internetu. Komisija ovim savjetovanjem nastoji prikupiti dokaze
o razmjerima navedenih problema i o u€inkovitosti dostupnih
mijera te Ce istraziti daljnje mjere za poboljSanje ucinkovitosti
borbe protiv nezakonitih sadrzaja na internetu. U prosincu 2018.
Europska komisija je objavila javno savjetovanje o zastiti dizajna

The Proposal for a Council Decision on the accession of the

Following a comprehensive package of measures to improve
the protection and enforcement of intellectual property rights
published by the European Commission by the end of 2017, the
Competitiveness Council of the European Union (internal market,
industry, research and innovation, and space) adopted Conclusions
on the enforcement of intellectual property rights on 12 March 2018.

3.1.3. Consultations with the Interested Public

During 2018, the Office conducted consultations on a Draft
Proposal for the Act on Amendments to the Copyright and Related
Rights Act and on a Draft Proposal for the Trademarks Act.

Furthermore, in accordance with the regulations, the Office
carried out consultations on the Proposal for the Legislative
Activities Plan for 2018 in September 2018 and conducted also
consultations with the interested public in relation to the previous
Regulatory Impact Analysis for the Patents Act.

In addition hereto, through its website, the Office kept regularly
informing the public on public consultations in the field of the
Office’'s operation held at the level of the European Union and
open to the Croatian public for participation. In January 2018, the
European Commission announced public consultations in order to
establish the first global “Counterfeit and Piracy Watch-List". The
aim of these public consultations is to identify non-EU markets
where counterfeiting, piracy or other forms of infringements of
intellectual property rights became common practice. In May 2018,
the European Commission has launched public consultations on
strengthening the combat against illegal content on the internet.

3.2. Suradnja i projekti

3.2.1. Nacionalna suradnja

Zavod je i tijekom 2018. godine intenzivno suradivao s nizom
drzavnih tijela, organizacija i institucija s ciliem razvoja razlicitih
aspekata nacionalnog sustava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Kao i prethodnih godina, najintenzivnija suradnja Zavoda
na nacionalnoj razini ostvarena je s tijelima nadleznima za
provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, s institucijama cije
nadleznosti obuhvacéaju odredene aspekte zastite intelektualnog
vlasni$tva, te s organizacijama nositelja prava intelektualnog
vlasnistva kao korisnicima sustava zastite, u okviru redovnog
djelovanja nacionalnog mehanizma koordinacije poslova i
aktivnosti provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva u kojem
Zavod ima koordinativnu ulogu i obavlja poslove tajnistva.
IstiCe se i potpisivanje Sporazuma o suradnji izmedu Zavoda i
Pravosudne akademije slijedom viSegodisnje uspjesne suradnje
na usavrsavanju sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika u podrucju prava
intelektualnog viasnistva.

U 2018. godini nastavljene su aktivnosti suradnje na poticanju
primjene intelektualnog vlasnistva u podrucju gospodarstva,
istraZivanja i razvoja te poduzetnistva koje su uspostavljene u
prethodnim razdobljima. Povodom Svjetskog dana intelektualnog
vlasnistva odrzanog pod motom Snaga promjene: Inovativhe
i kreativhe Zene, Zavod je u suradnji s Francuskim institutom
u Hrvatskoj organizirao okrugli stol na temu Zene kao nositelji
pozitivhih promjena u drustvu, a na panelu se raspravljalo o
mogucnostima (i zaprekama) doprinosa inovativnih i kreativnih
zena ekonomskom i kulturnom razvitku u Hrvatskoj.

U okviru projekta Techno-Past Techno-Future; European
Researchers” Night koji je financiran u sklopu Okvirnoga
programa EU-a za istrazivanje i inovacije 2014—-2020 — Obzor
2020, Zavod je uz ostale partnerske institucije 28. rujna
sudjelovao na javhom dogadanju “Europska no¢ istrazivaca”
u Zagrebu.

U 2018. godini Zavod je nastavio i suradnju sa sektorom

Through these consultations, the Commission attempts to collect
pieces of evidence of proportions of the aforementioned problems
and of efficiency of avallable measures; thus, it will examine further
measures to improve efficiency in combating against ilegal content
on the internet. In December 2018, the European Commission
has launched public consultations on design protection in the
European Union. The results thereof will show if there is a need
to improve or further harmonise regulations in the field of industrial
design protection at the level of the European Union.

3.2. Cooperation and Projects

3.2.1. National Cooperation

It was also during 2018 that the Office continued with its
intense cooperation with many state authorities, organisations
and institutions with the objective to develop other aspects of the
national intellectual property system.

As in previous years, the most intense cooperation on the
national level was established between the Office and the
authorities responsible for the enforcement of intellectual property
rights, the institutions responsible for certain aspects of intellectual
property protection, and the organisations of intellectual property
right holders as users of the protection system, within regular
operation of national mechanism of coordination of affairs and
activities related to the enforcement of intellectual property rights, in
which the Office has the coordinator role and it performs secretarial
tasks. It is also to emphasise the Cooperation Agreement signed
between the Office and the Judicial Academy following many
years of successful cooperation in specialising judges and state
attorneys in the field of intellectual property rights.

In 2018, cooperation activities were continued to encourage
application of intellectual property in the field of economy, research
and development and entrepreneurship established in previous
periods. On the occasion of the World Intellectual Property Day
held under the motto of Powering Change: Women in Innovation
and Creativity, the Office organised a round-table discussion in
cooperation with the French Institute in Croatia on the theme of
Women as Bearers of Positive Changes in Society, and the panel
discussion included possibilities (and obstacles) of contribution
by innovative and creative women to the economic and cultural
development in Croatia.
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kreativnih industrija, osobito nacionalnim udrugama autora i
kolektivnim udrugama nositelja autorskih i srodnih prava. U tom
pogledu istiCe se sudjelovanje Zavoda u stru¢nim raspravama
na javnim dogadanjima u podrucju autorskog i srodnih prava
te kreativnih industrija, kao i pokroviteljstvo od strane Zavoda
prigodnih kampanja i dogadanja vezanih uz zastitu autorskih
i srodnih prava.

3.2.2. Medunarodna suradnja

Suradnja Zavoda sa stranim nacionalnim uredima za intelektualno
vlasnistvo u 2018. godini ostvarivana je bilateralno i multilateralno
putem sudjelovanja u radu medunarodnih organizacija, kao i putem
relevantnih regionalnih i medunarodnih inicijativa.

3.2.2.1. Bilateralna i regionalna suradnja

Tijekom 2018. godine Zavod je nastavio suradnju sa zemljama
regije srednje i istoCne Europe, prvenstveno putem neformalne
regionalne suradnje u podrudju intelektualnog vlasnistva u
okviru tzv. proSirene Visegradske skupine zemalja koju Cine
Ceska, Madarska, Slovadka, Poljska te Austrija, Slovenija,
Hrvatska i Rumunjska. Na redovnim sastancima delegacija
nacionalnih ureda za intelektualno vlasnistvo ove skupine
zemalja razmjenjuju se stajalista oko aktualnih pitanja vezanih uz
razvoj sustava intelektualnog vlasnistva Europske unije, razvoja
medunarodnog sustava i rada medunarodnih organizacija iz
podrucja intelektualnog viasnistva, te se dogovaraju aktivnosti
na promicanju zajednickih interesa u europskim i medunarodnim
organizacijama za intelektualno vlasnistvo. Tijekom 2018.
godine odrzana su dva redovna godisSnja sastanka proSirene
Visegradske skupine na kojima je sudjelovala i delegacija
Zavoda — u svibnju u Pragu uz domacinstvo Ceske te u rujnu
u Rustu uz domacinstvo Austrije.

U listopadu 2018. Zavod je u sluzbeni posjet primio delegaciju
udruge Republike Koreje za promicanje inovacija (Korea Invention
Promotion Association, KIPA), koja je povezano drustvo Korejskog
zavoda za intelektualno vlasnistvo te se bavi promicanjem
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, njihovom komercijalizacijom
i edukacijom o pravima intelektualnog vlasnistva. Korejskoj
delegaciji predstavljene su aktivnosti Zavoda u podrucju
edukacije i jatanja razine javne svijesti o pravima intelektualnog
vlasniStva, osobito za djecu i mlade, te programi izobrazbe i

Within the project titled Techno-Fast Techno-Future: European
Researchers’ Night, financed within the EU Framework Programme
for Research and Innovation 2014-2020 — Horizon 2020, the Office
participated on 28 September, together with other partner institutions,
in a public event of the “European Researchers’ Night” in Zagreb.

In 2018, the Office continued to cooperate with the sector of
creative industries, particularly national associations of authors and
collective associations of copyright and related rights holders. In
terms thereof, it needs to be highlighted that the Office participated
in expert discussions at public events in the field of copyright and
related rights and creative industries, as well as that it sponsored
campaigns and events related to the protection of copyright and
related rights.

3.2.2. International Cooperation

In 2018, the Office’s cooperation with foreign national intellectual
property offices was bilateral and multilateral, by participating in the
work of international organisations, as well as in relevant regional
and international initiatives.

3.2.2.1. Bilateral and Regional Cooperation

During 2018, the Office continued its cooperation with the
countries in Central and Eastern Europe, primarily through informal
regional cooperation in the field of intellectual property, as part of the
so-called extended Visegrad Group of states consisting of the Czech
Republic, Hungary, Slovakia, Poland, as well as Austria, Slovenia,
Croatia and Romania. In regular meetings of national intellectual
property offices’ delegations opinions are exchanged about the
current issues concerning the development of the European Union
intellectual property system, the development of the international
system and the work of international organisations in the field of
intellectual property. Furthermore, activities are arranged in relation
to promoting joint interests in European and international intellectual
property organisations. During 2018, two regular annual meetings
of the extended Visegrad Group were held with participation of
the Office’s delegation — in May in Prague, hosted by the Czech
Republic, and in September in Rust, hosted by Austria.

In October 2018, the delegation of the Korea Invention
Promotion Association (KIPA) paid an official visit to the Office;
this is an affiliated association of the Korean Intellectual Property
Office dealing with promotion of intellectual property rights, their



usavrSavanja. Korejska delegacija je predstavila svoju djelatnost,
kao i odredene posebne programe edukacije razvijene za malo
i srednje poduzetnistvo, te djecu i mlade.

3.2.2.2. Multilateralna i europska suradnja

Svjetska organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo
(WIPO)

Uz nastavak redovne suradnje sa Svjetskom organizacijom
za intelektualno vlasnistvo (WIPO) sudjelovanjem predstavnika
Zavoda u radu struénih i upravljackih tijela, u 2018. godini
provedene su i ostale aktivnosti suradnje Zavoda i WIPO-a iz
godiSnjeg programa suradnje na pojedinim projektima.

Od 1. ozujka 2018. godine omoguceno je podnoSenje
Zavodu medunarodnih patentnih prijava temeljem Ugovora o
suradnju podrucju patenata (Patent Cooperation Treaty — PCT) u
elektroni¢kom obliku putem sustava ePCT. Usluga omogucava
sigurnu i izravnu interakciju vezanu uz medunarodne PCT
prijave koje administrira Medunarodni ured WIPO-a, te pruza
podnositeljima prijava mogucénost provodenja PCT transakcija
elektroni¢kim putem, umanjenje troskova medunarodnih
pristojbi i jednostavan nacin podnosenja.

U suradnji sa Sluzbom za jacanje postivanja prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva WIPO-a tijekom 2018. godine pokrenut
je natjeCaj za ucenike osnovnih i srednjih Skola iz Republike
Hrvatske za najbolji literarni rad, video rad, skladbu, likovni
rad ili strip na temu Original je uvijek bolji. Cilj ovog natjecaja je
potaknuti ucenike da kroz vlastiti kreativni izri¢aj izraze svoje
videnje o tome kako kreativna djela i inovacije mogu zivot ljudi
i drustvo u cjelini u€initi kvalitetnijim i boljim te zasto je vazno
postivati rad kreativnih stvaratelja i inovatora i njihova prava
intelektualnog viasnistva.

U suorganizaciji WIPO-a i Zavoda u ozujku je za predstavnike
medija odrzan seminar 0 osnovnim postavkama i vrstama
intelektualnog vlasnistva, nac¢inu medijskog izvjeStavanja o
intelektualnom vlasnistvu za javnost te prakti¢nim savjetima
vezanim uz odnos novinarstva, autorskog prava i ekonomije
digitalnog oglasavanja.

Nastavljena je i redovna stru¢no-tehni¢ka suradnja s
Akademijom WIPO-a u okviru odrzavanja Opceg tecCaja
intelektualnog vlasnistva putem u¢enja na daljinu na hrvatskom
jeziku u organizaciji Zavoda (DL 101 HR), kao nacionalne inaCice
istoimenog globalnog te¢aja na daljinu u organizaciji WIPO-a.

commercialisation and education thereon. Korean delegation
was presented with the Office’s activities in the field of education
and building public awareness of intellectual property rights,
especially for children and youth, and programmes of education
and specialisation. Korean delegation presented its activity, as well
as certain specific programmes of education developed for small
and medium-sized entrepreneurship, and for children and youth.

3.2.2.2. Multilateral and European Cooperation
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO)

Regular cooperation with the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPQO) was continued by the Office’s representatives’
participating in the work of expert and administration authorities
in 2018 and carrying out activities of cooperation between the
Office and the WIPO within the annual programme of cooperation
in individual projects.

Since 1 March 2018, it has been made possible to file
international patent applications with the Office electronically on
the basis of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) via the ePCT
system. The service enables secure and direct interaction related
to international PCT applications administered by the International
Bureau of the WIPO, and provides applicants with the possibility
of making PCT transactions electronically, with cost reduction of
international fees and with simple application process.

In cooperation with the WIPO's Building Respect for IP Division,
a competition was initiated during 2018 for primary and secondary
schoolchildren from the Republic of Croatia for the best literary
work, video work, composition, fine art work or a cartoon to the
topic of Original Is Always Better. The aim of this competition was
to instigate schoolchildren to give their own creative expression
of how creative works and innovations can make life of people
and society in general better in quality and why it is important
to respect work of creative authors and innovators and their
intellectual property rights.

Co-organised by the WIPO and the Office, a seminar was
held in March for media representatives on basic postulates and
types of intellectual property, on the way of media reporting on
intellectual property to the public and on practical pieces of advice
related to the relationship between journalism, copyright and digital
advertising economy.

Regular expert-technical cooperation with the WIPO Academy
was continued within the General Intellectual Property Course by
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Redovna provedba ovog teCaja zapocetog 2014. godine odvija
se dva puta godisnje te je u 2018. godini odrzani deveti i deseti
ciklus ovog tecaja.

Delegacija Hrvatske, u kojoj su sudjelovale ravnateljica i
zamijenica ravnateljice Zavoda, sudjelovala je na 58. godisnjem
zasjedanju skupstina WIPO-a, a redovno je pracen i rad strucnih
tijela WIPO-a uz aktivno sudjelovanje predstavnika Zavoda
na ve¢em broju sastanaka ovih tijela. IstiCe se sudjelovanje
na 13. sastanku Savjetodavnog odbora za provedbu prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva (Advisory Committee on Enforcement

— ACE), na kojem je na poziv WIPO-a predstavljena praksa
Republike Hrvatske u podrucju provedbe aktivnosti usmjerenih
na jaCanje razine svijesti o potrebi zastite prava intelektualnog
vlasnistva kod djece i mladih.

Europska patentna organizacija (EPO)

Suradnja Zavoda s Europskom patentnom organizacijom,
odnosno Europskim patentnim uredom kao njezinim izvrSnim
tijelom, nastavljena je i tjekom 2018. godine.

Suradnja se odvijala temeljem Bilateralnog plana suradnje
(BCP) izmedu EPO-a i Zavoda za trogodisnje razdoblje od 2016.
do 2018. godine. Tijekom 2018. godine u programima stru¢nog
usavrSavanja organiziranih od strane EPO-a zaposlenici Zavoda
sudjelovali su kroz seminare, radionice te programe ucenja
na daljinu. Navedeni programi odnosili su se na podrucje
postupaka za priznanje patenta, nacin odredivanja i koristenja
patentne dokumentacije te standarda i alata za razmjenu
patentnih dokumenata i informacija.

Nadalje, u okviru BCP-a u studenom je u organizaciji EPO-a
i Zavoda u Zagrebu odrzan dvodnevni seminar pod nazivom
Postupci patentiranja u podrucju zastite izuma koji se izvode uz
primjenu racunala. Prvi dan je bio posvecen usporednom prikazu
prakse i razmjeni iskustava izmedu patentnih ispitivaca iz EPO-a
i Zavoda, dok je drugi dan odrzan strucni javni skup na istu temu.
Dogadaj je bio namijenjen predstavnicima industrije i poduzetnistva,
akademskim institucijama, patentnim zastupnicima te ostaloj
zainteresiranoj stru¢noj javnosti s ciliem razvoja platforme za
razmjenu znanja i iskustava te podizanja javne svijesti o mogucénosti
zastite izuma koji se izvode uz primjenu racunala kao specifi¢ne
kategorije izuma u pogledu patentne zastite.

Aktivnosti na jacanju jezi¢nih kompetencija zaposlenika
Zavoda u podrucju sluzbenih jezika EPO-a koje su zapocete
jos 2013. godine, nastavljene su i u 2018. godini.

Predstavnici Zavoda su tijekom godine sudjelovali na

distance learning in Croatian, organised by the Office (DL 107
HR), as a national version of a global distance learning course of
the same name, organised by the WIPQ. This course has been
started in 2014 and it is held twice a year on a regular basis; in
2018, the ninth and the tenth cycle of this course were held.
The Croatian delegation, including Director General and
Assistant Director General, participated in the 58th series of
meetings of the WIPO assemblies, the work of the WIPO'’s
expert bodies has been regularly observed in addition to active
participation of the Office’s representatives in a number of
meetings of these authorities. It is to emphasise participation in
the 13th meeting of the Advisory Committee on Enforcement
(ACE), where, upon invitation of the WIPO, the practice of the
Republic of Croatia was presented in the field of the enforcement
of activities focused on strengthening awareness of the need to
protect intellectual property rights with children and youth.

European Patent Organisation (EPO)

The cooperation between the Office and the European Patent
Organisation and the European Patent Office as its executive body
respectively, continued in 2018.

The cooperation was based on the Bilateral Cooperation
Plan (BCP) between the EPO and the Office for the three-year
period from 2016 to 2018. During 2018, the Office’'s employees
participated in professional specialization programmes organised
by the EPO through seminars, workshop and distance learning
programmes. These programmes related to the field of patent
granting procedures, the method of determining and using patent
documentation and standards and tools for exchange of patent
documents and information.

Furthermore, a two-day seminar was held in November
in Zagreb within BCP, organised by the EPO and the Office,
titled Patenting Procedures in the Field of Protecting Computer
Implemented Inventions. The first day was dedicated to
comparative representation of practice and experience exchange
petween patent examiners from the EPO and the Office, whereas
a professional public meeting with the same topic was held
on the second day. The event was intended for industry and
entrepreneurship representatives, academic institutions, patent
representatives and other interested professional public, with an
aim to develop a platform for knowledge and experience exchange
and to to raise public awareness of protection possibilities of
computer implemented inventions as a specific category of
inventions in terms of patent protection.,

(EUIPO)

Redovni formalni okvir kojim se utvrduju godiSnje aktivnosti
suradnje Zavoda i EUIPO-a ¢ini godisnji Ugovor o suradnji
izmedu Zavoda i EUIPO-a, temelijem kojeg se odvija suradnja
Zavoda i EUIPO-a u aktivnostima Europske mreze zigova i
dizajna na zajednickim projektima i programima za uskladivanje
prakse u podrucju ispitivanja zigova i industrijskog dizajna,
kao i suradnja na promotivnim i informacijskim aktivnostima
i uslugama vezanim uz zig Europske unije i dizajn Zajednice.

U okviru navedenog godisnjeg Ugovora i aktivnosti Europske
mreze zigova i dizajna Zavod je tijekom 2018. godine sudjelovao
u dva podrucja aktivnosti na usuglasavanju prakse (tzv. programi
konvergiranja): program konvergiranja “CP 8 — uporaba ziga u
obliku koji se razlikuje od oblika u kojem je registriran” vezano za
dokaze uporabe Ziga te program konvergiranja “CP10 — kriteriji
za procjenjivanje otkrivanja dizajna na Internetu” u svrhu procjene
dokazne vrijednosti otkrivanja dizajna u digitalnom okruzenju.

Tijekom 2018. godine u suradnji s EUIPO-m snimljeni su
edukativni video prilozi na hrvatskom jeziku pod naslovima

“Kako zasétititi zig u Hrvatskoj” i “Kako zaétititi dizajn u Hrvatskoj”
te video prikaz koriStenja informacijskog servisa TMclass
(zajednicki informacijski sustav pretrazivanja klasifikacije
proizvoda i usluga za potrebe registracije zigova), sve u
svrhu $to bolje informiranosti korisnika o sustavu zastite Ziga
i industrijskog dizajna u Hrvatskoj, kao i o korisnim alatima
kao Sto je TMclass za ucinkovito i uredno podnoSenije prijave
za registraciju ziga. Tijekom 2018. godine Zavod je nastavio
suradnju s EUIPO-m radi unaprjedenja postojecih zajednickih
informacijskih sustava za pretrazivanje podataka o registriranim
zigovima i industrijskom dizajnu, TMView i DesignView.

Zavod je nastavio kontinuiranu suradnju sa EUIPO-om i
drugim nacionalnim uredima u okviru programa usuglasavanja
kojim se revidiraju i usuglasavaju izrazi u zajednickom
informacijskom sustavu TMClass-u namijenjenom pretrazivanju
klasifikacije proizvoda i usluga za potrebe registracije Zigova,
te je aktivno sudjelovao u radu zajedniCke platforme za unos
prijedloga i izmjena pojmova unutar tog sustava.

The activities related to strengthening of language competences of
the Office employees regarding official languages of the EPO, which
commenced as early as in 2013, were continued in 2018 as well.

During 2018, representatives of the Office participated in all
meetings of the EPO's Administrative Council, the EPO’s main
governing body, as well as in the work of other administrative
and expert bodies, including the annual meeting on cooperation
between the EPO and the member states, held in Limassol,
Cyprus, in 2018,

European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO)

Regular formal framework to define annual activities of the
cooperation between the Office and the EUIPO comprises the
annual Cooperation Agreement between the Office and the
EUIPO, pursuant to which the Office and the EUIPO cooperate
in relation to the activities of the European Trade Mark and Design
Network regarding joint projects and convergence programmes for
the harmonisation of practice concerning trademark and industrial
design examination, as well as cooperation in promotional and
information activities and services related to the European Union
trademark and the Community design.

As part of the aforementioned annual Agreement and the
activities of the European Trademark and Design Network,
the Office implemented during 2018 two areas of activities
concerning the convergence of practice (the so-called
convergence programmes). convergence programme ‘CP 8 —
Use of a trademark in a form differing from the one registered”
related to the evidence of use of a trademark and convergence
programme “CP10 — Criteria for assessing disclosure of designs
on the Internet” with the purpose of assessing evidence value of
disclosure of designs in digital environment.

During 2018, in cooperation with the EUIPO, educational
videos were recorded in Croatian, titled “How to protect a
trademark in Croatia” and “How to protect a design in Croatia”
and the video presentation of using TMclass information system
(common information system of searching through classifications
of goods and services for the needs of trademark registrations),
all for the purpose of improving provision of information to users
on trademark and industrial design protection system in Croatia,
as well as on useful tools such as TMclass for efficient and
proper filing of a trademark registration application. During 2018,
the Office continued to cooperate with the EUIPO in order to
improve current joint information systems of registered trademark
and industrial design database search, TMView and DesignView.

Slijedom Ugovora o suradnji za 2018. godinu nastavljena
je provedba projekta Dan intelektualnog viasnistva za djecu
odrzavanjem dva dogadanja, u Rijeci i Velikoj Gorici, te su
razvijeni dodatni materijali za provodenje ovih dogadaja.

Zavod je uz podrsku Koordinacijskog povjerenstva za
provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva te u suradnji s
EUIPO-om u rujnu organizirao stru¢ni skup “Promicanje
legalnih digitalnih izvora kulturnih i zabavnih sadrzaja — projekt
Europske unije AGORATEKA”. Na skupu je hrvatskim dionicima
predstavljen projekt AGORATEKA koji putem odgovarajuceg
internetskog portala na strukturiran nacin objedinjuje zakonitu
internetsku ponudu kulturnih i zabavnih sadrzaja drzava ¢lanica
Europske unije.

Delegacija Zavoda predstavljala je Republiku Hrvatsku
i sudjelovala na redovnim sastancima Upravnog odbora
i Odbora za proracun EUIPO-a u lipnju i studenom 2018.
godine. Predstavnici Zavoda tijekom godine su sudjelovali i
na redovnim koordinacijskim sastancima (Liaison Meetings)
izmedu EUIPO-a i nacionalnih ureda zemalja ¢lanica EU-a,
sastancima u okviru Ugovora o suradnji, u programima stru¢nog
usavrSavanja u podrucju Zigova i industrijskog dizajna koje je
organizirala EUIPO-ova Akademija te na sastancima Europske
promatracnice za povrede prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

The Office continued to cooperate with the EUIPO and other
national offices within the convergence programme intended
to revise and harmonize the terms used in the TMClass joint
information system, intended for searching the classification of
goods and services for the purpose of trademark registration, and
it actively cooperated in the work of the joint platform for the entry
of proposals and changes of terms within this system.

As part of the Office’s intensive participation in various projects
and programmes of cooperation within the activities of the European
Trade Mark and Design Network (ETMDN), a new menu was
established on the website of the Office containing information
about the purpose, the progress and results of the Office’s
participation in the work of ETMDN, with regular amendments to
the content pursuant to the development dynamics of projects and
programs. A special highlight is a joint communication published
by national offices competent for trademark registration of the
European Union Member States within the European Trade Mark
and Design Network on representation of new types of trademarks.

Following the Cooperation Agreement for 2018, the project titled
the Intellectual Property Day for Children continued to be implemented
py holding two events, in Rijeka and in Velika Gorica, and additional
materials were prepared for these events to be conducted.

Supported by the Coordination Committee for the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights and in cooperation with the EUIPO,
the Office organised a professional meeting in September, titled
“Promotion of Legal Digital Sources of Cultural and Entertainment
Content — the European Union Project, AGORATEKA”, At the
meeting, the AGORATEKA project was presented to Croatian
stakeholders, which integrates structured legal cultural and
entertainment content online supplied by the European Union
Member States via appropriate internet portal.

The Office delegation represented the Republic of Croatia and
participated in regular meetings of the EUIPO Administrative Board
and Budget Committee in June and November 2018. During 2018,
the Office representatives participated in regular Liaison Meetings
between the EUIPO and national offices of the EU Member States,
meetings within the Cooperation Agreement, the programmes
of expert specialisation in the field of trademarks and industrial
design organised by the EUIPO Academy and in the meetings
of the European Observatory for the Infringements of Intellectual
Property Rights.

Patent protection in the Republic of Croatia is achieved via
the national or the regional route. Protection can be granted via
the national route either by directly filing the patent application
with the Office or by entry of the international application into the
national phase on the basis of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT),
wherein the Office decides whether to grant patent protection or
not. Protection via the regional route can be achieved by filing
a European patent application to the European Patent Office
(EPO) in accordance with the European Patent Convention. In
this case, the European Patent Office makes the decision whether
to grant the patent or not, whereas the Office only conducts
formal procedures in relation to the entry of the patent into the
patent register valid on the territory of the Republic of Croatia
maintained by the Office.

U 2018. godini podneseno je ukupno 136 prijava nacionalnim
putem, §to u odnosu na prethodnu godinu predstavlja smanjenje
broja prijava za 17%.

Od tog broja 121 prijavu podnijeli su domadi podnositelji, Sto je
22% manje u odnosu na 2017. godinu kada je zaprimljeno 148 takvih
prijava, dok preostalih 15 Cine prijave stranih podnositelja. Nizak
stupan;j interesa stranih podnositelja za nacionalnim postupkom
odnosno nacionalnom fazom postupka prema PCT-u posliedica
je preferencije stranih podnositelja da patentnu zastitu u Republici
Hrvatskoj ostvare putem upisa europskih patenata u registar Zavoda
odnosno ulaskom medunarodne prijave u europsku, regionalnu
fazu postupka prema PCT-u, imajuci u vidu previadavajuci interes
stranih prijavitelja za zastitom patenta na viSe drzavnih podrudja.

In 2018, atotal of 136 patent applications were filed with the Office,
which represents a decrease of 17% compared to the previous vear.

Out of that number, a total of 121 applications were filed by
resident applicants, representing 22% less than compared to
the 2017, when there were 148 such applications fled and 15 by
non-resident applicants. A low degree of interest by non-resident
applicants in the national procedure or the national phase of the PCT
procedure is a consequence of non-resident applicants preferring
to achieve patent protection in the Republic of Croatia by entering
European patents into the register of the Office or by an international
application entering into the European, regional phase of the PCT
procedure, bearing in mind that non-resident applicants prefer patent
protection in several state territories.

U 2018. godini podneseno je 49 zahtjeva za upis prosirenih
europskih patenata prema Sporazumu o suradnji na podrucju
patenata izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Europske patentne
organizacije (Sporazum o suradnji i proSirenju) koji je bio na
snazi od 2004. do 2008. godine. Broj zahtjeva za upis europskin
patenata temeliem Europske patentne konvencije (EPC), koja je
na snazi u Hrvatskoj od 1. sije¢nja 2008. godine, u 2018. godini
iznosio je 2023, Sto Cini povecanje od 15% u odnosu na 2017.
godinu kada je zaprimljeno 1765 takvih zahtjeva, i potvrduje
kontinuirani trend rasta interesa za patentnom zastitom putem
europskog patenta u Republici Hrvatskoj.

Zavodu su u 2018. godini kao prijamnom uredu za postupke
temelijem PCT Ugovora podnesene 24 medunarodne prijave
nacionalnih podnositelja, Sto predstavlja povecanje od 26% u
odnosu na proteklu godinu.

The number of resident legal persons (companies) that filed a
patent application via the national route in 2018 is lower in comparison
to 2017 by 27% — there were 19 applications filed compared to the
26 filed in the previous year. The number of natural persons as
applicants is also lower by 16% — from 122 to 102. Amongst resident
applicants, natural persons keep significantly prevailing, making a
high 84% of the total number of resident applicants.

Non-resident applicants filed a total of 15 patent applications via
the national route — 40% were filed by legal persons, thus making
natural persons to be prevailing applicants for the first time. The
highest number of applications by all non-resident applicants comes
from the EU Member States (40%) and the neighbouring states (20%).

In 2018, there were 49 requests for the extension of European
patent applications to be entered on the basis of the Agreement
on Cooperation in the Field of Patents between the Government
of the Republic of Croatia and the European Patent Organisation,
which was in force from 2004 to 2008. In 2018, 2023 requests
were filed for entry of European patents on the basis of the
European Patent Convention (EPC), which is in force in Croatia as
of 1 January 2008, making an increase of 15% in relation to 2017,
when 1765 such applications were filed confirming a continuous
increasing trend of interest in patent protection via the European
patent in the Republic of Croatia.

In 2018, there were 24 international patent applications filed
by national applicants with the Office, as the PCT receiving office,
which represents a 26% increase compared to the previous year.

During 2018, a total of 1976 patents was entered into the
register of the Office, out of which 71 (4%) were patents granted
in national proceedings, and 1905 (96%) were patents granted
in regional proceedings or European patents with effect in the
Republic of Croatia.

The total annual number of patents entered into the register was
2% higher compared to the previous year, whereas the number
of patents granted in national proceedings was 21% lower, while
the number of European patents increased by 3%.

According to the structure of the holders of European patents
entered into the register of the Office in 2018, non-resident legal
persons make as much as 95%, whereas among the holders
there is only 1 resident legal person.

At the end of 2018, a total of 9260 patents were valid in Croatia,
out of which 315 were consensual patents. Compared to the
previous year, the total number of valid patents was higher by 13%.
Thereby, 601 valid patents (6.5%) were granted in national procedure.

As per technical fields, the majority of valid patents granted
via the national route are still in IPC classes A1 (preparations for
medical or dental purposes) 10.5%; CO7 (organic chemistry) 0.5%;
B60-B68 (transportation) 12.6%, EO1-E06 (fixed constructions)
11.6% and GO1-G12 (measuring) 4.2%.

There is also a similar distribution among European patents
entered in the register of the Office — the majority of valid
patents in IPC classes CO7 (organic chemistry) 28.1%, then AG1
(preparations for medical or dental purposes) 24.3%, B60-B68
(transportation) 5.8%, C12 (biochemistry, genetic engineering)
and EO1-E06 (fixed constructions) 4.2%.

It has been already the third year in a row that there was not

U pogledu zakonodavnih aktivnosti u podrucju patenata, u
2018. godini donesene su izmjene i dopune Zakona o patentu
kojima se ukida mogucénost podnosenja Zalbe na odluke Zavoda
kao i Zalbena vijeéa u podrugju prava industrijskog viasnistva
kao drugostupanjsko tijelo u postupcima priznanja industrijskog
vlasnistva u nadleznosti Zavoda, te se umjesto zalbe propisuje pravo
podnosenja tuzbe Upravnom sudu u Zagrebu na prvostupanjske
odluke Zavoda za priznanje prava industrijskog vlasnistva.

Takoder su objavljene izmjene i dopune Pravilnika prema
Ugovoru o suradnji na podrucju patenata (PCT Ugovoru).

Razvitak ljudskih resursa u postupcima zastite patenta
tijekom 2018. godine odvijao se prvenstveno kroz projekt

In 2018, in the field of legislative activities in the field of patents,
Amendments to the Patents Act were adopted revoking the possibility
to file an appeal to the Office’'s decisions as well as the Boards of
Appeal in the field of industrial property rights as a second-instance
authority in the procedures of granting industrial property rights within
the responsibility of the Office; instead of appealing, it is provided for the
right to bring an action before the Administrative Court in Zagreb against
first-instance decisions of the Office of granting industrial property rights.

Amendments to the Regulations under the Patent Cooperation
Treaty (PCT) were adopted as well,

Human resources in patent grant procedure, during 2018, were
developed primarily via the “Institutional Strengthening” project within
the framework of the Bilateral Cooperation Plan between the Office
and the European Patent Office (BCP), where 7 employees from the
Patents Department participated in expert specialisation programmes
organised by the EPO, namely 10 seminars or workshops and
distance learning programmes. The expert specialisation programmes
concerned patent grant procedures, the manner of designating and

4.1.1. Svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti (SPC)

Od ulaska u ¢lanstvo Europske unije u Hrvatskoj je po
isteku roka vazenja patenta moguce ishoditi svjedodzbu
o dodatnoj zastiti (Supplementary Protection Certificate —
SPC) na maksimalno 5 godina za onaj dio izuma zasticenog
patentom koji se odnosi na proizvod koji je sastavni dio lijeka
namijenjenoga ljudima ili zivotinjama ili sredstva za zastitu bilja,
za stavljanje u promet kojih je potrebno prethodno odobrenje
nadleznoga drzavnog tijela. Dodatno, trajanje SPC-a moze se
produljiti za 6 mjeseci u slu¢aju da se zastita odnosi na lijek za
pedijatrijsku upotrebu. Slijedom toga, pocevsi od 1. srpnja 2013.
godine, Zavod je postao tijelo nadlezno za izdavanje sviedodzbe
o dodatnoj zastiti primjenom odredaba Uredbe (EZ) 469/09
Europskog parlamenta i Vijec¢a od 6. svibnja 2009. i Uredbe
(EZ) 1610/96 Europskog parlamentai Vije¢a od 283. srpnja 1996.
koje se odnose na svjedodZbe o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove za
ljude i Zivotinje te za sredstva za zastitu bilja.

U 2018. godini zaprimliena su ukupno 23 zahtjeva za izdavanje
svjedodZbe o dodatnoj zastiti, u odnosu na 2017. godinu kada
su podnesena 32 takva zahtjeva. Svi zahtjevi za izdavanje SPC-a
zaprimljeni tijekom 2018. godine odnose se na lijekove.

Od navedenog ukupnog broja zahtjeva u 2018. godinu
najveci je broj, njih 34,8%, podnesen od strane podnositelja iz
SAD-a, po 17,4% zahtjeva odnosi se na podnositelje iz Svicarske
i Japana, 13% podnositelja zahtjeva je iz Italije, iz Ujedinjene
Kraljevine je njih 8,7% te po 4,4% iz Nizozemske i Belgije.

Tijekom 2018. godine ukupno su temeljem provedenog
postupka izdane 23 svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove,
koje e stupiti na snagu po isteku trajanja temeljnog patenta, pod
uvjetom placanja troSkova odrzavanja. Najveci broj sviedodzbi
izdan je podnositeljima iz SAD-a (47,8%), Svicarske (17,4%),
Bermude (13%), Spanjolske (8,8%) te po jedna svjedodzba
podnositeljima iz Njemacke, Belgije i Japana.

4.1.1. Supplementary Protection Certificates (SPC)

Since becoming a member of the European Union, it is
possible to obtain a Supplementary Protection Certificate (SPO)
in Croatia, following the expiry of patent validity, for a maximum
period of 5 years and for the part of the patented invention
relating to the product which is a constituent part of a medicinal
product intended for humans or animals or a plant protection
product, the marketing of which requires prior authorisation of the
competent state authority. In addition, the duration of the SPC can
be prolonged by 6 months if the protection relates to a medicinal
product for paediatric use. Consequently, with effect from 1 July
2013, the Office has become the authority in charge for granting
Supplementary Protection Certificates based on the application of
the provisions of the Regulation (EC) No. 469/09 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 6 May 2009, and the Regulation
(EC) No. 1610/96 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
23 July 1996, concerning Supplementary Protection Certificates
for medicines intended for humans or animals as well as for plant
protection products.

Atotal of 23 applications for issuing supplementary protection
certificates were filed in 2018, in relation to 32 applications filed
in 2017. All applications filed in 2018 relate to medicinal products.

Out of the mentioned total number of applications for 2018,
the majority thereof, 34.8%, was filed by applicants from the USA,
17.4% of applications each refer to applicants from Switzerland
and Japan, 13% of applicants come from ltaly, 8.7% from the
United Kingdom and 4.4% each from Netherlands and Belgium.

During 2018, a total of 23 SPCs was granted for medicinal
products and they will enter into force following the expiry of
underlying patents, provided that maintenance fees are duly paid.
The majority of SPCs was granted to applicants from the USA
(47.8%), Switzerland (17.4%), Bermuda (13%), Spain (8.8%) and
Germany, Belgium and Japan — one each.

Zastitu Ziga u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce je ostvariti
u nacionalnom postupku koji u potpunosti provodi Zavod,
u medunarodnom postupku koji se provodi putem tzv.
Madridskog sustava medunarodne registracije zigova u
kojem Zavod provodi dio postupka, te zastitom Ziga Europske
unije koji vrijedi na ukupnom teritoriju Europske unije, putem
postupka koji u cijelosti provodi Ured Europske unije za
intelektualno vlasnistvo.

Tijekom 2018. godine Zavodu je u nacionalnom postupku
podneseno 1289 prijava za registraciju zigova, odnosno 12%
manje prijava od prethodne godine kada ih je podneseno 1473.

Od ukupnog broja prijava podnesenih Zavodu u nacionalnom
postupku u 2018. godini domadi prijavitelji podnijeli su 1060
prijava, dok su strani prijavitelji podnijeli 229 prijava. Pad
ukupnog broja prijava u nacionalnom postupku u 2018. godini
u odnosu na proteklu godinu odnosi se na pad prijava koje su
podnijeli domadi prijavitelji. U nominalnom iznosu broj prijava
domacih prijavitelja maniji je za 187 prijava, a broj prijava stranih
podnositelja veci je za 3 prijave u odnosu na 2017. godinu.

Tijekom 2018. godine podneseno je i 1685 zahtjeva za
prosirenje medunarodne registracije ziga na Republiku Hrvatsku
putem Madridskog sustava medunarodne registracije zigova.

4.2. Trademarks

In the Republic of Croatia, trademark protection can be
achieved in national procedure entirely carried out by the Office,
ininternational procedure via the so-called Madrid System for the
International Registration of Marks, in which the Office conducts
only a part of the registration process, and through the protection
of the European Union trademark which is valid in the entire
territory of the European Union, via proceedings entirely carried
out by the European Union Intellectual Property Office.

During 2018, 1289 trademark applications were filed with the
Office via the national route, which is by 12% less applications
compared to the previous year, when 1473 applications were filed.

QOut of the total number of applications filed with the Office via the
national route in 2018, resident applicants filed 1060 applications,
compared to 229 applications filed by non-resident applicants. A
decrease in the number of applications by resident applicants refers
to the decrease in the total number of applications via the national
route in 2018, in relation to the previous year. Nominally, the number
of applications by residents is by 187 applications lower, and the
number of applications by non-residents is by 3 applications higher
compared to the number of applications filed in 2017.

During 2018, there were also 1685 requests filed for the
extension of the international trademark registration to the
Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System for the International

Ukupan broj prijava u 2018. godini, uzimajuci u obzir i
prijave ziga podnesene u nacionalnom postupku i zahtjeve
za prosirenje zaprimljene kroz Madridski sustav medunarodne
registracije zigova, iznosi 2974. U odnosu na prethodnu
godinu taj broj je 4% manji kao rezultat pada broja prijava u
nacionalnom postupku.

Medutim, navedeni ukupni godisniji broj prijava u 2018. godini
od utjecaja je prvenstveno na poslovanje Zavoda, dok je za ukupnu
sliku o broju prijava za zastitu Ziga na teritoriju Hrvatske potrebno
uzeti u obzir da je Uredu Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo

podrucje Republike Hrvatske. Slijedom toga moze se zakljuciti da
je u 2018. godini podneseno ukupno 155 462 prijava za zastitu
Ziga na teritoriju Hrvatske, pri Eemu se istiCe da sluzbene podatke
0 Zigovima Europske unije u potpunosti vodi EUIPO. Pravni ucinci
ziga Europske unije na teritoriju Republike Hrvatske utjecu i na
povecanje broja dvostranackih postupaka pred Zavodom u kojima
takvi postupci ¢ine 63% od ukupnog broja od 101 zahtjeva za
pokretanje dvostranackih postupaka tijekom 2018. godine.

U pogledu prijava ziga u nacionalnom postupku, u 2018.
godini pojedinacno najzastupljenija drzava iz koje dolaze strani
prijavitelji, kao i prethodnih godina, su Sjedinjene Americke
Drzave (SAD). Broj prijavitelja iz SAD-a Cini 21% ukupnog broja
stranih prijavitelja.

Registration of Marks. The number of such requests increased
by 4% compared to the previous year when there were 1615
applications filed. Thus, the multiannual trend of decrease in the
number of requests for extension of the international trademark
registration to the Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System for
the International Registration of Marks was stopped.

The total number of applications in 2018, taking into account
the trademark applications filed via the national route and the
requests for extension filed through the Madrid System for the
International Registration of Marks, was 2974. Compared to the
previous year, this number is 4% lower as a result of decrease in
the number of applications filed via the national route.

However, the mentioned total annual number of applications in
2018 primarily affects the business operation of the Office, whereas to
gain the complete picture about the number of trademark applications
in the territory of Croatia, one must take into account that, according
the published data, 152,488 applications for the protection of the
European Union trademark were filed in 2018 with the European
Union Intellectual Property Office, and these relate to the territory of
the Republic of Croatia, as well. Therefore, it can be concluded that,
in 2018, atotal of 155,462 trademark applications were filed in relation
to the territory of Croatia, whereas it must be emphasised that the
official records on the European Union trademarks are entirely being
kept by the EUIPO. Legal effects of the European Union trademark in
the territory of the Republic of Croatia affect also the increase in the
number of two-party procedures before the Office, where a former
European Union trademark represents the legal basis of initiating the
procedure; such procedures make up 63% of the total number of 1071
requests to initiate two-party procedures during 2018.

As in previous years, in 2018 the most individually represented
country from which non-resident applicants that have filed trademark

applications via the national route originate are the United States
of America (USA). The number of US applicants makes up 21% of
the total number of non-resident applicants. They are followed by
applicants from Switzerland, Great Britain and the Czech Republic.

In 2018, the extension of the international trademark registration
to the Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System was most
frequently requested by applicants from China and Germany.
Applicants from China make up 25%, and applicants from
Germany make up 9% of requests for extension of international
trademark registrations to the Republic of Croatia. According to
the share in the total number, applicants from China and Germany
are followed by applicants from Russia, Serbia and Turkey.
Considering the total number of trademark applications filed via
the national route and the number of requests for extension of
registrations to the Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System,
the majority of applications in 2018, after resident applicants, was
filed by applicants from China and Germany.

In national procedure before the Office in 2018, most trademark
applications, a total of 19, were filed by a resident applicant, the cake

strane fiziCke osobe podnijele samo 12 prijava u nacionalnom
postupku pred Zavodom.

U 2018. godini podnesene su 124 medunarodne prijave
ziga putem Madridskog sustava za koje je ured porijekla
Republika Hrvatska (prijave domacih prijavitelja), $to je za 24
prijave vise u odnosu na prethodnu godinu. Godisnji broj ove
vrste medunarodnih prijava pokazuje periodi¢ne oscilacije te
povecanie njihovog broja u 2018. godini u odnosu na prethodno
razdoblje ne daje osnova za pouzdan zaklju¢ak o trendu
povecanja broja ovih prijava.

In 2018, 124 international trademark applications were filed
via the Madrid System, for which the Republic of Croatia is the
office of origin (applications by residents), which makes up 20
applications less than in the previous year. The annual number of
this kind of international applications shows periodic oscillations,
so that a decrease in the number thereof in 2018 in relation to the
previous period does not provide basis for a reliable conclusion
on a decreasing trend in the number of such applications.

Considering trademark applications filed in 2018 via the national
route according to counties of origin of resident applicants, 58% of
the total number of applications were filed by applicants from the

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Zagreb County and the City of Zagreb. Applicants from the Primorje-
Gorski Kotar County, ranked second in number, fled 74 applications,
which make up 7% of the total number of applications. Applicants
from the Istria County with 66 applications and applicants from the
Split-Dalmatia County with 64 applications follow concerning the
share in the total number of applications. Compared to the previous
year, the number of applications in 2018 decreased or there were
negligible differences registered in the majority of counties. It is only
in the Primorje-Gorski Kotar County and the Split-Dalmatia County
that the number of applications increased by more than 20 in relation
to the number of applications in the previous year.

During 2018, considering the total number of trademark
applications filed via the national route and requests for extension of
protection via the international route, as in the previous year, trademark
applications were most frequently filed in class 35 of the Nice
Classification, which includes advertising and marketing, followed by
trademark applications in class 9, which includes computer software,
and in class 41, which includes education, entertainment, sporting
and cultural activities. Considering only requests for extension of
protection via the international route trademarks in class 35 were most
frequently applied for. Trademark applications filed by non-residents
directly with the Office refer most frequently to pharmaceuticals,
medical and veterinary preparations and sanitary preparations in
class 5. As in the previous vear, resident applicants mostly applied for
trademarks for services in classes 35 and 41 of the Nice Classification.

Ukupan broj vazecih prava ziga u 2018. godini temeljem
registracija u nacionalnom postupku i medunarodnih registracija
ziga putem Madridskog sustava manji je u odnosu na ukupan
broj vazecih prava u 2017. godini, ¢ime se nastavlja trend
smanjivanja ukupnog broja vazecih prava zapocet 2014. godine.
Na kraju 2018. godine ukupno je u vazenju u Republici Hrvatskoj
temelijem postupaka registracije u nacionalnom i medunarodnom
postupku putem Madridskog sustava bilo 111 774 Zigova, $to
je 5196 zigova odnosno 4% manje u odnosu na prethodnu
2017. godinu i rezultat je prvenstveno znacajnijeg godisSnjeg
smanjenja broja zigova u vazenju registriranih putem Madridskog
sustava (-5%).

The total number of valid trademarks in 2018, based on registration
via the national route and international trademark registrations via the
Madrid System, is lower compared to the total number of valid rights
in 2017, continuing the decreasing trend in relation to the total number
of valid rights, which commenced in 2014. At the end of 2018, a
total of 111,774 trademarks were valid in the Republic of Croatia, on
the basis of registration via the national route and the international
route through the Madrid System, which is 5196 trademarks or 4%
less than in the previous year of 2017 being a result primarily of a
rather significant annual decrease in the number of valid trademarks
registered via the Madrid System (-5%). Out of the total number of
valid trademarks, 27,424 trademarks are trademarks registered via
the national route before the Office, which makes up 24%. The
distribution of the number of valid trademarks in the Republic of
Croatia between the trademarks registered via the national route and
those registered via the Madrid System was insignificantly changed
compared to the previous year, that is, the share of valid trademarks
registered via the Madrid System slightly decreased, and the number
of valid trademarks registered via the national route is lower by 13%.

Od ukupnog broja zigova u vazeniju registriranih u nacionalnom
postupku njih 13 938 odnosno 51% su zigovi domacih nositelja,
Sto predstavlja neznatan porast udjela u odnosu na prethodnu
2017. godinu. NajviSe zigova stranih nositelja registriranih u
nacionalnom postupku je, kao i proteklih godina, iz SAD-a (20%),
a slijede Velika Britanija (4%) i Japan (4%).

Promatrajuci zigove registrirane u nacionalnom postupku
prema razredu proizvoda i usluga za koje su registrirani, pokazuje
se da je u 2018. godini najvedi udio Zigova u vazenju u razredu
35, a zatim u razredu 5. Pritom je najveci broj zigova u vazenju
domacdih nositelja u razredu 35, dok je najveci broj zigova u
vazenju stranih nositelja u razredu 5. U 2018. godini nositel]
najveceg broja zigova od ukupnog broja zigova registriranih u
nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom je, kao i prethodne godine,
domadi nositelj, Pliva Hrvatska d.o.o. s 355 zigova u vazenju, a
slijedi ga strani nositelj, Pringles S.a.r.l. Medu prvih deset nositelja
s najvedim brojem zigova u vazenju registriranih u nacionalnom
postupku pred Zavodom nalazi se 6 domacih tvrtki.

Tijekom 2018. godine podneseno je 18 zahtjeva za
proglasenje ziga nistavim, a 6 zigova je proglaseno nistavim.

U pogledu zakonodavnih aktivnosti u podrucju zigova,
tijekom 2018. godine pripremljen je prijedlog novog Zakona o
zigu s ciliem prenosenja Direktive (EU) 2015/2436 o zigovima
u nacionalno zakonodavstvo i pobolj$anja nacionalnog
normativnog okvira sustava zastite Ziga, te je konacni prijedlog
novog Zakona o Zigu upucen u zakonodavnu proceduru drugog
Citanja u Hrvatskom saboru krajem godine.

U pogledu ostalih aspekata razvoja postupaka u podrucju
zastite zigova, Zavod je aktivno sudjelovao u programima
primjene usuglasenih zajedni¢kih praksi nacionalnih ureda
nadleznih za zigove drzava ¢lanica Europske unije i Ureda
Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo, te u projektima
suradnje na razvoju zajednickih informacijskih servisa i alata,
odnosno na njihovom daljnjem odrzavanju. U odnosu na
primjenu navedenih usuglasenih praksi i zajednickih alata,

national route, 13,938 or 51% are trademarks of resident holders,
representing a slight increase in share in relation to the previous
vear of 2017, The majority of trademarks of non-resident holders
registered via the national route are, as in previous years, from
the USA (20%), followed by Great Britain (4%) and Japan (4%).
Considering the trademarks registered via the national route
according to the class of goods and services which they were
registered for, in 2018, the majority of valid trademarks pertain to
class 35, followed by class 5. The majority of valid trademarks of
resident holders relate to class 35, while the most valid trademarks
of non-resident holders pertain to class 5. In 2018, the holder
of the greatest number of trademarks out of the total number of
trademarks registered via the national route before the Office was,
as in the previous year, the resident holder, Pliva Hrvatska d.o.o.
with 355 valid trademarks, followed by the non-resident holder
Pringles S.a.rl. Among the top ten holders having the greatest
number of valid trademarks registered via the national route before
the Office there were 6 resident companies.
During 2018, there were 18 requests filed to declare a
trademark invalid, whereas 6 trademarks were declared invalid.
During 2018, as to legislative activities in the field of trademarks, a
draft proposal of the new Trademarks Act was prepared with an aim
to transpose the Directive (EU) 2015/2436 relating to trademarks into
the national legislation and to upgrade national normative framework
of the trademark protection system, and the final draft of the new
Trademarks Act was forwarded for legislative procedure of the
second reading to the Croatian Parliament by the end of the year.
Regarding other aspects of development of the trademark
protection process, the Office actively participated in implementation
programmes of harmonised common practice of national offices in
charge of trademarks in the European Union Member States and
the European Union Intellectual Property Office, and in cooperation
projects concerning the development of joint information services
and tools, as well as their further maintenance. In relation to the
implementation of the aforementioned harmonised practice and

4.3. Industrijski dizajn

Zastitu industrijskog dizajna u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce
je ostvariti u nacionalnom postupku koji u potpunosti provodi
Zavod, u medunarodnom postupku koji se provodi putem tzv.
Haskog sustava medunarodne registracije industrijskog dizajna
u kojem Zavod provodi dio postupka, kao tzv. registrirani dizajn
Zajednice koji vrijedi na ukupnom teritoriju Europske unije,
putem postupka koji u cijelosti provodi Ured Europske unije za
intelektualno vlasnistvo, te kao neregistrirani dizajn Zajednice
koji ne podlijeze postupku registracije.

U 2018. godini nastavio se trend pada broja prijava za
zastitu dizajna u nacionalnom postupku iz prethodnih godina.
Tijekom 2018. godine u nacionalnom postupku za registraciju
industrijskoga dizajna pred Zavodom zaprimljeno je ukupno
149 prijava industrijskoga dizajna, $to je 6% manje u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu i ujedno najnizi godisnji broj podnesenih
prijava industrijskog dizajna u nacionalnom postupku u
posljednjih petnaest godina.

S obzirom na moguc¢nost podnoSenja zahtjeva za zastitu vise
dizajna jednom prijavom (tzv. viSestruka prijava), u podnesenih
149 prijava postavljena su ukupno 378 zahtjeva za registraciju
industrijskog dizajna, sto je neznatno manji broj zahtjeva za
registraciju (-2%) industrijskog dizajna podnesenih u prethodnoj
godini. Raspodijela broja prijava dizajna podnesenih izravno
Zavodu izmedu prijava stranih i prijava domacih podnositelja
ukazuje na pretezit broj domacih prijavitelja bududi da su od
ukupnog broja podnesenih prijava samo Sest prijava podnijeli
strani podnositelji. Nominalno je smanjen broj prijava domacih
prijavitelja, koji su u 2018. godini podnijeli 143 prijava odnosno
9% manje nego prethodne godine.

U 2018. godini podneseno je i 57 zahtjeva za registraciju
industrijskog dizajna u Republici Hrvatskoj putem Haskog
sustava medunarodne registracije ili 15% manje u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu. Promatrajuci ukupno prijave za registraciju
dizajna u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom i zahtjeve za
medunarodnu registraciju industrijskog dizajna za Republiku
Hrvatsku putem Haskog sporazuma, podneseno je 206 prijava,
§to je za 8% manje u usporedbi s ukupnim brojem od 225 prijava
u prethodnoj godini.

4.3. Industrial Design

Industrial design can be protected in the Republic of Croatia in
national procedure entirely carried out by the Office, in international
procedure conducted through the so-called Hague System for the
International Registration of Industrial Designs, in which the Office
carried out a part of the registration process, as the so-called
registered Community design which is valid on the entire territory
of the European Union, through a process entirely conducted by
the European Union Intellectual Property Office, as well as via the
institute of unregistered Community design, which is not subject
to the registration process.

In 2018, there was a continuation of a decreasing trend from
previous years in the number of industrial design applications via
the national route. During 2018, a total of 149 industrial design
applications were filed with the Office via the national route, which
is 6% less than in the previous year and it is the lowest annual
number of industrial design applications filed via the national route
in the last fifteen years.

Considering the possibility of filing one application for
registration of several designs (the so-called multiple application),
149 applications filed consisted a total of 378 requests for industrial
design registration, which is slightly less (-2%) than the number
of requests for industrial design registration filed in the previous
year. The distribution of design applications filed directly with the
Office between non-resident and resident applicants indicates
a prevalling number of resident applicants, because in the total
number of applications filed there were only six applications filed
by non-resident applicants. Nominally, the number of applications
filed in 2018 by residents was decreased, accounting for 143
applications or 9% less than in the previous year.

In 2018, there were also 57 requests filed for industrial design
registration in the Republic of Croatia via the Hague System for
the International Registration of Industrial Design or 15% less
compared to the previous year. In relation to the total number of
industrial design applications filed before the Office via the national
route and requests for international registration of industrial
designs for the Republic of Croatia via the Hague Agreement,
206 applications were filed, which is by 8% less compared to the
total number of 225 applications in the previous year.

Medutim, navedeni ukupan godiSniji broj prijava u 2018.
godini od utjecaja je prvenstveno na poslovanje Zavoda, dok je
za ukupnu sliku o broju prijava za registraciju dizajna na podrucju
Republike Hrvatske potrebno uzeti u obzir da je Uredu Europske
unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo (EUIPO) u 2018. godini, prema
objavljenim podacima, podneseno 26 322 prijave za registraciju
dizajna Zajednice, koje se odnose i na podrucje Republike
Hrvatske. Slijedom toga moze se zakljuciti da je u 2018. godini
podneseno ukupno 26 528 prijava za registraciju dizajna na
teritoriju Hrvatske, pri ¢emu sluzbene podatke o registriranim
dizajnima Zajednice u cijelosti vodi EUIPO.

U nacionalnom postupku registracije dizajna pred Zavodom
prijave stranih podnositelja odnose se na prijave Japana,
Njemacke i Francuske, po dvije prijave iz svake od tih zemalja.

Tijekom 2018. godine najveci broj pojedinaénih zahtjeva za
registraciju dizajna u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom
podnijela je domaca tvrtka s 89 zahtjeva, koju slijedi fizicka osoba
s 16 zahtjeva. Medu prvih 10 prijavitelja po broju podnesenih
zahtjeva u ovoj su godini pretezito su domaci podnositelji, njih
8 te 2 strana podnositelja.

However, the mentioned total annual number of applications in
2018 primarily affected the business operation of the Office, while
for the whole picture of the number of industrial design applications
on the territory of the Republic of Croatia, it must be taken into
account that, according to the published data, 26,322 Community
design applications were filed in 2018 with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office, and these relate to the territory of the
Republic of Croatia as well. Therefore, it can be concluded that, in
2018, a total of 26,528 industrial design applications were filed in
relation to the territory of Croatia, with the EUIPO entirely keeping
official records on registered Community designs.

In relation to industrial design applications filed with the Office
via the national route, applications filed by non-residents refer to
applications from Japan, Germany and France, two applications each.

During 2018, the largest number of individual requests for
design registration before the Office via the national route was
filed by a resident company with 89 requests followed by a natural
person with 16 requests. In this year, resident applicants prevail in
the top 10 applicants by number of applications filed, 8 of them,
and 2 of them are non-residents.

In 2018, natural persons filed 77 industrial design applications

U nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom u 2018. godini
fiziCke osobe podnijele su 77 prijava za registraciju dizajna,
dok su pravne osobe podnijele 72 prijave. Ukupan broj prijava
fiziCkih osoba odnosi se na 77 domacih fizickih osoba, a ukupan
broj pravnih osoba odnosi se na 66 prijava domacih pravnih
osoba i 6 stranih pravnih osoba.

U usporedbi s omjerom broja prijava fizickih osoba i pravnih
osoba u prethodnoj godini, biliezi se nominalno smanjenje broja
prijava fizickih osoba u 2017. godini. Udio od 77 prijava fizickih
osoba u 2018. godini smanjen je u odnosu na prethodnu godinu
i iznosi 52% od ukupno podnesenih prijava, a preostalih 48%
odnosno 72 prijave podnijele su pravne osobe.

S obzirom na broj prijava domadih prijavitelja u nacionalnom
postupku pred Zavodom prema zupanijama iz kojih prijavitelji
dolaze, najvedi broj prijava (njih 71 ili 48%) od ukupnog broja
prijava podnijeli su podnositelji iz Zagrebacke zupanije i Grada
Zagreba, slijede podnositelji iz Primorsko-goranske zupanije
s 12%, Istarske zupanije s 11%, te podnositelji iz Vukovarsko-
srijlemske zupanije s udjelom od 7% u ukupnom broju prijava.

with the Office via the national route, while legal persons filed
72 applications. The total number of applications filed by natural
persons relates to 77 resident natural persons, and the total number
of legal persons relates to 66 residents and 6 to non-residents.

Compared to the ratio between the numbers of applications by
natural persons and by legal persons in the previous year, there
is a nominal decrease in the number of applications by natural
persons in 2018. The share of 77 applications by natural persons
in 2018 decreased in relation to the previous year and accounts
for 52% of the applications filed in total, and the remaining 48%
or 72 applications were filed by legal persons.

When the number of applications filed by resident applicants
via the national route before the Office is observed by counties
of the applicants’ origin, the largest number of applications (71 or
48%) of the total number of applications was filed by applicants
from the Zagreb County and the City of Zagreb, followed by
applicants from the Primorje-Gorski Kotar County with 12%, from
the Istria County with 11% and applicants from the Vukovar- Srijem
County with a share of 7% in the total number of applications.

Considering industrial design applications filed before the Office
via the national route during 2018, the majority of applications were
filed in class 9 of the Locarno Classffication for Industrial Designs,
which includes packages and containers for the transport or
handling of goods, then in class 11, in which articles of adornment
are classified, and in class 2, which includes articles of clothing
and haberdashery. 59



Na kraju 2018. godine u Republici Hrvatskoj je, prema broju
prijava, u vazenju bilo ukupno 3939 prava industrijskog dizajna
registriranih u nacionalnom postupku i putem Haskog sustava
medunarodne registracije. Od toga je broja 1393 prava industrijskog
dizajna (35%) registrirano u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom,
a 2546 putem Haskog sustava medunarodne registracije
industrijskog dizajna (65%). Ukupan broj od 3939 vazecih prava
pokazuje da je broj prava u odnosu na prethodnu godinu maniji za
10% odnosno nominalno za 423 prava, kao posljedica smanjivanja
broja podnesenih prijava za registraciju u proteklih pet godina.

By the end of 2018, there was a total of 3939 valid industrial
design rights in the Republic of Croatia, registered via the national
route and via the Hague System for international registration. Out of
that number, 1393 industrial design rights (35%) were registered via
the national route with the Office, while 2546 (65%) were registered
via the Hague System for the International Registration of Industrial
Designs. The total number of 3939 valid rights shows that the
number of rights in relation to the previous year is by 10% lower, or
nominally by 423 rights, as a consequence of a decreasing number
of applications for registration filed within the previous five years.

Od ukupnog broja vazecih prava industrijskog dizajna na
kraju 2018. godine registriranih u nacionalnom postupku pred
Zavodom, njih 1146 odnosno 81% su prava domacih nositelja.
Broj prava industrijskog dizajna stranih nositelja registriranih
u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom ¢&ini nizak broj od 64
prava nositelja iz SAD-a (5%), koje slijede nositelji iz Japana (40
prava) i nositelji iz Njemacke (27 prava).

U 2018. godini nositelj najve¢eg broja prava industrijskog
dizajna u vazenju registriranih u nacionalnom postupku pred
Zavodom je domaca pravna osoba NET d.o.o., a slijede ju
domace pravne osobe Kroko proizvodnjairazvoj d.o.o. i INTEX
PROMET d.o.o., domaca fizicka osoba te strana tvrtka VIEGA
Gmbh & Co.KG. Medu prvih deset nositelja po broju prava
industrijskog dizajna u vazenju registriranih u nacionalnom
postupku pred Zavodom nalazi se 7 domacih i 3 strana nositelja.

Tijekom 2018. godine podnesena su 3 zahtjeva za
proglasenje prava industrijskih dizajna nistavim, a na temelju
zahtjeva za proglasenje niStavim iz prethodnih godina usvojeno
je 5 zahtjeva koji se odnose na proglasenje niStavim prava iz
industrijskog dizajna.

QOut of the total number of valid design rights registered before
the Office via the national route by the end of 2018, 1146 or 81%
of them were the rights of resident holders. The number of design
rights registered before the Office via the national route by non-
resident holders makes up a low number of 64 right holders from
the USA (56%), followed by holders from Japan (40 rights) and
holders from Germany (27 rights).

The holder of the largest number of valid industrial design
rights in 2018, registered before the Office via the national route,
is the resident legal person NET d.o.0., followed by resident legal
persons KROKO Proizvodnja i razvoj d.o0.0. and INTEX PROMET
d.0.0., a resident natural person and a non-resident company
VIEGA GmbH & Co KG. Among the top ten holders according
to the number of valid industrial design rights registered before
the Office via the national route there were 7 resident and 3 non-
resident applicants.

During 2018, there were 3 requests filed to declare industrial
design rights invalid, and 5 requests filed to declare industrial
design rights invalid were adopted based on requests for invalidity
declaration filed in the previous years.

U pogledu ostalih aspekata razvoja postupaka u podrucju zastite
industrijskog dizajna, Zavod je u 2018. godini aktivho sudjelovao u
programima primjene usuglasenih zajednickih praksi nacionalnih
ureda nadleznih za zastitu industrijskog dizajna drzava &lanica
Europske unije i Ureda Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo, te
u projektima suradnje na razvoju zajednickih informacijskih servisa
i alata, odnosno na njihovom daljnjem odrzavanju.

4.4. Oznake izvornosti
i oznake zemljopisnog podrijetla

Tijekom 2018. godine nije bilo novih registracija oznaka
izvornosti ili oznaka zemljopisnog podrijetla pri Drzavnom
zavodu za intelektualno viasnistvo te se ukupni broj registracija
odnosi, kao i do sada, na tri oznake izvornosti: Paska Cipka,
Lepoglavska Cipka i Svetomarska Cipka.

Nastavljena je redovna komunikacija s Europskom komisijom
u pogledu dostave podataka o zigovima koji vrijede na
teritoriju Republike Hrvatske, a koji su moguce sli¢ni/istovjetni
registriranim oznakama zemljopisnog podrijetla i oznakama
izvornosti koji vrijede na teritoriju Europske unije.

4.5. Topografije poluvodi¢kih proizvoda

Topografije poluvodi¢kih proizvoda u kontekstu zastite
intelektualnog vlasnistva trodimenzionalni su prikaz rasporeda
slojeva vodljivog, izolacijskog i poluvodi¢kog materijala u
poluvodi¢kim proizvodima namijenjenima izvodenju odredene
elektronicke funkcije. Za njinovu zastitu provodi se registracijski
postupak, a zastita na nacionalnoj razini u nadleznosti je Zavoda.

Tijekom 2018. godine u Zavodu nije zaprimljena niti jedna
prijava za zastitu topografije poluvodickih proizvoda.

Regarding other aspects of development of the industrial design
protection process, the Office actively participated in implementation
programmes of harmonised common practice of national offices
in charge of industrial design protection in the European Union
Member States and the European Union Intellectual Property Office,
as well as in cooperation projects concerning the development of
joint information services and tools and their further maintenance.

4.4. Designations of Origin
and Geographical Indications

During 2018, there were no new registrations of designations
of origin or geographical indications with the State Intellectual
Property Office, and the total number of registrations concerns
thus far only three designations of origin: the Lace of Pag, the
Lace of Lepoglava and the Lace of Svetomar.

The regular communication with the European Commission
continues with regard to the delivery of data on trademarks valid
on the territory of the Republic of Croatia, which might be similar/
identical to registered geographical indications and designations
of origin valid in the territory of the European Union.

4.5. Topographies of Semiconductor Products

Topographies of semiconductor products in the context
of intellectual property protection are a three-dimensional
representation of the pattern of layers of conducting, insulating or
semiconducting material in semiconductor products intended to
perform an electronic function. A registration procedure is required
to protect a topography as intellectual property, and the protection
on the national level lies within the competence of the Office.

During 2018, no application for protection of topographies of
semiconductor products was filed with the Office.
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U 2018. godini u podrucju autorskog i srodnih prava
provedene su intenzivne zakonodavne aktivnosti na nacionalnoj
i europskoj razini te druge stru¢ne aktivnosti u skladu s
propisanim ovlastima.

Slijedom obveze uskladivanja s Direktivom (EU) 2017/1564
Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca od 13. rujna 2017. o odredenim
dopustenim upotrebama odredenih djela i drugih predmeta zastite
koji su zasticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim pravima u korist
osoba koje su slijepe, koje imaju ostecenje vida ili imaju drugih
poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima i o izmjeni Direktive
2001/29/EZ o uskladivanju odredenih aspekata autorskog i srodnih
prava u informacijskom drustvu (dalje: Direktiva 2017/1564/EU),
provedene su zakonodavne aktivnosti radi donoSenja Zakona
0 izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o autorskom pravu i srodnim
pravima koji objavljen je u Narodnim novinama br. 96/18 od 31.
listopada 2018. te je stupio na snagu 8. studenoga 2018. godine.

Po stupanju navedenog Zakona na snagu, organizacije
koje se bave zastitom slijepih osoba i drugi ovlasteni subjekti
prema Direktivi 2017/1564/EU obavijesteni su 0 donoSenju novih
propisa te su pozvani na dobrovoljnu dostavu podataka koje
Zavod prosljeduje Europskoj komisiji radi objave na sredisnjem
portalu, radi olakS8avanja mogucnosti razmjene prilagodenih
formata unutar Europske unije. Svi zaprimljeni zahtjevi hrvatskih
ovlastenih subjekata proslijedeni su Europskoj komisiji.

U okviru europskih poslova u ovom podrucju Zavod je u
2018. godini intenzivno sudjelovao u radu tijela Europske unije
u podrucju razvoja nove pravne stecevine i drugih pratecih
inicijativa iz podrucja autorskog i srodnih prava.

Pri Vijecéu EU-a nastavljena je rasprava o Prijedlogu
direktive Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca o autorskim pravima na
Jjedinstvenom digitalnom trzistu, i o Prijedlogu uredbe Europskog
parlamenta i Vijeca o utvrdivanju propisa o ostvarivanju autorskog
i srodnih prava koja se primjenjuju na odredena internetska
emitiranja organizacija za radiodifuziju te reemitiranja televizijskih
i radlijskih programa.

Buduci da je modernizacija autorskog prava jedno od
prioritetnih pitanja za Vije¢e EU-a i za Europsku komisiju, u svrhu
postizanja dogovora oko sadrzaja navedenih prijedloga izmedu
drzava ¢lanica medusobno i u trijalogu s Europskim parlamentom
uloZeno je mnogo napora. Organizirano je 19 radnih sastanaka u
formatu stru¢njaka ili atadea te 8 sastanaka COREPER-a tijekom
bugarskog i austrijskog predsjedanja Viie¢em EU-a.

Zavod je pripremao nacionalna stajalista, ocitovanjai stru¢ne
podloge za sudjelovanje na sastancima Radne skupine za
intelektualno vlasnistvo pri Vije¢u EU-a. U vezi usuglasavanja

In 2018, intensive legislative and other professional activities
at national and European levels were carried out in the field of
copyright and related rights in accordance with authorisations
as prescribed.

Following the obligation to implement harmonisation with the
Directive (EU) 2017/1564 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 13 September 2017 on certain permitted uses of certain
works and other subject matter protected by copyright and related
rights for the benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired or
otherwise print-disabled and amending Directive 2001/29/EC on
the harmonisation of certain aspects of copyright and related rights
in the information society (hereinafter: the Directive 2017/1564/EU),
legislative activities were conducted for adoption of the Act on
Amendments to the Copyright and Related Rights Act published
in the Official Gazette No. 96/18 of 31 October 2018 and effective
as of 8 November 2018,

Upon this Act entering into force, organisations dealing with
the protection of persons who are blind and other authorised
entities pursuant to the Directive 2017/1564/EU were notified on
adoption of new regulations and invited to voluntary delivery of
data to be forwarded by the Office to the European Commission
for the purpose of being published on the central portal, in order
to facilitate exchange of adapted formats within the European
Union. All the requests recelved from Croatian authorised entities
were forwarded to the European Commission.

Within the European tasks in this field, the Office participated
intensively in 2018 in the work of authorities of the European Union
in the field of developing new acquis communautaire and other
supporting initiatives in the field of copyright and related rights.

With the EU Council, discussions continued in relation to the
Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and of the
Council on copyright in the Digital Single Market, and to the Proposal
for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council laying
down rules on the exercise of copyright and related rights applicable
to certain online transmissions of broadcasting organisations and
retransmissions of television and radio programmes.

Since modernisation of copyright is one of the priority issues to
the EU Council and the European Commission, a lot of effort was
invested for the purpose of achieving agreement on the content of
the aforementioned proposals among Member States themselves
and in a trilogue with the European Parliament. 19 working meetings
were organised with experts or attaches attending and 8 COREPER
meetings during Bulgarian and Austrian Presidency of the EU Council.

The Office was preparing national standpoints, observations
and professional supporting documents for participation in the



navedenih prijedloga, djelatnici Zavoda sudjelovali su na
sastancima u svojstvu nacionalnih predstavnika, aktivho
sudjelujuci u raspravama uz iznosenje nacionalnih stajalista.

Pripremljena stajalista usuglasavana su s drugim nacionalnim
dionicima, prvenstveno s Ministarstvom vanjskih i europskih
poslova te Ministarstvom kulture, a navedeni zakonodavni
prijedlozi i okvirna nacionalna stajalista predstavljeni su i Odboru
za europske poslove Hrvatskog sabora.

Uz navedene europske posle u nadleznosti Zavoda, ostvarena
je strucna suradnja s drugim nacionalnim institucijama u pogledu
prijedloga zakonodavnih dokumenata iz nadleznosti tih institucija
ili vezanih upita iz podrucja nadleznosti Zavoda, posebno s
Ministarstvom pravosuda, Ministarstvom kulture, Agencijom za
elektroniCke medije te Nacionalnom i sveuciliSnom knjiznicom.

Temeljem izmjena propisa donesenih u 2017. godini i kojima
je implementirana Direktiva 2014/26/EU — Zakona o izmjenama
i dopunama Zakona o autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima
(Narodne novine 62/17) te Pravilnika o stru¢nim mijerilima
i postupku izdavanja odobrenja za obavljanje djelatnosti
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava i 0 naknadama za rad Vije¢a
stru€njaka za naknade u podrucju autorskog prava i srodnih
prava (Narodne novine 107/17) — sedam organizacija za kolektivno
ostvarivanje prava u propisanom roku podnijelo je Zavodu zahtjev
za izdavanjem odobrenja za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivnog
ostvarivanja autorskog ili srodnih prava u Republici Hrvatskoj.
Utvrdeno je da su sve navedene organizacije zadovoljile preduvjete
za izdavanje odobrenja za obavljanje djelatnosti sukladno novim
propisima usvojenima u ovom podrudju, a kojima se predvida
viSa razina obveza prema nositeljima prava koje zastupaju te
prema korisnicima predmeta zastite te viSa razina profesionalnih
standarda u upravljanju organizacijama, prvenstveno u pogledu
njihovog financijskog poslovanja.

U skladu s odredbama Zakona o autorskom pravu i srodnim
pravima i pripadajuc¢eg Pravilnika, nakon provedenog upravnog
postupka izdana su odobrenja za kolektivho ostvarivanje
autorskog i srodnih prava na podrucju Republike Hrvatske za
sliedece organizacije za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava: Hrvatsko
drustvo skladatelja (HDS) — za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivnog
ostvarivanja prava autora glazbenih i knjizevnih djela; Hrvatska
udruga za zastitu izvodackih prava (HUZIP) — za obavljanje
djelatnosti kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava glazbenih umjetnika
izvodaca; Udruga za zastitu, prikupljanje i raspodjelu naknada
fonogramskih prava (ZAPRAF) — za obavljanje djelatnosti
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava proizvodaca fonograma;
Drustvo hrvatskih filmskih redatelja (DHFR) — za obavljanje

meetings of the Working Party on Intellectual Property with the
EU Council. With regard to harmonising the aforementioned
proposals, the Office’'s employees participated in the meetings
in the capacity of national representatives, taking an active part
in discussions and presenting national standpoints.

The standpoints as prepared were harmonised with other
national stakeholders, primarily with the Ministry of Foreign and
European Affairs and the Ministry of Culture, and the mentioned
legislative proposals and framework national standpoints were also
presented to the European Affairs Committee of Croatian Parliament.

In addition to the mentioned European affairs within the
competence of the Office, professional cooperation has been
established with other national institutions with regard to the
proposals of legislative documents within the competence of
those institutions or the related inquiries within the competence
of the Office, in particular with the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry
of Culture, the Electronic Media Agency and the National and
University Library.

Pursuant to the amendments to the regulations adopted in
2017 implementing the Directive 2014/26/EU — of the Act on
Amendments to the Copyright and Related Rights Act (Official
Gazette 62/17) and the Regulations on the Professional Criteria
and Procedures for Granting Authorisations for Performing
Collective Management of Rights and on Remunerations for the
Work Done by the Council of Experts Dealing with Remunerations
for Copyright and Related Rights (Official Gazette 107/17) — seven
collective management organisations submitted the request to the
Office within the time limit as prescribed for authorisation to be
issued for collective management of copyright or related rights in
the Republic of Croatia. It was established that all the mentioned
organisations had fulfilled preconditions for authorisations to be
issued for collective management of rights in compliance with the
new regulations adopted in this field, which provide for a higher
level of obligations against rightholders they represent and against
users of the subject-matter of protection, and a higher level of
professional standards in managing of organisations, primarily in
terms of their financial transactions.

In compliance with the provisions of the Copyright and Related
Rights Act and the related Regulations, after the administrative
procedure had been conducted, authorisations for collective
management of copyright and related rights in the territory of
the Republic of Croatia were issued for the following collective
management organisations: the Croatian Composers’ Society
(HDS) — for performing the activity of collective management
of rights of authors of musical and literary works; the Croatian
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djelatnosti kolektivnog ostvarivanja autorskih i srodnih prava
na audiovizualnim djelima i videogramima; Udruga za zastitu
prava nakladnika (ZANA) — za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivnog
ostvarivanja prava nakladnika na naknadu za reproduciranje
svojih pisanih izdanja za privatno ili drugo vlastito koristenje;
Drustvo hrvatskih knjizevnika (DHK) — za obavljanje djelatnosti
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava na naknadu za autore knjizevnih
djela, za javnu posudbu i za reproduciranje svojih pisanih izdanja
za privatno ili drugo vlastito koriStenje; Drustvo za zastitu
novinarskih autorskih prava (DZNAP) — za obavljanje djelatnosti
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava autora novinara.

Sva izdana rjeSenja o odobrenju obavljanja djelatnosti
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava objavljena su u Hrvatskom
glasniku intelektualnog vlasnistva broj 22/18.

S obzirom na to da je u upravnim postupcima za izdavanje
odobrenja za rad organizacijama za kolektivno ostvarivanje
prava provedenima tijekom 2018. godine detaljno razmotrena
sva pripadajuc¢a dokumentacija, u 2018. godini nije provoden
redovni godisnji inspekcijski nadzor u odnosu na obavljanje
djelatnosti ovih organizacija iz nadleznosti Zavoda, te ¢e se
redovni inspekcijski nadzor provesti u 2019. godini.

U okviru propisanih nadleznosti, u Zavodu je tijekom godine
pripremljen vedi broj strué¢nih mislienja i o¢itovanja iz podrucja
autorskog i srodnih prava slijedom zahtjeva tijela drzavne uprave,
udruga za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava te drugih korisnika
sustava zastite.

Performers’ Right Collecting Society (HUZIP) — for performing the
activity of collective management of rights of musical performers;
the Association for the Protection, Collection and Distribution
of Phonogram Producers’ Rights (ZAPRAF) — for performing
the activity of collective management of rights of phonogram
producers; the Croatian Film Directors Guild (DHFR) — for
performing the activity of collective management of copyright
and related rights on audio-visual works and videograms; the
Association for the Protection of Publishers” Rights (ZANA) — for
performing the activity of collective management of publishers’
rights on remuneration for reproduction of their written editions
for private or other own usage; the Croatian Writers” Association
(DHK) — for performing the activity of collective management of
rights on remuneration for authors of literary works, for public
lending and for reproduction of their written editions for private or
other personal use; the Society for the Protection of Journalists’
Copyright (DZNAP) — for performing the activity of collective
management of journalists’ rights.

All the authorisations for collective management of rights issued
were published in the Croatian Intellectual Property Gazette No 22/18.

Since all the supporting documents were reviewed in detail
in administrative procedures for issuing authorisations for work
to collective management organisations conducted during 2018,
there were no regular annual inspections of the work of these
organisations carried out within inspection authority of the Office,
S0 that regular inspection will be carried out in 2019,

Within the scope of the prescribed responsibilities, the
Office drafted during 2018 many documents concerning expert
opinions and observations in the field of copyright and related
rights at the request of state authorities, associations for collective
management of rights and other users of the system of protection.
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6.1. Nacionalne aktivnosti
u okviru koordinacije u provedbi
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva

U Republici Hrvatskoj od 2010. godine djeluje nacionalni
mehanizam koordinacije poslova i aktivnosti provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva, u kojem Zavod ima koordinativnu
ulogu i obavlja poslove tajniStva. Zavod je i u 2018. godini
osigurao kontinuitet djelovanja ukupnog mehanizma
koordinacije u provedbi prava intelektualnog viasnistva, s tijelima
neposredno nadleznima u Republici Hrvatskoj za provedbu
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, s institucijama Cije nadleznosti
obuhvacaju odredene aspekte zastite intelektualnog viasnistva,
te s organizacijama nositelja prava intelektualnog vlasnistva kao
korisnicima sustava zastite. Provedene su daljnje zajednicke
aktivnosti na ja¢anju javne svijesti i opc¢em unaprjedenju sustava
zastite prava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Odrzana su tri sastanka Koordinacijskog povjerenstva za
provedbu prava intelektualnog viasnistva (KOPPPIV-a) i dva
sastanka Skupine za suradnju s nositeljima prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva (SSNOPIV-a). Suradnja je ostvarena i u provedbi
aktivnosti usmjerenih jacanju javne svijesti o zastiti prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva koje se provode na temelju zajednickih
godisnjih planova te u pripremi zajedni¢kog godiSnjeg statistickog
izvieSc¢a o povredama prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

Tijekom 2018. godine nastavljeno je odrzavanje edukativne
kampanje o intelektualnom vlasnistvu namijenjene djeci i
mladima pod nazivom Dan intelektualnog viasnistva za djecu i
mlade, koja je nastala u okviru programa suradnje i uz financijsku
podrsku EUIPO-a, a provodi se uz moto Budi kreatlVan, Budi
inovatlVan, BUDI DIV. Na priredbi odrzanoj u Rijeci 11. travnja
2018. godine prisustvovalo je vise od 600 u¢enika osnovnih i
srednjih Skola Grada Rijeke, u pratnji ucitelja i profesora. Na
priredbi odrzanoj u Velikoj Gorici 10. prosinca 2018. godine
sudjelovalo je oko 900 ucenika iz Zagrebacke zupanije.

Projekt BUDI DIV predstavljen je kao primjer uspjeSne
nacionalne prakse u provedbi kampanja u ovom podrucju na
konferenciji o intelektualnom vlasnistvu u obrazovanju odrzanoj
u Sofiji, 20. veljace 2018. godine koja je prethodila sastanku
predstavnika javnog sektora EU Promatracnice za povrede
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva pri EUIPO-u, te na 13. zasjedanju
Savjetodavnog odbora za provedbu prava intelektualnog
vlasnigtva WIPO-a odrzanom u Zenevi u rujnu 2018. godine.

U Zagrebu je u rujnu 2018. odrzan stru¢ni skup “Promicanje

6.1. National Activities
within Coordination in Enforcement of
Intellectual Property Rights

Since 2010, a national mechanism of coordination of affairs and
activities related to the enforcement of intellectual property rights
is applied in the Republic of Croatia, in which the Office has the
coordinator role and it performs secretarial tasks. It was in 2018 as
well that the Office provided for entire coordination mechanism to
continue its operation in enforcing intellectual property rights with the
authorities directly in charge of enforcing intellectual property rights
in the Republic of Croatia, with institutions responsible for certain
aspects of intellectual property protection and with the organisations
of intellectual property right holders as users of the protection system.
Further joint activities were carried out to raise public awareness
and to improve the protection system of intellectual property rights.

Three meetings of the Coordination Board for the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights (KOPPPIV) were held, as well as
two meetings of the Group for Cooperation with the Holders of
Intellectual Property Rights (SSNOPIV). There was also cooperation
within implementation of the activities focused on raising public
awareness of intellectual property rights protection conducted on
the basis of joint annual plans, and within preparing a joint annual
statistical report on the infringements of intellectual property rights.

During 2018, the campaign on intellectual property intended for
children and youth, developed within a cooperation programme
and financially supported by the EUIPO, has been continued; it
is carried out under the title of the Intellectual Property Day for
Children and Youth with the motto: “Be Creative, Be Innovative, BE
a GIANT!". The event held on 11 April in Rijeka was attended by
600 primary and secondary schoolchildren of the City of Rijeka,
accompanied by teachers and professors. Approximately 900
schoolchildren from the Zagreb County participated in the event
held in Velika Gorica on 10 December 2018.

The project titled BE a GIANT was presented at the conference
on intellectual property in education as an example of successful
national practice in conducting campaigns in this field; the
conference was held in Sofia, on 20 February 2018 preceding
the meeting of public sector representatives of the EUIPO’'s EU
Observatory on Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights;
presentation was also given at the 13th session of the WIPO'’s
Advisory Board for the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights
held in Geneva in September 2018.

In September 2018, a conference was held in Zagreb titled



legalnih digitalnih izvora kulturnih i zabavnih sadrzaja — projekt
Europske unije AGORATEKAY. Predstavnici EUIPO-a predstavili
su hrvatskim dionicima u podrucju produkcije i zastite kulturnih
i zabavnih sadrzaja razvoj projekta AGORATEKA, koji putem
odgovarajuceg internetskog portala objedinjuje zakonitu
internetsku ponudu kulturnih i zabavnih sadrzaja drzava ¢lanica
EU-a s ciliem da korisnicima olakSaju razlikovanje izmedu zakonite
i nezakonite ponude sadrzaja. Predstavnici kreativnih i kulturnih
industrija odnosno nositelja autorskog i srodnih prava te njihovih
organizacija i udruzenja koja djeluju u Republici Hrvatskoj pozvani
su da se u predstojecem razdoblju aktivno uklju¢e u pripremu
nacionalnog internetskog portala koji bi objedinjavao zakonitu
ponudu autorskih djela i predmeta zastite srodnih prava.

Nastavljen je razvoj i redovno azuriranje sadrzaja
zajednicke internetske stranice koordinacijskih tijela www.
stop-krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.hr, kao javnog edukativno-
informativnog portala u ovom podrucju zastite. Sadrzaj stranice
redovno se odrzava i na engleskom jeziku.

Slijedom suradnje nadleznih tijela u okviru koordinacijskog
mehanizma objavljeno je i redovno godisnje statistiCko izviesce o
povredama prava intelektualnog viasnistva u Republici Hrvatskoj
za 2017. godinu, koje se redovito objavljuje od 2009. godine s
ciliem pracenja djelovanja sustava provedbe prava.

Nastavno na viSegodisnju uspjesSnu suradnju na podrucju
stru¢nog usavrSavanja sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika u podrucju
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, 14. ozujka 2018. godine
potpisan je Sporazum o suradnji izmedu Zavoda i Pravosudne
akademije, kojim se utvrduje okvir za daljnju suradnju u cilju
promicanja znanja u podrucju prava intelektualnog viasnistva i
podizanja razine svijesti o njegovom znacaju. U okviru navedene
suradnje u Pravosudnoj akademiji je u lipnju 2018. godine
odrzana radionica o intelektualnom vlasnistvu (osnovni modul)
namijenjena pravosudnim djelatnicima, te vezana radionica
o gradanskopravnoj zastiti intelektualnog vlasnistva. Zavod
je takoder u lipnju bio domacin radnog posjeta predstavnika
Pravosudne akademije i sudaca iz viSe drzava Clanica EU-a koji
su bili u studijskom posjetu u Hrvatskoj.

Uz navedeno, u 2018. godini nastavljena je redovna
potpora Zavoda organizaciji sudjelovanja sudaca i drzavnih
odvjetnika u programima specijalistickog usavrsavanja Europske
patentne akademije (EPA) i Akademije EUIPO-a, namijenjenih
predstavnicima pravosuda. Ukupno je 73 hrvatskih sudaca i
drzavnih odvjetnika pohadalo programe stru¢nog usavrS$avanja
u organizaciji EPA-e, EUIPO-a, odnosno Zavoda i Pravosudne
akademije tijekom 2018. godini.

“Promotion of Legal Digital Sources of Cultural and Entertainment
Content — AGORATEKA, the European Union’s Project”. EUIPO's
representatives presented the development of the AGORATEKA
project to Croatian stakeholders in the field of production and
protection of cultural and entertainment content, which integrates
legal cultural and entertainment content online supplied by the
European Union Member States via appropriate internet portal.
Representatives of creative and culture industries i.e. copyright
and related rights holders and their organisations and associations
operating in the Republic of Croatia are invited in the upcoming
period to get actively involved in the preparations of such national
portal to integrate legal offer of online content protected by
copyright and related rights.

The development and regular updating of the contents
of the joint website of the coordination bodies, www.stop-
krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.hr, as a public educational and
informative portal in this area of legal protection, were continued.
The contents of the website are being regularly maintained in
English as well.

As part of the cooperation between the competent authorities
within the coordination mechanism, a regular annual Statistical
Report on the Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights in the
Republic of Croatia for 2017 was published; this report has been
regularly published starting in 2009 in order to monitor the work
of the system for the enforcement of rights.

Following many years of successful cooperation in the field of
specialisation education for judges and state attorneys in the field of
intellectual property rights, the Cooperation Agreement was signed
on 14 March 2018 between the Office and the Judicial Academy
to define framework for further cooperation in order to promote
knowledge in the field of intellectual property rights and raise
awareness of its significance. Within the mentioned cooperation,
a workshop on intellectual property (basic module) intended for
judicial employees was held at the Judicial Academy in June 2018,
and a workshop related to the civil protection of intellectual property
rights. In addition hereto, also in June, the Office hosted a working
visit by representatives of the Judicial Academy and judges from
several EU Member States paying a study visit to Croatia.

In addition hereto, in 2018, the Office continued to regularly
support the participation of judges and state attorneys in
specialisation programmes of the European Patent Academy
(EPA) and the EUIPO Academy, intended for representatives of the
judiciary. A total of 73 Croatian judges and state attorneys attended
specialisation education programmes, organised by the EPA, the
EUIPO or the Office and the Judicial Academy during 2018.
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Nadalje, u okviru uspostavljene suradnje izmedu Zavoda i
Drzavne $kole za javnu upravu, u travnju 2018. godine odrzana
je radionica o pravu intelektualnog vlasnistva namijenjena
drzavnim sluzbenicima.

6.2. Medunarodna suradnja u podrucju
provedbe prava intelektualnog viasnistva

Tijekom 2018. godine ostvarena je intenzivna europska
i medunarodna suradnja u podrucju provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su tijekom 2018. godine na
dva sastanka Stru¢ne skupine za provedbu prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva osnovane 2014. godine pri Europskoj komisiji te
na dva sastanka u okviru aktivnosti EU Promatracnice za
povrede prava intelektualnog vlasnistva pri EUIPO-u. Nadalje,
predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su u radu Radne skupine za
intelektualno vlasnistvo Vije¢a Europske unije pri donosenju
Zakljucka o provedbi prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

U suradnji s Ministarstvom pravosuda koordinirane su i
aktivnosti vezane uz zahtjev Europske komisije za dostavom
nacionalnih podataka o sudskim predmetima iz ovog podrucja.

Tijekom 2018. godine kontinuirano su prac¢ene aktivnosti EU
promatracnice za povrede prava intelektualnog vlasnistva pri
EUIPO-u. Redovito su objavljivane informacije o novim studijama
i istraZivanjima EU Promatracnice na zajedni¢koj internetskoj
stranici koordinacijskih tijela www.stop-krivotvorinama-i-piratstvu.
hr te su 0 tome dodatno informirani dionici u Republici Hrvatskoj.
Takoder, EU Promatracnica je obavijesStena o inicijativama i
mjerama provedenima u ovom podrucju na nacionalnoj razini.

Furthermore, within the cooperation established between the
Office and the State School of Public Administration, a workshop
on intellectual property rights intended for civil servants was held
in April 2018.

6.2. International Cooperation in the Field of
Intellectual Property Rights Enforcement

During 2018, intensive European and international cooperation
was achieved in the field of the enforcement of intellectual property
rights.

During 2018, representatives of the Office participated in two
meetings of the Expert Group for the Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights, established in 2014 at the European Commission
and in two meetings within the activities of the EU Observatory
on Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights at the EUIPO.
Furthermore, representatives of the Office participated in the work
of the Working Party on Intellectual Property of the Council of the
European Union with adopting the Conclusion on the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights.

In cooperation with the Ministry of Justice, activities were
coordinated in relation to the European Commission’s request
for delivery of national data on court cases in this field.

The activities of the EU Observatory for the Infringements of
Intellectual Property Rights (EU Observatory) at the EUIPO were
continuously monitored during 2018. Information on new studies
and research of the EU Observatory was regularly published on
the joint website of coordination bodies www.stop-krivotvorinama-
-piratstvu.hr and communicated to stakeholders in the Republic of
Croatia. Also, the EU Observatory was informed of initiatives and
measures conducted in this field on the national level.
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7.1. Informacijske usluge

7.1.1. Informacijski centar
za intelektualno vlasnistvo (INCENTIV)

Informacijski centar za intelektualno vlasnistvo Zavoda
(INCENTIV), kao javni informacijski centar i ¢lan europske mreze
PATLIB centara, pruza korisnicima sustava zastite intelektualnog
vlasnistva i svima zainteresiranima razliCite stru¢ne informacijske
usluge iz podrugja intelektualnog vlasnistva. Uz informacijsku
potporu korisnicima, INCENTIV pruza stru¢ne usluge pretrazivanja
i analize podataka o registriranom industrijskom vlasnistvu,
usluge specijalne knjiznice i Citaonice u podrucju intelektualnog
vlasnistva, te druge stru¢ne usluge koje Zavod razvija u okviru
svoje djelatnosti. Uz pruzanje informacijskih usluga u prostorijama
INCENTIV-a, djelatnici INCENTIV-a sudjeluju u informativno-
promotivnim aktivnostima Zavoda na javnim priredbama kao i
u drugim aktivnostima Zavoda koje se provode s ciliem boljeg
razumijevanja sustava zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva i promocije
njegove primjene u relevantnim djelatnostima, prvenstveno u
kreativnim i inovacijskim djelatnostima, te gospodarstvu. Djelatnici
INCENTIV-a se kontinuirano i sustavno educiraju u podrudju svojeg
rada (ukljuCujuci edukacije u europskim uredima za intelektualno
vlasnistvo) kako bi osigurali i unaprijedili kvalitetu usluga koje pruzaju,
au pruzanju usluga INCENTIV-a sudjeluju i drugi stru¢njaci Zavoda.

7.1.2. Usluge potpore korisnicima (/P help-desk)

Usluge potpore korisnicima ukljuCuju pruzanje stru¢nih
informacija o raspolozivim oblicima zastite intelektualnog
vlasni$tva, postupcima zastite u Republici Hrvatskoj te postupcima
regionalne i medunarodne zastite. Informacije i upute koje pruza
INCENTIV temelje se na postoje¢em nacionalnom, europskom
i medunarodnom zakonodavnom okviru te drugim relevantnim
propisima i informacijama od znacaja za zastitu intelektualnog
vlasnistva, a ne odnose se na pojedinacne, konkretne postupke
za priznanje prava koji se provode u Zavodu ili u drugim nadleznim
uredima. Za informacije vezane uz pojedinacne, konkretne
postupke koje provodi Zavod izravno su nadlezne organizacijske
jedinice Zavoda koji provode postupke za dodjelu prava.

Tijekom 2018. godine korisnicima je pruzeno ukupno 6025
usluga informacijske potpore temeljem 4783 upita korisnika te je
time zaustavljen trend smanjenja godisnjeg broja informacijskih

7.1. Information Services

7.1.1. Intellectual Property Information Centre
(INCENTIV)

The Intellectual property Information Centre (INCENTIV), as a public
information centre and a member of the European network of PATLIB
centres, provides various specialized information services in the field of
intellectual property to the users of the intellectual property protection
system and to all the interested parties. In addition to the information
support for users, INCENTIV provides expert services of search
and analysis of information related to registered industrial property,
specialized library and reading room services in the field of intellectual
property and other expert services developed by the Office within
the scope of its activity. In addition to providing information services,
the INCENTIV's employees participate in informative and promotional
activities of the Office in public events, as well as in other activities of
the Office carried out with the objective of better understanding the
intellectual property protection system and promoting its application in
relevant fields, primarily in creative and innovative activities, as well as
incommerce. The INCENTIV's employees are being continuously and
systematically educated in the area of their work (including education
in European intellectual property offices), so as to ensure and enhance
the quality of services they provide, while other experts from the Office
participate in providing the INCENTIV's services as well,

7.1.2. User Support Services (IP help-desk)

Users support services include providing expert information on
the available forms of protection of intellectual property, procedures
for the protection in the Republic of Croatia and procedures of
its regional and international protection. The information and
instructions provided by INCENTIV are based on the existing
national, European and international legislative framework and
other relevant laws and information of significance for intellectual
property protection, whereas they do not concern individual,
specific grant proceedings conducted before the Office or other
competent offices. The organizational units of the Office carrying
out granting procedures are directly competent for the information
on the specific procedures carried out before the Office.

During 2018, the users were provided information support
services in 6025 instances based on 4783 inquiries by the users.
Thus, a decreasing trend, which was in the previous period since

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7.1.3. Knjiznica

U okviru INCENTIV-a djeluje specijalna knjiznica fond koje
sadrzi stru¢nu gradu s podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva
(monografije i Casopise) te zbirku referentne literature. Usluge
posudbe grade namijenjene su zaposlenicima Zavoda, dok
se vanjskim korisnicima nude usluge Citaonice. Pretrazivanje
grade je korisnicima omoguceno putem internetskog sucelja.

7.1.4. Usluge pretrazivanja i analize informacija
o industrijskom vlasnistvu

Kao samostalne usluge, izvan postupaka za priznavanje
prava koji se provode u Zavodu, INCENTIV pruza i stru¢ne
usluge pretrazivanja i analize informacija sadrzanih u dostupnim
komercijalnim i nekomercijalnim bazama podataka registriranog
industrijskog vlasnistva u Hrvatskoj i inozemstvu.

Strucne usluge pretrazivanja i analize odnose se na patentne
dokumente i druge pratece podatke, te podatke o Zigovima i
zasti¢enom industrijskom dizajnu. Ovisno o vrsti industrijskog
vlasnistva, Zavod pruza i kontinuirano razvija razlicite tipove
usluga prilagodene potrebama razliitih kategorija korisnika
i primjenama u gospodarstvu, istrazivanju i razvoju i drugim
djelatnostima. Usluge pretrazivanja i analize Zavod pruza uz
naplatu odgovarajucih troskova prema propisanim tarifama.

7.1.3. Library

A specialized library with professional literature in the field
of intellectual property (books and journals) and a collection of
reference literature operate within INCENTIV. The library lending
services are intended for the employees of the Office, whereas
external users are offered reading room services. The search of
library holdings is available online.

7.1.4. Search and Analysis of Information
on Industrial Property

As independent services, outside of procedures granting rights
as conducted at the Office, INCENTIV provides also professional
services of searching through and analysing information available
in commercial and non-commercial databases of industrial
property registered in Croatia and abroad.

Professional search and analysis services refer to patent
documents and other supporting data, and data on trademarks
and protected industrial design. Depending on the type of industrial
property, the Office provides and continuously develops various
types of services adjusted to the needs of various categories of users
and applications in economy, research and development and other
activities. The Offices provides search and analysis services subject
to charging the related costs according to the tariffs as prescribed.

U 2018. godini pruzeno je ukupno 376 usluga pretrazivanja
i analize prema zahtjevima korisnika (108 za patente, 262 za
Zigove i 6 za industrijski dizajn), Sto predstavlja pad od 30% u
odnosu na 2017. godinu. Kontinuirani razvoj javno dostupnih
informacijskih servisa utjeCe na trend pada broja zahtjeva za
uslugama pretrazivanja i analize.

7.1.5. Ostale stru¢ne usluge

U skladu s ciljem poticanja konkurentnosti malih i
srednjih poduzeca Zavod je u proteklom razdoblju, u okviru
projekata suradnje s Europskim patentnim uredom (EPO),
razvio i posebnu stru¢nu javnu uslugu procjene potencijala
intelektualnog vlasnistva za mala i srednja poduzeca. Usluga
se provodi uz financijsku potporu i po metodologiji EPO-a,
temeljem koje stru¢njaci Zavoda obavljaju analizu poslovanja
inovativnih malih i srednjih poduzec¢a u smislu pronalazenja
potencijalnog intelektualnog viasnistva, te daju preporuke za
uvodenije upravljanja intelektualnim vlasnistvom u poslovanje. U
provodenju usluge Zavod suraduje i s Hrvatskom gospodarskom
komorom, a tijekom 2018. godine pruzeno je 11 takvih usluga.

7.2. Informacijski proizvodi

7.2.1. Sluzbeno glasilo

Temeljem u proteklom razdoblju provedenih izmjena u
sadrzaju, obliku i dinamici izdanja sluzbenog glasila Zavoda
(Hrvatski glasnik intelektualnog vlasnistva — HGIV), tijiekom 2018.
godine nastavljeno je dvotjedno elektroni¢ko izdavanje Glasnika
te je na sluzbenim internetskim stranicama Zavoda objavljeno
ukupno 26 brojeva ove publikacije u elektroni¢kom obliku. U
arhivi Glasnika dostupni su podaci od 1994. godine a Glasnik
je, ukljuCujudi i arhivu prethodnih izdanja, korisnicima u cijelosti
raspoloziv u formatu PDF na internetskoj stranici Zavoda, te je
moguce pretrazivanje njegovog sadrzaja prema kljucnim rijecima.

In 2018, 376 search and analysis services were provided in
total according to the users’ requests (108 for patents, 262 for
trademarks and 6 for industrial design), which represents a drop
of 30% in relation to 2017. Continuous development of publicly
available information services affects the falling trend in the number
of requests for search and analysis services.

7.1.5. Other Professional Services

In line with an aim to encourage competitiveness of small
and medium-sized enterprises, the Office developed also in the
previous period a special professional public service of assessing
potentials of intellectual property for small and medium-sized
enterprises, within cooperation projects with the European Patent
Office (EPO). The service is provided under financial support
and methodology by the EPO, which the Office’s experts use
to conduct business analysis of innovative small and medium-
sized enterprises in terms of finding potential intellectual property,
and to give recommendations in relation to introducing intellectual
property management into business operations. With regard to
service provision, the Office cooperates also with the Croatian
Chamber of Economy, and there were 11 such services provided
during 2018.

7.2. Information Products

7.2.1. Official Gazette

Based on the changes made in the previous period in the
contents, the format and the frequency of publishing the Office’s
official gazette (Croatian Intellectual Property Gazette — HGIV),
during 2018, the Gazette was continuously published in electronic
form on the Office’s website every two weeks, a total of 26 issues.
The data as from 1994 are available from the Gazette's archives,
and the Gazette, including the archive of previous editions, is
accessible to users in PDF format via the Office’s internet page
and its contents are searchable by keywords.
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7.2.2. Sluzbena, informativna i promotivna izdanja

Svojom izdavackom djelatno$¢u Zavod domacoj struc¢noj
i Siroj javnosti osigurava relevantna sluzbena, informativna i
promotivna izdanja iz podrudgja intelektualnog vlasnistva na
hrvatskom jeziku. Izdavacka aktivnost Zavoda usmijerena je i
ka $to boljoj informiranosti Sireg kruga korisnika o izmjenama
u zakonodavstvu iz podrugja intelektualnog vlasnistva,
promjenama u postupku priznanja prava u skladu s nacionalnim
legislativnim okvirom, kao i pruzanju opcih informacija o zastiti,
postivanju i upotrebi intelektualnog vlasnistva u poslovaniju,
sukladno globalnim trendovima.

Tijekom 2018. godine Zavod je pripremio i izdao 4 nove
informacijske ili sluzbene publikacije. U elektroni¢kom obliku
na internetskim stranicama Zavoda tijekom 2018. godine
korisnicima je ucinjeno dostupnim 6 novih odnosno sadrzajno
bitno unaprijedenih publikacija.

Za potrebe poslovanja Zavoda te promotivnih i edukacijskin
aktivnosti u vanjskoj ili internoj izvedbi u 2018. godini proizvedeno
je 42.000 primjeraka publikacija, sluzbenih te informacijskih i
promotivnih izdanja.

Katalog publikacija Zavoda krajem 2018. godine sadrzavao je
ukupno 79 naslovaizdanja, od ¢ega je 60 informativno-promotivnih
publikacija, a 11 je sluzbenih i 8 stru¢nih izdanja Zavoda.

7.2.3. Internetske stranice

Temeljem informacijskih i promotivnih aktivnhosti Zavoda
te sukladno sudjelovanju u radu nacionalne koordinacije za
provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasni§tva Zavod redovito
sadrzajno i tehni¢ki odrzava dvije internetske stranice —
internetsku stranicu Zavoda (www.dziv.hr) te internetski portal
www.stop_Krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr.

Tijekom 2018. godine nastavljene su aktivnosti na razvoju
sadrzaja na internetskoj stranici Zavoda.

7.2.2. Official, Informative
and Promotional Publications

Publishing activities of the Office provide the domestic
professional and general public with important official, informative
and promotional publications in the field of intellectual property
in Croatian. The publishing activity of the Office is intended to
better inform a wider range of users on the amendments to the
legislation in the field of intellectual property and the changes to
the procedures for granting the rights in accordance with national
legislative framework, as well as to provide general information
about the protection, respect and use of intellectual property in
business transactions in compliance with global trends.

During 2018, the Office prepared and published 4 new
informational or official publications. During 2018, 6 new
publications, or significantly upgraded as to the contents, were
made accessible to users electronically on the Office’s website.

In 2018, for the needs of its operation and promotional and
educational activities, the Office printed publications, official and
informational and promotional brochures prepared externally or
internally in the total edition of 42,000 issues.

By the end of 2018, the Office’s catalogue of publications
contained a total of 79 titles, among which 60 are informational
and promotional publications, 11 are official, and 8 are professional
editions of the Office.

7.2.3. Website

Based on informational and promotional activities of the Office
and in accordance with participation in the work of the national
coordination for the enforcement of intellectual property rights,
the Office maintains two websites on a regular basis as to the
contents and technically — the Office’s website (www.dziv.hr) and
the web portal www.stop_krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr.

During 2018, the activities on the development of contents for
the Office’s website were continued. 547 new entries in total were
published on the website in Croatian and in English: 98 of them
referred to the contents in the News section, whereas the rest of
449 posts referred to amendments to the present contents and
uploading of new posts in various menus.

The content of the website Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu
is under the competence of the national coordination for the
enforcement of intellectual property rights, whereas the Office
as the seat of the Secretariat and a member of the coordination

Tijekom godine na Twitter
i Facebook racune #STOPkrivotvorinama #STOPiratstvu
postavljeno je ukupno 247 novih statusa koji su ukljucivali
tekstualne i vizualne sadrzaje te tzv. gifove, a provedeno je i
12 kampanja za oglasavanije te 4 nagradna natje¢aja. Na kraju
izvjeStajnog razdoblja na Facebooku najveci doseg statusa

performs the administration of contents and organisational tasks
regarding the development and maintenance of this website.
In 2018, the Office, in cooperation with other bodies and
organisations, continued to develop and regularly maintain and
update the contents of this website. This resulted in 83 new posts
in Croatian and in English version during the year, 51 of which
referred to the contents in the News section.

Approximately 144,000 visits were recorded on the Office’s
website and the web portal Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu during
2018.

7.2.4. Social Networks

The activity of the national coordination for the enforcement
of rights on social networks Facebook and Twitter initiated during
2016 was continued in 2018 as well. During the year, 247 new
statuses in total were set on Twitter and Facebook accounts
#STOPkrivotvorinama #STOPiratstvu, which included textual and
visual contents and so-called gifs, and there were 12 advertising
campaigns and 4 prize competitions conducted. The end of
the reporting period resulted in the highest status scope of
204,361,896 fans on Facebook and the number of fans amounted
t0 6,018. 20,804 interactions on statuses ('ikes’) were achieved in
total, 765 comments, 365 shares and 11,297 clicks. In the same
period, a scope of 353 followers was achieved on Twitter account
and the number of impressions reached 49,654,

7.2.5. Audiovisual Contents
on Intellectual Property

During 2018, audio-visual contents on intellectual property
continued to be developed and published on Youlube channel
dzivHR. 3 new audio-visual cartoons on the topic of intellectual
property were published within developing the contents on
intellectual property for children and youth, and there were also
3 audio-visual works on the topic of the protection of intellectual
property rights.

In 2018, Youlube channel of the Office contained 30 video
uploads and achieved over 5,500 views.
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8.1. Promotivne aktivnosti

U 2018. godini Zavod je u okviru informacijsko-promotivnin

8.1. Promotional Activities

As part of the informational and promotional activities in 2018
aimed at raising the degree of knowing the protection system
of intellectual property with the public and relevant sectors, the
Office participated in five public events and 12 professional and
promotional events, at 11 of which representatives of the Office
held expert presentations on various aspects of protection,
implementation and enforcement of intellectual property rights.
Furthermore, the Office organised or co-organised two public
and seven professional and promotional events and sponsored
one professional and promotional event.

Within professional and promotional activities of the Office
in 2018, the most prominent ones were focused on knowledge
transfer to academic institutions, representatives of public and state
authorities, stakeholders in the field of creative industries and media
representatives in relation to trends in the field of copyright and
related rights, as well as making entrepreneurs familiar with the
significance of protecting and using intellectual property in business.

Co-organised with the Wold Intellectual Property Organization,
a seminar for media representatives was held in March in Zagreb.
The participants in the seminar were made familiar with basic
features and types of intellectual property, with the way of
media reporting on intellectual property for the public and with
practical pieces of advice with regard to the relationship between
journalism, copyright and digital advertising economy. Within part
of the seminar titled “Intellectual Property in Action”, Niksa Bratos,
President of the Croatian Music Union and Damir Novotny, an
economic analyst, shared their experience in applying intellectual
property. The seminar was attended by 14 participants from
media companies, promotional agencies and internet portals.

Supported by the Coordination Committee for the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights and in cooperation with the EUIPO,
the Office organised a conference in September in Zagreb at the
premises of the Croatian Employers’ Association titled “Promotion
of Legal Digital Sources of Cultural and Entertainment Content —
AGORATEKA, the European Union’s project”. At the conference,
the EUIPO’s representatives presented Croatian stakeholders in
the field of production and protection of cultural and entertainment
content with the AGORATEKA project, which integrates legal
cultural and entertainment content online supplied by the
European Union Member States via appropriate internet portal,

In cooperation with the European Patent Office (EPO), within
bilateral cooperation project, a seminar was organised in Zagreb
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postupcima patentiranja (Discussion platform for exchanges
on patenting procedures) organiziran seminar o postupcima
patentiranja u podrucju zastite izuma koji se izvode uz primjenu
racunala.

Na okruglom stolu
na kojem se raspravljalo o zenama kao nositeljicama pozitivnih
promjena u drustvu te 0 mogucnostima i zaprekama doprinosa
inovativnih i kreativnih Zzena ekonomskom i kulturnom razvitku
u Hrvatskoj, gostovale su uspjeSne poduzetnice, inovatorice i

Cilj projekta, koji se provodi
putem visegodisSnje javne kampanie, je da se djeca i mladi, kroz
igru i sadrzaje namijenjene njihovom uzrastu, educiraju o znaCaju
zastite i postivanja prava intelektualnog vlasnistva. Kroz projekt
se provodi i Sira edukacija djece i mladih o tome kako koristiti
intelektualno vlasnistvo u razvoju inovacija i kreativnosti. Projekt

in November within the project activity titled Discussion platform
for exchanges on patenting procedures in the field of protection
for computer-implemented inventions. On the first day of seminar,
an internal professional discussion was held between the EPO’s
and the Office’s patent examiners exchanging experience and
opinions on actual issues in patent procedures in the field of
information technology for the purpose of standardising practice
in this highly complex area. On the second day of seminar, as a
contribution to strengthening the field of information technology
in Croatia as one of the most crucial industries within the Smart
Specialisation Strategy of the Republic of Croatia 2016 — 2020, a
roundtable discussion was held intended for professional public.
The roundtable discussion was aimed at developing a platform
for knowledge and practice exchange in this important and
very complex field, raising public awareness of possibilities and
specificities of patenting inventions involving the field of information
technology and getting acquainted with the practice of the EPO
and the Office as offices conducting patent protection procedures.
There were 58 representatives of industry and entrepreneurship,
scientific-research and supporting organisations for technology
transfer and innovations, competent state authorities and patent
representatives who participated in the discussion.

On the occasion of the World Intellectual Property Day, on
26 April, a roundtable discussion was organised by the Office
in cooperation with the French Institute in Croatia and held at
the premises of Medijateka in Zagreb, titled “Powering Change:
Innovative and Creative Women”, The discussion was focused
on women as bearers of positive changes in the society and on
possibilities and obstacles for innovative and creative women
to contribute to economic and cultural development in Croatia.
Successful female entrepreneurs, innovators and authors were
invited as guests — Vlasta Pojatina, an entrepreneur and innovator
in the field of cosmetic industry, Anet Rezek Jambrak, a scientist
from the Faculty of Food Technology and Biotechnology of
the University of Zagreb, Ivana Nikoli¢ Popovi¢, President of
the Croatian Competitiveness Cluster of Creative and Cultural
Industries and Burdica Vorkapic, a fashion designer and innovator.

Among public educational-promotional events organised by
the Office in 2018, continuation of the public campaign of the
‘Intellectual Property Day for Children and Youth” under the motto
‘Be Innovative, Bez Creative — Be a GIANT" is to be especially
highlighted. The aim of the project, conducted through several
years of the public campaign, is to educate children and youth,
through games and programmes intended for their age, on the
importance of protecting and respecting intellectual property



je usmjeren na djecu i mlade u dobi od 6 do 18 godina. Tijekom
2018. godine odrzana su dva dogadanja, u Rijeci i Velikoj Gorici.
Dogadanja na kojima je sudjelovalo oko 1600 djece i mladih

odnosile na provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

8.2. Edukacijske aktivnosti

U podrucju obrazovanja i stru¢nog usavrSavanja o
intelektualnom vlasnistvu Zavod je tijekom 2018. godine nastavio
s provedbom edukacijskih aktivnosti te suradnjom u tom podrucju
s relevantnim domacim i inozemnim organizacijama i obrazovnim
institucijama. Sukladno utvrdenim potrebama i planovima Zavod
je putem Akademije za intelektualno vlasnistvo, koja djeluje
kao funkcionalna jedinica Zavoda, razvijao javne edukacijske
programe iz podrucja intelektualnog viasniStva za razliCite ciline
skupine korisnika, u suradnji s partnerskim institucijama.

Tijekom 2018. godine Zavod je odrzao ukupno 85 seminara,
radionica i predavanja za ucenike osnovnih i srednjih skola,
studente, znanstvenike, poduzetnike, djelatnike drzavnih
institucija i pravosudnih tijela te za opcu javnost o zastiti, koriStenju
i upravljanju te provedbi prava intelektualnog viasnistva, na kojima
Su u svojstvu predavaca sudjelovali stru¢njaci Zavoda.

rights. The project also involves broader education of children and
youth on the way how to use intellectual property in developing
innovations and creativity. The project is focused on children and
youth at the age of 6 to 18 years. Two events were held during
2018, in Rijeka and in Velika Gorica. The events, attended by
approximately 1600 children and young people, were organised
in cooperation between the Office and the national coordination
for the enforcement of intellectual property rights, co-financed
within the cooperation project with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office and supported by the Ministry of Science and
Education, and the City Administration of Rijeka and Velika Gorica.

Atotal of 2500 children and young people participated in these
events, conducted by the Office for the second year in a row now
in the cities throughout Croatia, intended to raise awareness of
intellectual property in children and youth.

During the year, approximately 100 articles on different aspects
of intellectual property were published in various public media,
which include internet portals, print media, radio and television
programme. 94 articles referred to the Office and intellectual
property protection, and the rest of articles published in the media
referred to the enforcement of intellectual property rights.

8.2. Educational Activities

In the field of education and professional training on intellectual
property, in 2018, the Office continued to organise educational
activities and to cooperate in this area with the relevant domestic
and foreign organisations and educational institutions. In
accordance with the established needs and plans, the Office,
through its Academy for Intellectual Property, which operates as
a functional unit of the Office, was developing public educational
programmes in the field of intellectual property for various target
groups of users, in cooperation with partner institutions.

During 2018, the Office held a total of 85 seminars, workshops
and lectures for primary and secondary schoolchildren, students,
scientists, entrepreneurs, officials of state institutions and judicial
bodies as well as the general public on the protection, use and
management, as well as the enforcement of intellectual property
rights, with the Office’s experts involved as lecturers.
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Predavanja iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva
za akademsku zajednicu i obrazovne institucije

Dosadas$nje aktivnosti suradnje s akademskom zajednicom
u provodenju izobrazbe o intelektualnom vlasnistvu nastavljene
su iu2018. godini. Ostvarena je suradnja Zavoda na provodenju
edukacije s fakultetima Sveucilista u Zagrebu — Fakultetom
kemijskog inZzenjerstva i tehnologije te Fakultetom elektrotehnike
i raCunarstva, Agencijom za strukovno obrazovanje i obrazovanje
odraslih te Centrom za znanstvene informacije Instituta Ruder
Boskovic.

Za predstavnike akademske zajednice i obrazovnih institucija
odrzano je ukupno 12 predavanja ili radionica kojima je
prisustvovalo 54 sudionika iz akademske zajednice. U provedbi
izobrazbe o intelektualnom vlasnistvu za ovu skupinu korisnika
sudjelovalo je 7 djelatnika Zavoda.

Pored vec¢ postojece suradnje sa sveuciliStima u Hrvatskoj
kontinuirano se provodi komunikacija sa sveucilistima i drugim
akademskim i obrazovnim institucijama kako bi se uvidjele
njihove potrebe za informacijama u podrucju intelektualnog
vlasnistva i mogucnosti za suradnju.

Medu provedenim edukacijskim aktivnhostima koje je Zavod u
2018. godini odrzao za ovu skupinu korisnika istiCu se seminari,
radionice i predavanja o intelektualnom viasniStvu namijenjeni
najmladoj generaciji — u¢enicima osnovnih i srednjih Skola.
Osobito se istiCu radionica o intelektualnom vlasnistvu “Inovacije
unaprieduju zivot” koja je povodom Svjetskog dana intelektualnog
vlasniStva odrzana za ¢lanove Udruge za darovitost Dar iz Zagreba
te radionice o razliitim vrstama i aspektima intelektualnog
vlasnistva za u¢enike osnovnih i srednjih Skola u okviru dogadanja

“Dan intelektualnog vlasniStva za djecu i mlade”. Ove radionice,
koje u metodoloskom smislu predstavljaju iskorak od dosadasnje
uobi¢ajene provedbe seminara i radionica, osmislilo je i provodilo
16 djelatnika Zavoda, uz sudjelovanje 480 polaznika.

Seminari i radionice za poduzetnike

Tijekom 2018. godine odrzana su 3 predavanja i radionica
namijenjene unaprjedenju poznavanja primjene intelektualnog
vlasnistva u poslovanju kod malih i srednjih poduzeca na kojima
je sudjelovalo oko 20 predstavnika malih i srednjih poduzeca,
mladih poduzetnika, te predstavnika institucija koje se bave
potpornim aktivnostima za malo i srednje poduzetnistvo.

Lectures in the Field of Intellectual Property for the
Academic Community and Educational Institutions

Activities of cooperation with the academic community so far
in carrying out education on intellectual property were continued
in 2018 as well. Cooperation in educating undergraduate and
graduate students has been established with faculties of the
University of Zagreb — the Faculty of Chemical Engineering
and Technology and the Faculty of Electrical Engineering and
Computing, the Agency for Vocational Education and Training
and Adult Education and the Centre for Scientific Information at
the Ruder Boskovi¢ Institute.

Atotal of 12 lectures or workshops were held for representatives
of the academic community and educational institutions, attended
by 54 representatives of the academic community. 7 Office’s
employees were involved in conducting education on intellectual
property for this group of users.

In addition to the existing cooperation with universities in
Croatia, there is continuous communication conducted with
universities and other academic and educational institutions
to perceive their needs for information in the field of intellectual
property and possibilities for cooperation.

Among educational activities conducted by the Office in 2018 for
this group of users, there were seminars, workshops and lectures
on intellectual property intended for the youngest generation —
primary and secondary schoolchildren. A special highlight goes to
the workshop on intellectual property titled “Innovations Improving
Lives” held on the occasion of the World Intellectual Property Day
for members of the Association for Gifted Children (Dar) from Zagreb
and workshops on various types and aspects of intellectual property
for primary and secondary schoolchildren within the manifestation
of the “Intellectual Property Day for Children and Youth”. These
workshops, which represent a step out from conducting seminars
and workshops as usual in terms of methodology, were conceived
and conducted by 16 employees of the Office, with participation
of 480 attendees.

Seminars and Workshops for Entrepreneurs

During 2018, 3 lectures and a workshop were held, intended to
improve the knowledge of small and medium-sized enterprises on the
implementation of intellectual property in business, with participation
of around 20 representatives of small and medium-sized enterprises,
young entrepreneurs and representatives of institutions dealing with
supporting activities for small and medium-sized entrepreneurship.



Seminari za drzavne institucije i pravosudna tijela

U okviru suradnje Zavoda s Pravosudnom akademijom
odrzan je seminar o intelektualnom vlasnistvu (osnovni modul),
s ukupno 5 predavanja koja su provele struc¢njakinje iz Zavoda,
a kojima je prisustvovalo 26 polaznika.

Temeljem suradnje Zavoda s Drzavnom $Skolom za javnu
upravu, Zavod drugu godinu za redom provodi radionice o
intelektualnom vlasnistvu za predstavnike drzavnih institucija i
javnih ustanova. Na seminaru koji je odrzan u travnju odrzano je 5
predavanja kojima je prisustvovalo 26 polaznika koji su edukaciju
procijenili vrlo kvalitetnom i od znacaja za njihov daljnji rad.

Od provedenih edukacijskih aktivnosti za ovu skupinu
korisnika istiCe se i seminar o intelektualnom vlasnistvu koji
su predstavnici Zavoda odrzali u srpnju za urednike i novinare
Hrvatske radiotelevizije (HRT), kojem je prisustvovalo 14 urednika
i novinara HRT-a, te provedba edukacijskih aktivnosti za
predstavnike Muzejskog dokumentacijskg centra i Nacionalnog
centra za stalno stru¢no usavrSavanje knjizniCara.

Javni programi izobrazbe

Od 2014. godine Zavod kontinuirano provodi javni program
ucenja na daljinu — Opci te€aj intelektualnog vlasnistva
(DL101HR) kao hrvatsku verziju istoimenog programa Svjetske
organizacije intelektualnog vlasnistva, u suradnji s kojom se
program i provodi. Tijekom 2018. provedena su dva redovita
godi$nja ciklusa te€aja — u periodu od 5. ozujka do 15. travnja
te od 8. listopada do 18. studenoga. Od ukupnog broja od 141
prijavlienog polaznika/ce na oba tecaja, 55 (39%) ih je bilo iz
Grada Zagreba i Zagrebacke zupanije, 33 iz Slavonije, 23 iz Istre
i Primorsko goranske zupanije, 8 iz Dalmacije, 10 iz Sjeverne
Hrvatske, 6 iz SrediSnje Hrvatske, a na te€aju je sudjelovalo i
6 polaznika iz Bosne i Hercegovine i Svedske.

Prema strukturi polaznika najzastupljeniji su bili oni iz drzavnih
i lokalnih institucija (50), zatim iz odvjetni¢kih drustava (38),
gospodarstva i malog i srednjeg poduzetnistva (18), znanstvenih
institucija (11) te pojedinci (18) i udruge (zastita prava, inovatora) (6).

TeCaj je u 2018. godini uspjeSno zavrsilo 98 polaznika. Kao
mentorice polaznicima u provedbi te€aja sudjelovale su 4
strucnjakinje Zavoda te jedna vanjska stru¢njakinja u podrucju
intelektualnog viasnistva.

Seminars for State Institutions and Judicial Bodies

Within cooperation of the Office with the Judicial Academy, a
seminar on intellectual property (basic module) was held, attended
by 26 participants. Experts from the Office participated in holding
a total of 5 lectures at the seminars.

Based on cooperation between the Office and the State School
for Public Administration, itis for the second year in a row now that the
Office conducts workshops on intellectual property for representatives
of state institutions and public establishments. The seminar, held in
April, comprised 5 lectures attended by 26 participants who assessed
education to be of high quality and importance for their future work.

Among educational activities conducted for this group of
users, a special highlight goes also to the seminar on intellectual
property given by representatives of the Office in July for editors
and journalists of the Croatian Radio and Television (HRT),
attended by 14 editors and journalists of the HRT, and to the
implementation of educational activities for representatives of
the Museum Documentation Centre and the National Centre for
Permanent Professional Specialisation of Librarians.

Public Education Programmes

Since 2014, the Office has been conducting public distance
learning programme — General Intellectual Property Course
(DL10THR), as a Croatian version of the programme of the \World
Intellectual Property Organization under the same name, in
cooperation of which the programme is carried out. Two regular
annual cycles of the programme were completed during 2018 —
in the period from 5 March to 15 April and from 8 October to 18
November. Both courses were taken by 141 attendees in total,
55 (39%) from the City of Zagreb and the Zagreb County, 33 from
Slavonia, 23 from Istria and Primorje County, 8 from Dalmatia, 10
from the northern part of Croatia, and 6 candidates from Bosnia
and Herzegovina and from Sweden also participated in the course.

As according the structure of attendees, a great many
participants came from state and local institutions (50), then
from law firms (38), economy and small and medium-sized
entrepreneurship (18), scientific institutions (11), individuals (18)
and associations (protection of innovators’ rights) (6).

In 2018, the course was successfully completed by 98
participants. 4 Office’s experts and one external expert in the
field of intellectual property participated in conducting the course
as mentors to attendees.

S obzirom na znacaj visokorazvijene informacijske
infrastrukture za kvalitetno i uc€inkovito obavljanje poslova
Zavoda, nuzno je njezino kontinuirano unaprjedivanje i
razvoj. Dodatnu dimenziju tome daje potreba odgovarajuceg
povezivanja i uskladivanja zavodske informacijske infrastrukture
kako s informacijskim sustavima europskih ureda i svjetskog
ureda za intelektualno vlasnistvo, tako i s nacionalnom
informacijskom infrastrukturom drzavne uprave. Stoga su i
tijekom 2018. godine u Zavodu provodene intenzivne aktivnosti
na razvoju informacijske infrastrukture.

Slijedom tehnoloSkog napretka i radi olakSavanja rada
korisnicima izvrSena je dogradnja postojece aplikacije za
elektroni¢ko podnosenje prijava za zastitu patenta, ziga i
industrijskog dizajna — e-Prijava — na nacin da je razvijen novi
sustav za prijavu i digitalno potpisivanije te je uveden korisnicki
profil s moguéno$c¢u upravljanja podacima od strane korisnika,
kao i nova funkcionalnost online registracije certifikata za
potpisivanje.

Usluga e-Prijava raspoloZiva je od sredine 2012. godine
korisnicima zavodskih postupaka za zastitu industrijskog
vlasni$tva, te Zavod kontinuirano prati stupanj koristenja ove
usluge. U 2018. godini Zavodu su putem usluge e-Prijava
podnesene ukupno 1308 elektronicke prijava za priznanje prava
industrijskog vlasniStva (36% od ukupnog broja) — 1085 prijava
patenata (49% od ukupno podnesenih prijava patenata), 211
prijava zigova (17% prijava za registraciju zigova) i 12 prijava
industrijskog dizajna (8% prijava dizajna). KoriStenje e-usluga
nominalno je tek neznatno poraslo u odnosu na proslu godinu,
usprkos poduzetim aktivhostima na promociji i edukaciji
korisnika, te je udio korisnika zavodskih e-usluga u odnosu na
konvencionalne i dalje znatno manji nego kod odgovarajucih
e-usluga u usporedivim zemljama Europske unije te osobito
EUIPO-u. Ocekuije se da ¢e razvoj informacijske infrastrukture
za pruzanje elektronickih usluga na razini ukupne javne uprave
pridonijeti i ve¢em stupnju koriStenja zavodske usluge e-Prijava.

Vezano za projekte suradnje s europskim uredima za
intelektualno viasnistvo u podrucju informacijskih tehnologija, u
2018. godini je zapocela razmjena podataka o pravnim statusima
prijava patenata i priznatih prava s Europskim patentnim uredom
u formatu XML kao novom standardu za razmjenu podataka.

U 2018. godini ostvaren je i daljnji napredak na podrucju razvoja
programskih podsustava i aplikacija za potporu postupcima
priznanja prava i drugim poslovnim procesima Zavoda.

Unaprijedene su i razvijene nove funkcionalnosti u registru
patenata te je uveden novi sustav administracije medunarodnih

Considering the importance of a highly-developed information
infrastructure for high-quality and efficient operation of the Office,
its continuous improvement and development is necessary.
Importance of this was further increased by the need to
appropriately network and harmonise the Office’s information
infrastructure with both the information systems of European
intellectual property offices and the world intellectual property
office, as well as national information infrastructure of the state
administration. Consequently, during 2018, there were intensive
activities on the development of the information infrastructure
carried out in the Office.

Following technological progress and in order to facilitate work
for users, the existing application for electronic patent, trademark
and industrial design was upgraded — e-Application — in the way
that a new log-in and digital signature system was developed and
auser profile was introduced allowing users to manage the data, as
well as a new functionality of online certificate registration for signing.

Since mid-2012, the users of office procedures for industrial
property protection can use the service of e-Application. The Office
is continuously monitoring the degree of using this service. In 2018,
a total of 1308 electronic applications for registration of industrial
property rights were filed with the Office via the e-Application service
(36% of the total number) — 1085 patent applications (49% of the
total patent applications filed), 211 trademark applications (17%
of trademark applications) and 12 industrial design applications
(8% of design applications). In spite of the activities undertaken for
promotion and education of users, there was an insignificant nominal
increase in using e-services in relation to the previous year, so that
the share of the Office’s e-service users in relation to conventional
ones is still substantially lower than with appropriate e-services in
comparable states of the European Union and particularly EUIPO.
It is expected that the development of information infrastructure
for the provision of electronic services at the level of total public
administration contribute also to a higher degree of using the Office
service of e-Applications.

As to cooperation projects with European intellectual property
offices in the field of information technologies, in 2018, an
exchange of data on legal statuses of patent applications and
the rights granted with the European Patent Office in XML-format
has been started as a new standard for data exchange.

In 2018, further progress was achieved in the field of developing
software subsystems and applications to support procedures of
granting the rights and other business processes of the Office.

New functionalities in the patent register have been improved
and developed and a new system of administering international



prijava patenata putem sustava ePCT. U registru zigova i bazi
podataka o medunarodnim registracijama zigova za Hrvatsku
uvedene su nove funkcionalnosti vezane za administriranje
postupaka po prigovoru te je uspostavljeno automatsko
generiranje i slanje obavijesti o kona¢nom odbijanju registracije
zigova putem WIPO-vog sustava MECA. U bazi podataka o
medunarodnim registracijama industrijskih dizajna za Hrvatsku
uspostavljeno je automatsko izdavanje i slanje izjava o priznanju
odnosno odbijanju zastite u WIPO.

Ostvarena su daljnja unaprjedenja u informatizaciji poslovnih
procesa vezanih uz administriranje pruzanja stru¢nih usluga
pretrazivanja i analize, postupaka arhiviranja i evidencije
drugostupanjskih postupaka (zalbi i upravnih tuzbi na odluke
Zavoda u postupcima priznanja prava industrijskog vlasnistva).

Javna baza podataka o industrijskom vlasniStvu u Hrvatskoj
registriranom putem nacionalnih i medunarodnih postupaka
proSirena je podacima o objavljenim zahtjevima za priznavanje
svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti i priznatih sviedodzbi, kao i
detaljnijim podacima o proizvodima/uslugama kod parcijalno
odbijenih medunarodnih zigova.

Od pocetka godine, sukladno Zaklju¢ku Vlade Republike
Hrvatske o uvodenju elektroni¢kih postupaka za registraciju
poslovnog nastana i ishodenje odobrenja za obavljanje usluzne
djelatnosti (sljedom obveza koje proizlaze iz Direktive EU-a
o uslugama), uvedeni su novi elektroniCki obrasci za prijavu
ispita za ovlastene zastupnike za patente i zigove, za upis i
izmjenu podataka u registru zastupnika, kao i obrasci zahtjeva
za ishodenje odobrenja za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivhog
ostvarivanja autorskih i srodnih prava. Navedeni obrasci za sada
su dostupni na srediSnjem drzavnom portalu e-Gradani, te se
predvida njihovo kona¢no postavljanje na portal e-Poslovanje
kada isti bude pusten u rad.

U podrucju odrzavanja i razvoja tehnoloske infrastrukture
provedeno je takoder niz aktivnosti na poboljSanju kvalitete
opreme i postizanja boljih performansi te sigurnosti u radu.

Sukladno planu redovnog odrzavanja i razvoja infrastrukture
dio zastarjele raunalne i prate¢e opreme zamijenjen je novom.
Dovr$ena je nadogradnja sustava preklopnika (Cisco), nadogradnja
baze podataka PosgreSQL na najnoviju verziju kao i migracija svih
lokalnih baza podataka MySQL u bazu PostgreSQL.

Implementirano je dodatno rjeSenje za sigurnosnu pohranu
podataka (backup) na izdvojenu lokaciju u oblaku (Cloud), ¢ime
je sigurnost podataka podignuta na znatno viSu razinu.

U okviru zajedni¢kog sustava nabave koji provodi Sredisnji
drzavni ured za javnu nabavu u kolovozu 2018. provedena

applications via the ePCT system. In the trademark register and
database on international trademark registrations for Croatia, new
functionalities have been introduced in relation to administering
procedures upon objection and automatic generation and sending
of notification about final rejection of trademark registration via the
WIPO's MECA system has been established. Automatic issuing
and sending of statements on granting or rejecting protection has
been established at the WIPO in the database on international
industrial design registrations for Croatia.

Further improvements were achieved in information technology
with regard to business processes in relation to administering
the provision of professional services of searching through and
analysing, of procedures of archiving and recording second-instance
procedures (appeals and administrative actions to the Office’s
decisions in the procedures of granting industrial property rights).

Public database on industrial property in Croatia registered via
national and international procedures has been expanded with the
data on published requests for granting a supplementary protection
certificate and on the certificates granted, as well as with details
on goods/services with partially rejected international trademarks.

Since the beginning of the year, pursuant to the Decision by the
Government of the Republic of Croatia on introducing electronic
procedures for registration of business establishment and to obtain
approval for service provision (following obligations resulting from
the EU Directive on services), new electronic exam application
forms for authorised patent and trademark representatives have
been introduced, for entry and change of data in the register of
representatives, as well as request forms to be granted an approval
of collective management of copyright and related rights. For the
time being, the aforementioned forms are available on the central
state portal e-Citizens and their final release on the e-Business
portal is anticipated for the date of its release into operation.

In the field of maintaining and developing technological
infrastructure, a number of activities were also conducted
to improve the quality of equipment and to achieve better
performances and safety in operation.

In accordance with the regular infrastructure maintenance
and development plan, a part of obsolete computing and related
equipment was substituted with the new one. The switch system
(Cisco) was completely upgraded, the PosgreSQL database was
upgraded to the latest version and all the local MySQL databases
were migrated to the PostgreSQL database.

An additional solution for safe data backup was implemented
to a separate cloud location, which contributed to raising data
safety to a substantially high level.

Ostvareni razvoj u 2018. godini, nastavak integriranja
svih relevantnih informacijskih podsustava u odgovarajuce
europske sustave intelektualnog vlasnistva, kao i ukupna
razina informatiziranosti poslovnih procesa, koja se kontinuirano
unapreduje prema potrebama korisnika i/ili zahtjevima
medunarodnih organizacija u sustavu intelektualnog vlasnistva,
osigurava mjesto Zavoda medu informatic¢ki najmodernijim
europskim nacionalnim uredima za intelektualno viasnistvo au
okviru drzavne uprave predstavlja primjer informaticki napredne
institucije. Medutim, neizvjesna dinamika provedbe planiranih
projekata objedinjavanja drzavne informacijske infrastrukture
negativno se odrazava na mogucénost sustavnog dugorocnijeg
planiranja daljnjeg razvoja informacijske infrastrukture Zavoda.

Within joint procurement system conducted by the Central State
Office for Public Procurement, the first stage was implemented in
August 2018 to introduce printing services via printer rental and by
introducing 13 new printers. In accordance with expiry of operating
lifetime of printers procured by the Office before introducing
printing services at the level of state administration, it is planned
to completely switch to using printing services via printer rental.

The development achieved in 2018, the continued integration
of all relevant information subsystems into appropriate European
intellectual property systems, as well as the total level of
information technology used in business processes, which is
being continuously upgraded according to the users’ needs and/
or requirements of international organisations in the intellectual
property system, make the Office one of the most modern
European national intellectual property offices, representing an
example of an advanced institution within state administration as
to the information technology. However, uncertain dynamics of
conducting projects planned to consolidate the state information
infrastructure has a negative reflection on the possibility of
systematic long-term planning of further development of the
Office’s information infrastructure.
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10.1. Financijski pokazatelji

Plan proracuna Zavoda za 2018. godinu izvorno je iznosio
16.978.129 kn, a nakon svih izmjena tijekom godine formiran
je na 17.808.140 kn. Plan je izvrSen u iznosu od 98,81% tj. u
visini od 17.596.276,83 kn.

Ukupan prihod Zavoda u 2018. godini ostvaren je u iznosu
od 20.663.688 kn. Indeks ostvarenja u odnosu na proteklu
godinu je 85,8%, §to je prvenstveno posliedica tekucih i kapitalnih
pomoci medunarodnih organizacija i tijela EU-a te ostalih prihoda
za posebne namjene unutar izvora financiranja za posebne
namjene (prema nomenklaturi drzavnog proracuna izvor 43 —
Ostali prihodi za posebne namjene) koje Cine transferni prihodi
od naknada korisnika patentnog sustava koji se proslieduju
medunarodnim organizacijama temelijem ¢lanstva Republike
Hrvatske u medunarodnim ugovorima iz podrucja patenata.

U strukturi prihoda najznacajniji izvor €ine prihodi iz drzavnog
proracuna za financiranje redovne djelatnosti (65% — izvor 11
prema nomenklaturi drzavnog proracuna).

Ostali prihodi drzavnog proracuna za posebne namjene
(prihodi temeliem medunarodnih ugovora iz podrucja patenata)
sudjeluju s 23% u ukupnim prihodima.

U strukturi prihoda u 2018. godini treba spomenuti i prihode
po posebnim propisima. Isti su u najve¢em dijelu ostvaren
temeljem ugovora skloplienih s Uredom za harmonizaciju na
unutarnjem trzistu (EUIPO) s ciliem razvoja zajednickinh alata
te uskladivanja i provodenja zajedni¢ke prakse u postupcima
registracije zigova i dizajna, u iznosu od 1.825.560 kn (9%
ukupnih prihoda), $to se odnosi na proracunski projekt Suradnja
DZIV-a s Europskim uredom za zigove i dizajn.

Maniji dio ove vrste prihoda u iznosu od 23.709 kn odnosi
se na prihode od Hrvatskog zavoda za zapoSljavanje (HZ2)
temeljem programa stru¢nog osposobljavanja za rad bez
zashivanja radnog odnosa.

U strukturi prihoda u neznatnom dijelu sudjeluju i prinodi od
obavljanja viastite djelatnosti (96.218 kn).

Tekudi prijenosi izmedu proracunskih korisnika istog
proracuna temeljem prijenosa EU sredstava iznose 14.000,00
kn, a proizlaze iz projekta ,Europska no¢ istrazivaca“.

Ukupni rashodi poslovanja zajedno s rashodima za habavu
nefinancijske imovine u 2018. godini iznosili su 17.745.972
kn, Sto odgovara indeksu ostvarenja od 102,1% u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu.

10.1. Financial Indicators

The Office financial plan for the year 2018 amounted originally
to HRK 16,978,129, and upon all changes during the year, it
amounted to HRK 17,808,140. The actual budget represented
98.8% i.e. in the amount of HRK 17,596,276.83.

The total annual revenue of the Office in 2018 amounted to
HRK 20,663,688, which is 85.8% of the actual budget in relation
to the previous year, primarily as a consequence of a difference in
current and capital assistance from international organisations and
authorities of the EU, and in other revenues for special purposes
within financing sources for special purposes (according to the
State Budget nomenclature source 43 — Other revenues for special
purposes) as transfer revenues from fees by users of the patent
system which are forwarded to international organisations based
on the membership of the Republic of Croatia in international
agreements in the patent field.

The revenues from the state budget for regular activity financing
make the most significant source in the revenue structure (65% -
source 11 according to the State Budget nomenclature).

Other state budget revenues for special purposes (revenues
based on international agreements in the patent field) make 23%
of the total revenues.

Further source of the revenues represented revenues on the
basis of special regulations. They were mostly (in the amount of
HRK 1,825,660 or 9% of the revenues in total) achieved from
an agreement concluded with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO) for the purpose of developing joint tools
and harmonising and implementing common practice in trademark
and design registration procedures (a separate project according
to the budget nomenclature).

Aremaining minor part of this type of revenue relates to revenues
from the Croatian Employment Office (HZZ) based on professional
training programme without concluding employment contracts and
the revenues from the Office’s own activities (HRK 96,218).

Current transfers between budget users of the same budget
pased on transfer of EU sources amount to HRK 14,000.00,
resulting from the “European Researchers’ Night” project

Total operating expenditures and fixed assets procurement
expenditures in 2018 amounted to HRK 17,745,972, making
102.1% of the amount from the previous year.

The staff expenditures planned for 2018 (after final redistribution)
amounted to HRK 11,110,902, while the actual expenditures
amounted to HRK 11,181,065, which is almost completely in line

10.3. Ljudski potencijali

U Zavodu je na dan 31. prosinca 2018. bilo zaposleno 90
osoba, od ¢ega 88 sluzbenik/ica, 1 namjestenik, te 1 duznosnica.
Od ukupnog broja zaposlenika njih 58 je bilo s visokom
stru¢nom spremom, 6 s viSom stru¢nom spremom, te 26 sa
srednjom stru¢nom spremom. Na rukovodec¢im polozajima bila
su rasporedena ukupno 26 drzavna/e sluzbenika/ice.

Tijekom 2018. godine u Zavodu je drzavna sluzba prestala za

In relation to the previous vear, the
actual staff expenditures remained almost the same (index of
100.9%).

Actual material expenditures in 2018 amounted to HRK
6,483,994, which corresponds to the index of 107.1% in relation
to the previous year. The actual material expenditures increased
mostly from other revenues for special purposes (at source 43)
as a result of an increase in transfer revenues for users’ charges
and fees paid according to international agreements.

Expenditures related to the procurement of fixed long-term
assets in 2018 amounted to HRK 73,388.

10.2.Procurement of Goods and Services

[t was not in 2018 either, that the Office independently
conducted public procurement procedures of great value, since
corresponding objects of procurement lie within the responsibility
of the State Central Public Procurement Office.

Simple procurement procedures were conducted in
accordance with the 2018 Procurement Plan and the Regulations
on Simple Procurement Procedures.

10.3.Human Resources

On 31 December 2018, the Office had 90 employess, out
of which 88 civil servants, 1 civil employee and 1 official. Out of
the total number of employees, 58 held a graduate degree, 6
an undergraduate degree and 26 a high-school degree. 26 civil
servants were placed in management positions.

During 2018, civil service at the Office was terminated for 6
civil servants, out of which for 3 civil servants on the basis of an
agreement, for 1 civil servant by the force of law due to death,
for 1 civil servant on the basis of dismissal and for 1 civil servant
on the basis of an agreement on permanent transfer to another
state administration authority.

During 2018, a total of 5 civil servants were employed, 4 out
of which permanently and 1 civil servant as a trainee.

Furthermore, during 2018, 3 persons were admitted for professional
training without concluding employment contracts, 2 of which held a
high-school degree and 1 person with a graduate degree.

In the structure of the Office’s staff according to professional
qualifications in 2018, 64% of the employees held graduate degrees,
7% undergraduate degrees, and 29% high-school degrees.

10.4. Zahtjevi gradana i drugih zainteresiranih
strana za pristup informacijama

10.4.Requests by Citizens and Other
Interested Parties to Access Information

During 2018, there were 14 requests in total received pursuant
to the Act on the Right of Access to Information. 13 requests thereof
for access to information and 1 request for re-use of information.
All requests were answered within a deadline. 6 requests were
accepted, 1 request was accepted partly, 2 requests were refused
and 5 notices were issued. 2 appeals were filed and both of them
rejected by the second-instance authority.

In 2018, not one request was received for documentation
inquiry regarding procedures of civil service employment or
information on tender results.

Zalbena vijea) kao neovisno drugostupanjsko tijelo za rie$avanje
o zalbama protiv odluka Zavoda donesenih u postupcima za
priznanje odnosno registraciju prava industrijskog viasnistva
uspostavljena su 2008. godine, pri ¢emu Zavod osigurava
formalno-administrativne poslove tajnistva Zalbenih vijeéa.

U svibnju 2018. donesene su izmjene zakona iz podrucja
industrijskog vlasnistva kojima je, slijedom provedene reforme i
uvedenog dvostupanjskog sustava upravnog sudovanja, ukinut
institut zalbe na odluke Zavoda u postupcima za priznanje
prava industrijskog viasnistva te sukladno tome i Zalbena vijeéa
kao nadlezno drugostupanijsko tijelo. Umjesto dosadasnje
zalbe propisano je pravo podnosenja tuzbe Upravnom sudu
u Zagrebu na prvostupanjske odluke Zavoda za priznanje
prava industrijskog vlasnistva. Prema navedenom zakonskom
rie$enju Zalbena vile¢a odluduju u prijelaznom razdoblju u ranije
zapocetim predmetima do njihova pravomocénog rieSavanja.

U 2018. godini, do stupanja na snagu navedenih zakonskih
izmjena, zaprimlieno je 19 zalbi. Tijekom 2018. godine u radu
Zalbenih vijec¢a rijegena su 82 predmeta.

Boards of Appeal in the field of industrial property rights
(hereinafter: Boards of Appeal) as an independent second-
instance authority in charge of making decisions on appeals
against decisions of the Office made in procedures for the grant
or registration of industrial property rights were established in
2008, whereby the Office provides for formal-administrative
tasks of the secretariat of the Boards of Appeal.

In May 2018, amendments to the acts in the field of industrial
property were adopted; following the reform conducted and
the two-instance system of administrative court proceedings
introduced, the institution of appeal to the Office’s decisions for
grant of industrial property rights was repealed and the Boards of
Appeal accordingly as a responsible second-instance authority.
Instead of former appealing, it is provided for the right to bring
actions to the Administrative Court in Zagreb against first-instance
decisions made by the Office for the grant of industrial property
rights. In accordance with the mentioned legal solution, the
Boards of Appeal shall make decisions in a transition period in
the cases initiated earlier until their final resolution.

In 2018, until the aforementioned amendments have entered
into force, a total of 19 appeals were received. During 2018, the
Boards of Appeal resolved 82 cases.

There were 63 appellate cases pending in total as of 31
December 2018.

Upon repealing institution of appeal in May 2018, 12
administrative actions against the Office’s decisions were submitted
to the Administrative Court in Zagreb until the end of 2018.
